tute of a Ministry. He accepted the eall and
seon left home to dwell among that peop'e.

To thein he proved an accep'abl: . preacher
and in Dec. 1853 was solemly set a part to the
work of the ministry by ordination.

He labored{ much, though a greater portion
of his time dependent upon hisown hands for
support; still he did not murmur, believing that
He who had called him tothe work was able
tosupply all his wants. MrClay was not an
educated man, but possessed good natural abiii-
ties, antl in his discourses coufined himself te
such things as he clearly understood. [He prea-
ched Jesus.

Mr Clay was not without his faulls, but like
other men®he had an evil heart tocont'nd a-
gainst whict bythe grace of God he was finally
able to overcome an! died trinmphantly repos-
ing entire confidence in the suffering and
atonement of Christ. His death has leli a vacan
cy in the liitle Church of Marshall. ‘Who will
fill it?
