er, from Europe, we were put in receipt of

English papers to the' 25th of August.

From tne SEAT or Wan there is noexciting
intelligence. With the exception of a few skir-
mishes Letween po:tions of the Russian and Allied
forces nothing has been effected of any impor-
tance. since the capture of the Russian strong
holds in the Sea of Azoft.

About this time last year, when the Allied dr-
mics, consisling of thomsands of brave and effici
ent soldiers, first made their appearince on the.
Crimean shores—and particularly, after they had
achieved the brilliant victorics of Alma, Balaclava
and Inkerman, we were sanguine that it would
not be Jong before the Union Jack and Tricolor-

ed banger wonld wave in triumph over the great

fortress of Sebastopol. We did not imagine that
the defect in the system of British warfare,~oc.
casioned by years of peaceful habits—was so
greaf as {o occasion such u dilatoriness as has

taken placo. Itis now impossible to augur

when, and how the siege of Sebastopol will ter

minate. [t'is =4 that like the Greeks at the

beleaguring of i'ro 7y  the besiegers have con-
structed siail ‘ewns of their own, en atlendant
the eapture of b+ hitherto impregnable city.

THE DALTIC—After long waiting the Alltes
have struck the Russians a severe blow in the
Ciulf of Findland, which will reverberate from
St Petersburg to Moscow. Sveaborg, the sccond
naval fortress in those waters, and the third in
thejRusian empire, has been destroyed by the
Allied fleets. 'The loss of the latter in men and
matersel is said to be insignificant.” Greal en-
thusiasin prevails among the Alliess—and the
capture of Cronstadt, that most terrible of Rus-
sian strongholds in the Baltic, is eagerly antici-
pated. The London News referring to this suc
cess of the Allies says; “As a naval and mari-
“{ime power, Russia is annihilated by tlte mere
¢“nresence of our squadrons in the Baltic and the
¢Black Sea, and neither her hostile fleets nor her
‘peaceful merchant vessels dare to show them-
‘solves in any sea or ocean of the globe with
“the sole exception of the landlocked Caspran.”
The most interesting intelligence and the
latest which we have received is the visit of Hep
Britanic Majesty to the dominions of her illuge
trious Ally, Napoleon 111. The Illustrated Lon
don JNews of August 25, is entirely devoted to
deecriptions and illustrations of the very magni.
ficent and enthusiastic reception tendered to her
Majesty, by the Emperor and his subjects—The
News concluding an article on this subject says;
“The visit of Napoleon 1T1, and the Empress
Eugenie to Lordon, endeared ‘ths one to the judg
ment, and the other to the affectio n, of the En-
glish people, Queen Victoria’s visit will exert a
similar iufluence on the still more excitable feel
ings of the French; and will long be commemor

ated by both natinns as the most gratifying and
splendid incident in their mutual history.”

Tue Promisrrory Liquor Law in the State of
New York was the mos: exciting topic of the

‘day. The publicmind sceins to have settled u-

pon the conclusion that the whole‘affair isan
unadulterated humbujr. fn the rural districts,and
in some portions of Loir 1sland, the liquor traf-
fic has been generally ahandoned or the law is
enforced, ‘but in all the large citigs it is a dead
letter. Whevrover the lignor interest is strong
enough to resist the enforcement of the law, the
authorities seem unwilling to meddlé with the
dealers.

keepire is the more singu'ar as Judge Strong,

of that district, has decided that lager beer is not
an intoxicating drink.

Porrricar—In political circles the Spanish
question, which had revived in the btate Depart
ment by a speech of Mr JeTerson Davis, Missis
ipi, was the all—engrossing one. This gentle
man is stated to have observad that he would,on
tho first pretext, raise the [standard of the Uni.
ted States in €uba, and to have expressed an o-
pinion that while all the Powers of Europe wer e
at war was the moment for the work. It is said
that, although Mr Marcy, Secretary of the State,
had prepared all the deecuments for settling the
relations amicably, the President was in doubt

whether to go with him and the North, or with
Mr Davis and the South.

