DISASTER AT THE GAMBIA.

By the arrival of the mail steamer, on Mon-
day, we received, further particulars from the
Gambia, of the disaster to the British troeps
there on the 19th Juiv as contained in the fol.
lowing letter of our ¢orrédspondent there, dated
10th Aungust. to whose unremitting attention we
gve especitlly indehted :— bt
