SPECULATION IN France.

Englanil and France aie legislating in con.
trary duections on the impor‘ant subject of
coinmerctal nasocintion.  England no longer
res'rirts the emplovment of the money of many
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freadom nor fair eondition, and secondly, by the \

revolotien.  The cultivator of the French soil
is its possewor, who, arsailed by al the cares
and temptations of proprietonsinp, seldom or
aver is able to ke land a foundation for com.
mercial enterprises or for money makimg. He
lives on it, and that suffices. At every death
one brother secks to buy the portion ol the
other, and runs into debt to do sn. [Instead
therefore of the cultivator having money to em.
ploy on the land, he is oblized to extruct money
to pny interest of borrowed capifal, and to ferd
himself besides. This created a system of it
own. and a bad svstem, no doubt : stiil it went
on in a regular channel,and with certain ascer-

| tainable results,  All who had money, or who

could save money in¢the provinces. lent it to the
landed proprietor as long ag he could pay in-
terest : and when he could no longer do so, the
rustic capitalist became proprietor himselfy his
children hecoming indebted in their turn,

All this machinery, however, has bheen de-
stroyed, and all these habits broken in upon,
since the rise and extension of commercial en-
terprises in shares, which have absorbed nof
mercly the money of the town capitalist n
speculation, but also that of the provincinl,  In
addition to the railroads, which of course in.
terested each locality, and carried off great part
of its money, Government itsell’ appeared wigh
its lonns, and gathered up the savings of the
peasant, who on seeing the funds rise and
realising a little nrofit, straightway acquired the
arecd for stock jobbing, ‘I'he result of this, and

commandite and anonymous companies, has bren

entirely to carry away the fund hitherto reserv-

ed for the necessities of the agriculturist, In
short, what between fi:ilure of crops and denrth

of money, increased taxes and prices and inade~
