LAWS ENACTED 1KY THE LEGISLA-
TURE DURING ITS SESSION AND PUB.
LISHED BY AUTHORITY.

Exrorr Dury Birr.

It is enacted by the Senate and House of Re-
presentutives of the Republic of Liberia in Leg-
islature assembled.

Sec. 1st' That, from and after the passaze of
this Act, all vesséls—whether foreign, or Libe-
rian-—arriving on the Liberian Const from any
forrian port, shall, before stopping at any of the
trading points along the Coast, enter at one of
the ports of entry. * And in all cases there shall
be placed on board of every such vessel by the
collector, immediately on her arrival, an Inspec-
tor furnished with locks and keys, who shall
remain on board in posession of the hatch or
hatches of said vessel during her stay on the
Coast ; or at least, until such vessel ghall have
discharged all her cargo, taken on board al! her
freight, and cleared from one of the Liberian
ports of entry for a foreign port.

_ 8ge. 2. It shall be the duty of the Inspector
to Superintend the discharging of all the cargo
from on board of the vessel on which he is plat':ed;
to nole each package, barrel or box; the kind,
quan‘ity and quality of the freight landed, and
see that no article of trade whatever, be landed
without his notice. He shall cause the hatches
to be locked .at unsensonable hours; and shall
retain the keys'in his possession at all times
during - the loading or unloading of said vessel.
He shall examine the vessel of which he 1s v
charge, to see whether any goods are, or can be
landed without his knowledge. And if, in' hus
opinion, the master, supercargo, owner, or any
person engaged on boerd of said vessel, be

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ficer or officars of the Navy to the Attorney
General, or County Attorney, as the zase inay he
and snid officer or officers, if convicted, shall be
fined in any sum not less than one hundred nor
more than ten thousand dollars, according to the
magnitade of the case. Fur the neglect of any
Inspector to note and take n correct account of
all goods and merchindize landed or unloaded,
and for negleet of dety in violation of the  2nd
and 3rd sections of this Ac!, he shall be fined
in any sum not less than five hundred nor more
than five thousand dollars, in the diseret jon of
the Judge ot the Court having cozniza nee of
the same. And for the neglect of any officer
or officers of the Revenue, in command of'any
government vessel, to obey any order or com-
mand issued by the President or Secretary of the
Treasury, he or they shall be fined in any sum
not less than two thousand nor wwore than fifieen
thousand dollars, in the discretion of the Court
and for his or their refusal to render aid to the
Collector or Inspector when called upon, he or
they shall be fined in any sum not exceeding
ten thousand dollars. The Court of Admiralty
shall try and determine any and all of the above
named cases ; and in case of failure on the part
of the defendant or defendants, to pay the above
mentioned fines, he or they shall be imprisoned
for any length of time not less thun ene nor

more than five ywars, according to the magnitude
of the crime.

Sec. 5. And it is further enacted: That any
master, supercargo, or owner of a vessel-=Libe
rian or foreign—who shall come or anchor with.
in the Liberian waters and refuse to receive on
board an Inspector, shail be fined as follows ;
for the first offince, one hundred dollars; for
the second offence, one thousand dollars ; and
for every similar refus~1 or offence, one thou.
sand dollars; nevertheless the Inspector shall
not, when he h1s been once refused, attempt to
hoard the vessel a second time, until he shall
have informed the Collector of his refusal, And
tn all cases, when there is an attempt to smuggle,
or land any goods, wares, or merchandize other-
wise than is now ‘provided for by law, the mas-
ter, owner or supercargo shall be finél i any
sum not less than one thonsand nor more than
ten thousand do!lars in addition to tre confisca-
tion of the vessel and cargo, in the discretion of
the Judge of the Court of Admiralty.

Sec. 6. And it is further enacted ; ‘That an ex-
port duty shall be levied, assessed and collected by
the Collector, on the following named articles :
That is to say, on all Palm-oil, a specific duty of
one cent on euch gallor 5 and on all urticles of
export not herein named, there shall be collee-
ted a duty of two per cent, advalorem ; and on

gold or silver coin, there shall be an export duty
of five per cent. .
