welfare of 1lmmigrants, and contribute to the interest of this: Repub-

Resolved by the Senate and House of Representalives of the Re-
public of Liberia in Legislature Assembled,— :

That while the Government  of Liberia is deeply and gratefully
impressed with a sense of the very landable nature of the object
coutemplated by the American Colgnization Society and would be
most - happy to co-operate in its prosecution, it nevertheless feels
equally impressed with o sense of the fact, that the securing of the
aforesaid object on as thorough and. extensive & scale as this Gov.
‘ernment feels willing: te co.operate in just noy, would necessitate
the inaugurating of a system of operations that would: involve an
expense; perhaps beyond what, the Society could afford to.expend for
that purpose for some time to come. . _
