477, has 86 high schools ; Michigan,
population 2,857,795 (a trifle more than
twice as great as ours), has 397 high
schools or more than four and one-half

Only two States spend less money on
their public sechools in proportion to
their wealth than Marvland ; in other
words, our rauk is 46. Since a Wiscon-
sin method 18 beginning to signify a
progressive methed, let us see how we
measure up to the standard in this one
particular, During 1910-11 Wiseonsin |
received for public sehool purposes from
State and local sources, $11,484,369.00,
while Maryland received $3,985,015 00.
Wisconsin spent per eapita of total pop-
ulation $4 78, Maryland $3 06. The same
year Michigan spent per capita, $5 35 :
Illinois, $5 38 ; Indiana, $5,47 ; Minne-
sota, $7.09 ; Massachusetts, $6 00 ; New
Jersey, 6.91; Pennsylvania, $5 39

We should not attempt to excuse this
bad showing on the ground that we
have a large nontaxpaving element in
the person of the negro. If we had dis.
regarded the negro and had spent all
the money received on the white, 82 per
cent. of the population, we should have
spent then less per eapita than the aver-
age for the United States, which was
$4 76 for the year 1910-11. I'o be exact,
if we had disregarded the negro, and had
figured on the basis of the white element,
we would have expended only $3. 732 per

’capita, or more than §1 less than the

average for 48 States.—This-fact galone
