You cannot be among young chickens
too much. The more you see of them

thing I notice when visiting a poultry
farm is the behavior of the fowls when
their master approaches. If they are
seary and wild, 1 do not expect to find
that thev are laying as well as they
ought.
tame and friendly, I know that they
are probably a profitable flock. My
hens know my step and my approach
will erowd up to the door of their house
and then it is a hard job to walk for
them. You will find this friendly feel-
ing a great help in many ways and a
tremendous time saver. And after you

1 have been in the poultry business a

short time you will realize that anythiog
that saves time is worth while. From
the dav the first little ehick is hatched
until your fall layers are in their perma-
nent quarters, you will need every min-
ute of the day and find plenty to do in
it, if you are working for results.

Make fup your mind that it is hard
work and hard work all the time. I
oftenfheard people who kept poultry
asked, ‘““Well, how are your fowls getting
on ? “and then the answer,' Oh I dont
bother with them mueh till April when
my hens go broody, and I begin to set
them and the incubator.”” It is a safe
bet that if you ask those same people in
June, the same question, they will say,
‘‘ Fairly well, I have lost interest in them
now that I have gotout my little ehicks.”
Be sure they do not bother much at any
time, and most probably dont know

how many little ehicks they have, and
