CHAPTER 828,

AN ACT to repeal and re-enact Sections 2-A and
2-B of the Acts of 1808, Chapter 740, entitled
«“Fish and fisheries,” sub-title ‘*Head of Bay,’§

Section 1. Be it enacted by the General As-
sembly of Maryland, That Section 3-A and Sec-
|t101:1 2.B of Artlcle 35 of the Public General

Laws, .title “Fish and Fisteries,’”’ sub-title

“Head of Bay,”’ as enacted by Chapter 740 of
the Acts of 1908, be and the same are hereby |
repealed and re-enacted so as to read as follows:

Sec. 2-A. No person shall at any time be al-
lowed to fish with pursenets at any pointin the
Chesapeake Bay above or north of a line drawn
east from Robin’s Point on the Western Shore
tlzo Iiliand?‘s Point on the Eastern Shore of Mary-
and.

Sec., 2-B. No person shall fish with purse or
