Sometimes during the week I'would re-
ceive a letter from her telling me not to
come home on Friday but to go to
church. After the War slaves were
liberated and good labor was very hard
to get, but we managed always to get
what labor we wanted and the very best.
We had one couple who lived with us
for twenty years, and when they left us
they had $1890 in cash and bought a
nice little home near Still Pond. There
are three or four others living now per-
haps who lived with us about 15 years.
[n those days we had very littie trouble
with labor. More than ten years ago we

came to the conclusion to stop farming.
She had gotten disabled and so had I.

We could not go to chureh, and on Sun-
days particularly we would go over the
Good Book and refer back to the past,
our school days and our early friends.
Alas! but few of them remain. Not
long after she suceumbed to the ravages
of that terrible disease, and with that
love for her Creator and fellow men she
yielded.
