A week ago, when announcement was

made that I would be a candidate before

nary pleasure to co-operate with him im
placing on the statue book the long list
of reform measures which he advocates.

should feel proud to be a Democrat 1o
the true sense of that term. forin Presi-
dent Wilson we have a leader whose
heart throbs earnestly for humanity and
whose purpose is to give back to the

people the rights and liberties to which

they are entitled and which hawve been

stealthily taken from them during past
half century. To be even a small asaist:
ant 1 this benign work would be &
privilege of which I should alwaye be
proud, and I would engage in it with all
the enthusiasm and fervor of my being.

I am also in favor of national aid te
our public educational system. Thig
subject has already received-some little
attention from our Government, but ap-
propriations by Congress have been 8¢
very meagre that the work has been lim-
ited to investigation of future possibili-
ties. But State and county taxes bawe
reached the point where a further in-
creage would be a burden and though
the larger portion of our taxes is de-
voted to public education the demand
for better egquipment, better teachers
andt better salaries has not nearly beem
met.

If as has so aptly and often been said
that the youth of our land is the most
precious and important of our national
resources ;: and the further fact that
our future citizenship is dependent on
the education of our youth, it certainiy
behooves us to make a still turther effort
through our national government to ex-
tend its helping hand where this help 18
so urgent.

Other questions of vital importance to

) our people will be discussed later on.
