Constitution Of Maryland,
WHEREAS, at the January Session

 of the General Assembly of Maryland,
(held in the year of our Lord One Thou

sand Nine Hundred and Fourteen, an

Act was passed proposing an Amend-
ment to Section 44, Part VII., of Article
4, title “Sheriffs,” of the Constitution
of the State of Maryland, which said
Act is known and designated as Chap-
ter 845 of the Acts of Maryland of 1914,
and is in the words and figures follow-

CHAPTER 845.
AN ACT to amend Section 44, Part
VII, of Article 4, title, “Sheriffs,” of

the Constitution of this State, and to

i‘provide for the submission of said

amendment to the qualified voters of

this State for adoption or rejection.

Section 1. Be it enacted by the
Beneral Assembly of Maryland, three-
ffths of all the members of each of
the two houses concurring, that the

Bection 44, Part VII, of Article 4, title
#Sheriffs,” of the Tonstitution of this
State, and if acopted by legal and
qualified voters thereof, as herein pro-
yided, it srall supersede and stand in
the place and stead of said Section 44,
