DRY’ LAW CRITICISM
ASSAILED BY PASTOR

Rev Dr. Warner, at St. John’s, De-
clares Prohibition is Accom-
plishing Purpose.

Preaching an eloquent sermon on
the subject, “Is Prohibition a Fail-
ure ?2” Rev. Dr. L. F. Warner, pastor
of St. John’s Protestant Church, St.
Paul and Twenty-seventh streets, re-
ferred to official satistics complied by
Police Commissioner Gaither concern-
ing the number of arrests for law vio-
lations since the licensed saloon went
out of *existence.

Dr. Warner said in part :

“Prohibition is not a failure be-
cause some people say it is a failure.
There are those who want to dis-
credit and defeat the law by saymng
evil things against it. When enforce-

ment officials go out of their way to

criticise prohibition in general and
prohibition laws in particular, it is
an evidence of unfitness for the job,
to say the least. Prohibition is not a
failure, but there are some who want
it to be a failure. Prohibition is not

£ |a failure because it does not com-
= | pletely prohibit.
= | Does any law entirely prevent crime?
| Are laws against murder, theft, dis-
= | orderly conduct, etc., failures ? He
= | who laughs at prohibition laws ought

cause is ridicule. Prohibition may
not completely prohibit, but it has
thrown a barrier and safeguard
around the appetities of men. . It has
driven the business to cover. Prohi-
bition does prohibit in proportion to
the vigor and effectiveness of prohi-
bition law enforcement. Prohibition
is not a failure because it has not
made people immediately good. The
purpose of civic law is not to make
people moral, but to protect society
against immoral people.

“The State is not interested so
much in the individual as the re-
lationship of individuals. It must
protect its citizenship against the
ravages of evil and even against the
approaches of evil |

“It is not to the failure of prohi-
bition or to the failure of prohibi-
tion enforcement but to the failure
to recognize the sanctity and in-
tegrity of law to which must be at-
tributed whatever carnival of crime
may be going on in the land. Law

% |is the mighty bulwark of our na-
% | tional

existence. Those who are
trying to discredit and weaken the
operations of the Eighteenth
Amendment can néver be classed
among the real and true friends of

% | their country.

“Figures from the Baltimore Police
Department show conclusively that
prohibition has made the city better.
Police Commissioner Gaither’s figures
show that there have been consider-
ably lecs arrests made for law viola-
tions yearly since prohibition went
into effect. In 1920 there were 30 per
cent. less arrests made in Baltimore
than during the previous year under
the licensed saloon. Thus far in 1921

‘.:‘* there has been a slight increase in the

number of arrests in proportion to the

arrests made in the first six months

of 1920. This is not because of prohi-

% | bition, but may be laid to several

causes, including conditions made by

un@mplﬂyment and increase in popu-
lation.”
