Chestertown sgme demoralizing meth-
ods are used by dairymen, which In
the long run mean ruin. The quality
of the milk there, Mr. Cohee stated,
is far below that which the ]Jaw a]-
lows. Cities with the best quality of
milk, he said, consume more milk per
capita than other cities with poorer
quality. Clean milk was advocated
and several sedimentation tests of
Chestertown milk were shown at the
meeting. These showed considerable
foreign particles which ought not to
have been there. These tests were
numbered according to the producer’s
number at the cooling station, but no
names were given. Dairymen could
at a glance see the kind of milk they
are selling by looking wup their
number.
Avoid Garlicky Milk.

Much stress was laid on garlick. All
kinds of tricks are resorted to to get
the garlicky milk past the testers, but
in spite of this it still stays in the
milk. Mr. Cohee advised the dairy-
men to bring in their cows from three
to four hours before milking time to
give the garlic flavor time to pass
off. He said this odor comes from the
cow’s breath and does not come from
the cow’s system. Last year, he
further stated, much difficulty was ex-
perienced here over garlicky milk, and
the coming spring promises to be
even worse. About 2,000,000 pounds
of milk were refused at the receiving
door by one company alone last July,
and unless some attention is paid to
the repeated warnings the dairymen
will be the losers.
