THE DIOCESE OF EASTON.

Annual Convention in Chestertown.

DR. LINDSAY ELECTED BISHOFP AND
DECLINES — DR, ADAMS, OF
MISSISSIPrI, ELECTED.

Interesting Proceedings.

The nineteenth annual convention of the
Dioceze of Easton, Protestant Episcopal
Church, assembled at Emmanuel Church,
Chestertown, on Wednesday, June 1. The
nine Eastern Shore counties composing the
diocese are divided: into parishes as fol-

Rev. W. Y. Beaven opposed the division,
and Mr. Ernst, lay delegate from St. John’s,
favored it. On motion of Rev. Dr. Bryan
further consideration of the report was laid
over for one year.

At 10 o’clock »p. M. the convention ad-
journed sine die.

Since the demise of Bishop Lay and pre-
vious to the meeting of the present conven-
tion, five bishops have been elected and de-
clined. -

The first bishop of Easton, Bishop Henry
Champlin Lay, died September 17, 1885,
and since his death, at special, adjourned
and regular conventions, there have been
five elections of a bishop, resulting each
time in a failure to get a diocesan.

The first special convention met at
Easton November 18, 1885. For bishop
the Rev. Drs. Lindsay, Smith, Nicholson,
Barber, Fair and Colt, and Rev. Messrs,
Hilliard, Gilfillan and Hubbard were voted
for. The Rev. George Williamson Smith,
D. D., of Hartford, Conn., was elected on
the third ballot, the vote being: Smith, 19
clerical and 18 lay; Lindsay, 7 clerical and

Watson, bishop of East Carolina, preached
the sermon from “Glorify GGod in your body
and in your spirit.”—1 Cor. vi. The holy
communion was celebrated by Bigshop Wat-
son and the rector, assisted by Rev. Messrs.
Barber, Mitchell, Murphy and John Mar-
tin. The Rev. T. P. Barber, D.D., president
of the standing committee, called the con-
vention to order at the conclusion of divine
gervice. Rev.J. A. Mitchell, secretary of the
last convention, called the roll of clergy
and lay delegates, when it appeared that 25
clergymen answered to their names and
seven were absent. Of the lay delegates 34
were present. The Rev. Dr. Barber an-
nounced that the convention was organized
and ready for business, firgt in order being
the election of a president. Rev. Dr. Barber
was unanimously elected. Rev. James A.
Mitchell was elected secretary. and Mr. W.
S. Walker assistant secretary. Dr. Barber
offered a resolution thanking Bishop Wat-
son for his presence on this occasion and
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of Chester parish were invited to seats as
honorary members of the convention.

The committee on canons also proposed
canon 27—a new canon providing that lay
delegates to the diocesan convention should
bear as credentials a certificate of theirelec-
tion by the vestry signed by the registrar
or a warden of the parish, with an affirma-
tion signed by the delegate, of his belief in
the christian religion, of his attachment to
the Protestant Epigcopal Chuach and of a
profession of membership therein, and that
a lay delegate, who presented himself with-
out such credentials, should not be admit-
ted to a seat or a vote in the convention.
The passage of the canon was advocated by
the committee on canons, by Rev. Mr.
Mitchell and Rev. Dr. DuHamel, and op-
posed by D, M. Henry, Jr., Wm. S. Walker,
Rev. Dr. Bryan and Rev. Mr. Buck. The
opponents put their arguments on the
ground that a canon was unnecessary as
the present system worked well, and that
the convention was the judge of the quali-
fication of its own members. The pro-
posed canon was defeated. Theconvention
at 2 o’'clock adjourned until 4. |

At the afternoon sesgion, Rev. Mr. Buck
presented the report of Col. Thomas Hugh-
lett, treasurer of the convention. Referred
to the committee on accounts, ag follows:
Messrs. Robson, Hepbron and Willis, Rev.
O. H. Murphy offereg a resolution of thanks
to Bishop Whittaker for services in the
Southern Convocation. Adopted. On mo-
tion of Mr. Shouler, resolutions of the ves-
try of Augustine parish in reference to
changing the parish church were referred
to the committee on canong. Col. P. W.
Downes presented a petition for a division
of St. John’s parish, Caroline. Referred to
committee on new parishes. Rev. Mr,
Batte presented a report of the committee
on rights of clergymen to seats, showing
29 clergvmen entitled. Rev. Mr. Buck pre-
sented the report of the Bishop Lay monu-
ment fund, showing that a monument
costing $370 had been made and paid for,
and that $93.67 remained in hand, which is
to be invested, the interest to be used in
keeping the monument in order, with
other sums that may come in. Rev. Mr.
Buck registrar of the diocese, presented his
report, closing with a resolution agking for
an appropriation of $10 a year, to be used
for binding convention journals, which was
passed. The secretary read the report of
the standing committee of the diocese.
Following is a summary from the report:

Clergymen removed from the diocese, 2; |

recelved into the diocese, 5; died, 1; candi-
dates for holy orders, 1; postulants, 1; lay
readers,3. On motion of Rev. Mr. Reberts,
thanks were given Bishop Watson for ser-
vices in the diocese. The secretary read a
dispatch from the convention of Delaware,
‘now in session at Newark, sending greet-
ings. Mr. Coudon, from the committee on
elections, reported 31 lay delegates entitled
to seats. Among the lay delegates are such
prominent men as Dr. R. C. Mackall, Col.
Philip W. Downes, Dr. 1. L, Adkins, G. R.
Goldshorough, D. M. Henry, Jr., Col. Wm.
McKenney, E. S.Johnson, E. S. Valliant,
Wm. 8. Walker, Col. Levin Woolford, H.
B. Massey, E. C. Legg, Samuel M. Travers.
On motion of Rev. Mr. Roberts, it was
resoved that the first Sunday after Easter

