Broken Lives and Futile Efforts
for Freedom from the Frozen
Ischl of Siberia.

At Verchoiausk, the coldest inhabited
settlement in Siberia, 6,000 miles distant
from Moscow, 3,000 due north from Irkutsk
and the great imperial post road and cara-
van route that stretches from the Urals to
the Pacifie, I met a number of exiles who
had been banished to within almost hail-
ing distance of the Polar ocean. They
were mostly “politicalg,” that is, men who
had been arrested on suspicion of being
agitators and had been exiled as persons
dangerous to the welfareof the State. With
four or five of them I became quite well
acquainted and with the one who occupied
the position of intellectual leader, whose
name was Leon and hailed from Odessa, 1
had many intefesting conversations about
the ideas and theories of Russian Socialists
and Nihilists. With Leon and his little
group, who lived in one of the native Takat
huts, I spent several pleasant half hours

true love marriage. To the beautiful wife
of the young doctor the Ispravnik, who
was a despot in his little realm, had made
advances that had been indignantly re-
pelled. She told her husband of the offi-
cial’s conduct and he threatened to have
the offender punished.

But Ispravniks in Russia are absolute
despots, and theresult was that the officials
determined to get the young husband en-
tirely out of the way, so that his wife
should be left without a protector. This
was not a difficult thing to do. Arrests of
Socialists were at that time the order of the
day, and the young doctor was one night
taken from' the gide of his sleeping wife,
thrown into prison, and on charges trump-
ed up against him of belonging to a secret
society, sentenced to exile in Siberia for
life. All the young doctor’s protestations
of innocence was in vain. All the efforts
of his devoted wife to move the heart of
the Ispravnick were fruitless, and the hus-
band had to start out on his weary journey.
His place of banishment was first of all

opposition to the Czar?’ ‘“No,” answered
Leon, “I shall be back in Russia a year
ofter my escape.” The attempt was made,
but ended in hopeless disappointment.
They left Verchoiausk as they had plan-
ned, ostensibly to go hunting) but after
they had been away a week or two the
Ispravnik’s suspicions became aroused re-
garding the exiles, for whose safe custody
he was respongible. Possibly Leon or one
of his companions may have given a hint
of their intentions to some of the other ex-
iles. Tt is certain that although I and
several other of the party which went in
search of De Long were in the secret, not a
word was uttered which could draw the
sugpicions of the authorities upon the in-
tended movements of the poor fellows.
The Ispravnik quickly summoned a com-
pany of Cossacks, and sent them with all
speed down the river after the fugitives.
The latter, presumably, had no idea that
they would be so quickly suspected, and
had -not made any particular haste down
the Yana, thinking it advisable to spend a

sant has great sympathy with the banished
ones. If not an exile himself, probably he
ig the son or the grandson of one. Thus it
iz that the fugitives can travel the thou-
sands of miles without incurring much risk
of death from hunger by the way. Sibe-
rians assert, indeed, that 33 per cent of Si-
berian exiles manage to escape, and official
ficures have recently been published to the
effect that in 1877 of the 28,828 colonist
exiles sent to the district of Torusk, 10,796
—that ig, one third of the entire number—
had escaped. As a matter, however, not 5
per cent suceeed in returning to Russia,
even from those districts nearest to the Eu-
ropean portion of the empire. '
For those, however, who are sent to the
most northérn part of Siberia, to within a
few hundred miles of the Arctic ocean,
| there is but little hope of deliverance.
That Leon and his companions should have
wanted to escape from the desolate home
to which they had been relegated was nat-
ural. Verchoiausk is considered to be the
coldest inhabited place in the world, even
though its position, surrounded by high
wooded mountaing, would have induced a
Mme. de Bourbolon to have designated it
in her poetic way as the Frozon Ischl of
Siberia. It is a small collection of native
huts and Russian log houses, planted near
to, but not on the Yana river. The street
—if so it may be called—extends on either
side of a narrow sheet of water, a kind of
creek formed by the autumn overflow of
the Yana, and which in winter forms the
frozen promenade or driving place for sleds.
It i a dreary place enough, The snmmer
lagts only four months, and during the
other eight of the year it is bitterly cold,

dearees below zero and seldom going above
50 degrees until April 30. Corn will not
grow in the desolate region, Barley and
oats have been sown, but have always suc-
cumbed to the ecarly frosts. Of vegetables
there are only the radish and the turnip,
with perhaps an occagional and Tﬂ]ﬁ‘?’ pre-
carious crop of potatoes. Cabbages all run
to leaf. The ground rarely thaws, even
during the hot season beyond twelve or
eighteen inches dcep and in places most
exposed to the sun never beyond a yard.
Most of the dwellings are Yakut huts, built
of fir trees reared against a square frame
work and covered thickly with mud to
keep out the cold. In one of these thefour
| exiles, with whom I became acquainted,
lived, together with a woman—the wite of
one of them — who kept the little hut 1n
order, cooked the meals and repaired the
men’s apparel.

