Bishop Wm. Bacon Stevens, of the Prot.
Episcopal Diocese of Pennsylvania, died in
Philadelphia last Saturday.

The President returned to Washington

John R. Story, Jr., aged 29 years, a mem-
ber of the Baltimore police force, died in
that city on the 10th inst., of pneumonia.
He was a son of ex-Sheriff Story, of Queen
Anne’s county, and had been on the force
nearly three years. His remains were
taken to Centreville for interment. |

Rev. Dr. Caldwell, president of Delaware
College, and all the professors, have been
reque_sted by the trustees to resign, and a
committee has been appointed to effect a
reorganization.

E.iHDIDAT.EH IN THE FIELD AND CANDIDATES
TALKED OF.

The inviting shades of the court-house
green serve to attract and concentrate the
visitors to Chestertown on Tuesdays. Here,
with one accord, the politicians gather and
talk over the situation. That is, the Demqg-
cratic politicians. The Republicans are
laying low. Some of them say they do not
propose to make nominations this fall, but
intend to give their opponents a “walk
over.” This kind of talk will do for the
credulous, but it will hardly deceive intel-
ligent Democrats. It is only intended to
mislead and cause carelessness in the gelec-
tion of candidates by the dominant party.
Let us make the mistake of putting up vul-
nerable candidates and we shall find our
old opponents as ready as ever to take ad-
vantage of it. A ticket in opposition to the
Democracy may be regarded in any event
as almost a certainty.

The caucusging among the Democrats for
several weeks past has been more than
usually interesting. Last Tuesday the green
was dotted with groups discussing the situ-
ation, and after the most zealous effort on our
part to find out if anything unusual wasup
the conclusion was that there was‘“nothing
new under the sun.” _

When the “campaign” opened early in
the spring Mr. 8. Cacy, of the first district,
was the one most prominently named for
State Senator, but he refused to be a candi-
date. Mr. Jas. S. Harris, of Still Pond, and
Mr. S. Vannort, of Chestertown, were alsgo
urged to take the field, and the former
finally consented; the latter declined to
make a fight for the position, sothat at this
time Mr. Harris is the only candidate we
know of for the nomination.

For the House of Delegates only three
gentlemen are at present in the field,
namely: Messrs. John Brice, of the fifth
district; L. C. Justig, of the second, and Jo-
siah Massey, of the fourth, A half-dozen
others have been named, but if any of
them propose to run we are not dware of 1t.

For sheriff two candidates are inthe field
in the first district, Messrs. Geo. W. Jacoby
and Wm. L. Meredith; one in the second,
Mr. Jas. C. Roseberry; one in the third, Mr.
——— Mullen; and one in the fourth, Mr. S.
H. Crawford.

For the orphans’ court two of the present
members it is said positively refuse to be
candidates — Messrs. Stevens and Hyland.
This is to be regretted, as both of them are
popular gentlemen and most accommoda-
ting officials. Chief Judge Walker it is
hoped will consent to serve another term
and will have no opposition. Among the
nanes mentioned to takethe places vacated
by Messrs. Hyland and Stevens are Dr. E.
G. Clark, of the first district; Dennis J.
Nowland, George W. Davis and Edw. W.
Hepbron, of the second; John P. Nicholson
and Prof, T. A. Hulme, of the fifth. Wedo
not know that either of them will consent
to serve.

For the levy court there is no doubt that
Mr. Ernest in the first and Mr. Roe in the
second can be nominated if they desire it,
but whether they will consent to serve
longer remains for them to determine. In
the third it looks as though there may bea
contest between Mr. Cooper, the presentin-
cumbent, and Mr. Edw. Crew, in the Still
In the fourth
district Mr. Wm. Morris, the present in-
cumbent, is the only name mentioned so
far, and if he will serve hisnomination and
election ig certain. He is a good man for
the place and has the confidence of the
community. Mr. J. C. Wheatley, who has
so efficiently served the fifth district for
three terms, positively refuses to be a can-
didate again. There is much uncertainty
relative to his successor. Many names have
been mentioned; some time ago the politi-
cians from that district hoped to secure the
candidacy of George W. Hatcherson, Walter
Skirven, Geo. E. Leary or J. T. Skirven, but
we understand they all refused. Mr. John
Dickinson is urged by many of his friends
to be a candidate and publishes a card in
another column announcing his acceptance.
Mr. W. K Judefind, R. W. Calder and
others are also talked of.

For State’s Attorney Marion deK. Smith,
Esq., the present incumbent, as yet has the
field to himself.