RIOT in KentTucry—A very seriods conflicg
betweon Awmerican citizens and foreigners took
place at Louisville on the morning of August 7th
during which some twenty persons were shot,
and twelve buildingswere destroyed by fire, many
persons, it is stated, perishing in the flames. Af.
ter some time the military succeeded in restor-

ing order. The cause of tli¢ out break is ascribed
to electioneering quatrels.

Stave Trape—Captain James Smith, whe
wag tried and found guilty in the United Btates
American circuit Court o. trafficking in slaves,
llad been sentenced by Judge Ingersoll to pay
a fine of 1000 dols and to be imprisoned for
twenty months.

CALIFORNIA—A fire had occurred at San
Francisco which destroyed property to the a-
mount of 46,000 dollars. The mines are repeor-
ted as yielding plenty of geld to the diggere in
every part of the State and all classes of mines
are doing better than] they have ever before dene
in any period. Business was fur from being brisk
or prosperous; but, i consequence of the repor
ted prosperity of the mines, a better feeling pre-
vailed among the merchants.

CUBA—Nothing new ofa political charaoter
had occurred. ‘The public mind was entirely tran
quil respecting Filibuster movements.

MEXICO—It is stated that Santa Anna' and
the whole of the capital were in a state of gloom
The people are panting for liberty,

HAYTI—Advices from the Haytien Empire
to the 29th of June states that a very favorable
change had taken place in the islands since the
departure of General Count de Dalmari¢, who

had aspired to the succession of the empire of

Soulouque, and with a view to the object had
excited a revolutionary fmovement among the
m ountaineers; The feeling of the town, ho wev.
er, i8 80 strong in favorof Soulouque, that the
demonstrationfailed, except so far as it produced
a total stoppage of trade, which was [astreviv-
ing.

LiteraTurRE—Russwurm Institute : A correspondent,
writing ‘from KEarper, informs us that the ci izens
of Cape Palmas, undera ‘lively and increasing
conviction that the safety and prosperity of any
Goverament—especially Republican, depend upon
the intelligente of its citizens, are® making great
efforts for the diffusion of knoiwledge; and the promo.
tion of literature among themselves. A literary insti
tution denominated ‘Russwurm InStitute” has been
organized for purposesof ‘debate, deliberation and
conversaziones.’ A fine library has been presented to
this association by a similar institufion in the city of
Baltimore. We wish it abundant success.

Jupterar. Drotsfon—Sometime in May last ths En
glish Cutter, “'Earl] of Liverpool” Capt Geo. Harris be
ing wrecked neir  Garroway, was plundered by the
natives. Among other things they took a chronometer
and mariner’s compass which they sold to a citizen of
Cape Palmas. Capt Harris, having ascertained the
whereabouts of his nautical instruments, applied to
the purchaser, in order to thefr recovery; but ho, be
ing unwilling te return the articles, the Captain then
made application to H. B. M. Consul of this city who
immediately, by an official communication to the au
thorities of Cape Palmas, urged an interferenee on
their part to secure the return of “British property to
its rightful osrners.” The mattor was form ally laid
before the highest judicial tribunal of the **New Re
public,” on the ground that citizens of the Common
¢‘wealth of Cape Palmas are responsible to their Goy
“grnment for aots of wrong and injustice wherever
“committed; and that ths pr operty in dispute being
‘“oblained by plunder, the purcha ser, with a knowl
‘“‘edge of that fact, had no right to retain it,"’—The
decision of the Court was, that the ‘*valuables, being
of right, the property of Eritizh sulbijects, must be giv
en up.'’

They have, accordingly, been sent to the British
Consul to be returned to their rightful owners.

He is accustomed fo behold the happy and
delightful coumtenamces of grateful crowds—vying
with each other to bestow upon him merited honors,
but he hod never met his fellow citizens, at any pre-
vious demonstration, under exactly the same circum-
stances. At ne former manifestation of popular feel.