BALLOTING FOR BISHOP,

At 6.15 p. m. the convention proceeded to
the election of a bishop. Rev. Messrs.
Buck and H. B, Martin were appointed
clerical tellers and Messrs. Woolford and
Legg lay tellers. Rev. James A. Mitchell
nominated Rev. John 8. Lindsay, D. D.,
rector of St. John’s Church, Georgetown,
D. C.; seconded by Rev. Wm. Schouler and

*Dr. Mackall. Rev. S, C. Roberts nominated
the Rev. I. Nevett Steele, rector of Zion’s
Church, Wappinger Falls, N. Y.; seconded
by James A. Pearce. Rev.F. W, Hilliard
nominated Rev. James A. Mitchell, of the
diocese of Easton. Col. T. W.Downes nom-
inated Rev. Campbell Fair, D. D., of Grand
Rapidg, Mich; seconded by Rev. Mr. Ware.

REV. DR. LINDSAY ELECTED.

On the second ballot, which was taken
at 9} p. 3, the vote was: Lindsay, 14 cler-
ical, 17 lay; Steele, 7 clerical, 10 lay; Fair,
1 clerical, 1 lay; Martin, 1 clerical, 3 lay.
Necessary to a choice, clerical 12, lay 16,
The presgident announced that Rev. John
8. Lindsay, D. D., was eleeted. On motion
of Rev. F. B. Adkins, the election was made
unanimous by a standing vote, Dr. Lind-
say is an eminent clergyman, and stands
high in the diocese of Maryland. He is

On motion by Rev, Mr. Schouler the con-
sent of the convention was given to chang-
ing the parigh church in Augustine parish,
Cecil county, to the Church of the Good
Shepherd, Chesapeake City.

The order of the day, the election of a
bishop, was announced by the president of
the convention. After silent prayer, and
the reading of collects, Rev. T. P. Barber,
D. D., noninated Rt. Rev. Wm. F. Adams,
D. D., late missionary bishop of New Mexi-
co, resigned,now regtor of a parish at Vicks-
burg, Miss. Secondpd by Rev. Jas. L. Bryan
and others. Thehighest recommendations
of Bishop Adams were read by Dr. Bryan
from Bighop Dudley, of Kentucky, Thomp-
son, of Misgissippi, Gallaher, of Louisiana,
and many others. '

Rev. H. B. Martin nominated Rev. Jas.
Nevett Steele, of New York.

Rev. Mr. Walker, from the committee on
the report of the trustees of the Episcopal
fund, presented the report of that commit-
tee. They say upon a careful examination
of the trustees’ report and the lists of invest-
ments furniched by the treasurer, several
noteworthy facts are apparent. The pru-
dence and success of the trustees in the care
of this most important fund are manifested
by the statement that the investments have
a market value of some $2,000 above par.
The fund has reached a point at which the
bishop’s galary of $2,500 per annum is rea-
sonably secured. The resolutions, that for
at least one year the assessment on the
parishes of $500 for the Episcopal fund be
confirmed ; that no delinquents bereported
this year, with the undperstanding that all
parishes remit their assessments for the
year ending with the convention of 1888;
that the list of assessments be published in
the next journal ; and thanks to the trus-
tees, were adopted.

The tellers reported the returng of the
election of a bishop as follows:

Whole number of votes cast, clerical 22 ;
lay 28; necessary to a choice, clerical 12
lay 15. Dr. Adams received 15 clerical an
17 lay votes ; Mr. Steele 5 clerical and 7 lay;
Dr. Martin 2 clerical and 8 lay. The presi-
dent announced the election of Dr, Adams
as Bishop of Easton, and the election was at
once made ‘unanimous, and the president
and secretary were directed to notify him
| of his election. :

The Right-Rev. William Forbes Adams,
D. D., was born in Ireland, 1833. He came
to the United States in 1841, was ordered
deacon in 1859, ordained priest July 29th,
| 1860, consecrated first missionary bishop of
New Mexieo and Arjzona in St. Paul’s
New Orleans, January 17th, 1875; rﬂsigned
his jurigdiction in 1876, which resignation
was accepted in October, 1877, He is now
the rector of Holy Trinity Parish, Vicks-
burg, Miss. Upon his election as mission-
ary bighop, Dr. Adams started for his dio-
cese. When at or in vicinity of Shreveport
he found a large number of personsleaving
Louisiana and Texas and suffering from
yellow fever. He stopped with them min-
1stered unto them and nursed them until
he himself was stricken with the fever,
which so broke down his general health
that when he reached his Immense mis-
gionary parish and entered on his duties,
he ft::-unc{] his physical condition such that
he could not do the work, and avas obliged
to resign as the only chance for restoration.
It is %IIDWI’I now that hig health is com-
pletely restored. Dr. Adams 18 a learned
man, an eloquent speaker, a conservative
churchman, and a hard worker.. His elec-
tion is eminently satisfactory and it is be-
lieved and devoutly hoped that he will
accept.