He did not in any way strike one as being
a ‘“‘dangerous character.” He was frequent-
ly inyited to dinner by the Ispravnik, or
_chjefof police of the place, at whose resi-
dence he always seemed quite at home.
Leon had been arrested in July, 1878, com-
mitted to prison at Odessa, and 1n August,
1879, sent to Siberia by “administrative or-
der,” arriving in Verchoiausk in March,
1880, He had heen arbitrarily imprisoned
and had never heen tried before any court.
Neither was he guilty of any crime beyond
that of being a Socialist — or perhaps an
embryonic Nihilist. The Russian authori-
“ties did not treat him with any special se-
verity; in fact, he and his companions em-
ployed themselves pretty much as they
pleased.  They hunted whenever they
chose, subject to the consent of the Isprav-
nik. They could dispatch and receive let-
ters on the understanding that these should
be previously perused by the government
officials. They were, in fact, as free as
birds with their wings clipped could be.
An allowance of $9 amonth each was regu-
larly paid them by the Ispravnik. As
they were not permitted to work for remu-
neration, they had little else to do than to
await the infrequent mails and to study

Leon was a voung man of superior intel-

For the young wife the journey must
have been a terribly painful one, and how
she, who had been gently nurtured, ever
reached Irkutsk in winter must ever re-
main a mystery. It was the love in her
heart alone and the knowledge of the life
she bore beneath it, perhaps, that made
the frail young wife a heroine. The jour-
ney took her over three months to accom-
pligh, though fortunately it had not to be
done on foot. Sledges always accompany
the convoys of exiles, to carry the women
and children and those who fall exhausted
or sick by the way, yet even the frail
women cannot always remain in the gleds.
The cold is often so intense that they must
eet out and walk in order to restore their
benumbed circulation. I have often geen
the sorrowful pilgrims. Driving in my
sled, suddenly the strange, chilling sound
of the clank of chains would fall upon my
ears. I would look out from my sheltered
place of comfort,out upon the pitiless white
plains, and there amid the drifting snow-
storm I would desery the prisoners. The
men would be tramping on slowly and
painfully ahead, their knees hung about
with clanking chains. Following them
would come a group of women and even
children, some of them not too warml
clad, making their way painfully thmugﬁ
the snow and shivering cold. Following
them came the sleds for the sick and the
women, the entire cortege being guarded
by a ecompany of Cossacks with fixed bay-
onets, they, too, shivering with the cold,
marching stolidly on and usually being as
kindly disposed towards their prisoners as
possible. For Cossacks are human beings,
and the knont is not one of their weapons.
With such a convoy of exiles as these
whom I saw so frequently on their wear
march, the wife of the poor Verchoiausk
exile made her long journey, and finally,
after three months, reached the banks of
the frozen Angard, Then she saw the glit-
tering domes of the many churches of
Eastern Siberia’s capital—of Irkutsk. There
lay the city of promise to her. There she
hoped to find her husband, and we can
well 1magine the joy of the fair™young
creature, ag she wandered on in full view
of the “beautiful city of the steppe,” in the
thought that in a few hours she would be
once more clasped in the arms of him she
loved so much, and that thenceforward the
lot of each would be made more easy to
bear in the sweet companionship of love.

But, alag, the poor woman was doomed
to a cruel disappointment. Irkutsk is the
distributing depot for exiles. It is for the
officials there to say how much further and
whither the exiles ghall be sent, and either
at the wicked instigation of the Ispravnik
of the exiled martyr’s place, or because a
doctor was needed in the far northern set-
tlement, the young husband had been sent

the Arctic ocean. This was the news the

oung wife heard when she reached Ir-

utek. It was as if after traveling in mid-
winter over a distance as far a8 from New
York ta Montana on foot or in the sleds
she had then to make g journey of equal
length due north up to the Great Slave
lake that feeds the Mackenzie river. The
further journey would have to be made in
sleds as long as the winter lasted, and then
on horseback over the great Vercholausk
mountaing in the springtime before she
reached where her husband dwelt. The
shock and the disappointment proved
too much for the poor trusting wife’s
strength, which had been kept up so
long by love and hope during her weary
journey and which now completely gave
way. The end had come, but the joyful
meeting was not to be in this world. She
lingered a few weeks and then died of a
broken heart. She was buried, and with
her the legacy of the love she had horne in
blisgful hope over the dreary desolation of
the steppes.

Hard water is said to be preferable to soft
for making tea, because 1t dissolves less
tannin out of the leaves.
