It
will seat comfortably about 200 persons,
and is neatly finished with a pulpit recess,
and much of the labor was contributed by
Richard 8.

The corn is making a rapid growth and
the fields have generally been well tilled.

Senator Wilson on State Politics.

Senator Wilson delivered himself to the

correspondent of the Baltimore Sun as fol-
lows: He pronounced himself in favor of
State Senator E. E. Jackson for the gov-
ernorship. He says Mr., Jackson will
probably go into the convention with a
solid delegation from the Eastern Shore,
and it is not improbable that he may de-
rive support from other sections of, the
State.
circles amd he has but few political enemies
throughout the State. While in Baltimore
the senator says he learned that the regular
democratic managers have not yet agreed
upon any particular candidate, but there
seems to be a very friendly feeling for Mr.
Jackson on every hand. Should the
Eastern Shore delegation stand together,
they might induce some of the Baltimore
or Western Maryland delegates to join the
Jackson forces. He says Mr, Jackson in
the gubernatorial chair would have a good-
effect upon the finances of the State, as he
is a shrewd business man, who looks far
into the future, and possesses the faculties of
a successful financier. With reference to
some of the other candidates before the
people, he says Mr. Roberts appearsto have
considerable following, and will probably
make a strong showing in the convention.
Some of the Baltimoreans claim that Mr.

"Roberts’ strength is overestimated, while

others contend that he has not yet shown
his hand. The foundation for these as-
sumptions can only be determined when
the convention meets. The senator says
he does not recall an occasion when so
many eligible men were aspirants for the
governorship, and as there 1s so0 much
available material there should be no diffi-
culty about selecting a good man. He
says he has heard the name of Representa-
tive Compton mentioned in connection
with the governorship, but he believes
that Mr. Compton, while possessing all the
qualifications for a good governor can be
more useful to the State in Congress. He
is rapidly building up an influence around

‘him, and ' the longer he remains in Con-

oress the more benefit to his constituents.
“The fifth district could not,” says the sen-
ator, “do better than to give Mr, Compton
a third and a fourth term providing he will
serve, and it might be beneficial for the
other districts to continue to send their

resent representatives back to Congress £0
ong as they perform their duties satisfac-
torily. The old system of only allowing a
representative two terms in Congress be-
longs to the past in Northern and Western
States, The latter have discovered ghat
the longer they keep one man in Congress
the more influence in behalf of his district
he acquires.”

('LEVELAND IN THE Norrnwest.—The St.
Paul Globe prints the result of -a thorough
canvass of editors and politicians in Minne-
sota, lowa, Wisconsin, Dakota and M@&htana
for their preference as to President and
Vice-President. More than 3,000 persons
answered circular letters sent out. There
is practically no opposition to Cleveland.
The demand for his renomination by the
democrats is unanimous. Mr. Blaine is the
favorite with republicans, but there is a
marked feeling of opposition to him in
places. He shows up stronger in Dakota
than anywhere else. In Minnesota he
leads Sherman. In expressions{rom three
States and two Territories his strengh al-
most equals that of all other preferences,
there being 113 for him to 138 for other
candidates. Allison’s local boom in lowa
swells his figures, while Sherman hardly
shows up as well as was expected. Lincoln,
Hawley and Allison have slight differences
between them. The Sherman men gener-
ally divide between Allison and Hawley
for Vice-President, and the Allison men
divide between Sherman and Hawley. Lin-
coln seems to be a general favorite. Vilas
has a close race to get ahead of Carlisle.
His own State saves him. Minnesota is
evenly divided, but Iowa favors Carlisle.

A Goop Roacin EXTERMINATOR.—Simple
remedies are often very effective. A gen-
tleman several years ago accidentally made
the following discovery: He brought home
a roll of tarred paper and placed it in a
kitchen cupboard, intending to use it the
next day. This cupboard was “overrun”
with - roaches. Other business took him
away, and the tarred paper still remained
stored there. His wife having occasion fre-
quently to go to the cupboard noticed that
there were no roaches that day and re-
marked the fact. Experimentsgubsequently
proved that they would not come where.the
paper was kept. The gentleman knowing
of a house where the roaches were trouble-
some, purchased for five cents half a yard
of the paper, and induced the lady of the
house to tryit. The resultwas, not a roach
has been seen since. This is certainly well
worth the attention of housekeepers, who
are unfortunate enough to bebothered with
these pests. Cut the paper in_strips and
put them in the cracks and crevices around
where the roaches appear from.

MaxweLL To BE Haxaep.—Maxwell, alias
Brooks, the murderer of Preller, is to be
hanged at St. Louis. The supreme court
refuses to reverse the decision of the court.
Hugh M. Brooks, alias Walter Lennox
Maxwell, made the acquaintances of C. Ar-
thur Preller on an Atlantic steamer and
decoyed him to St. Louis, where he mur-
dered him with chloroform and then packed
his body in a trunk. He robbed the re-
mains and fled to Auckland, New Zeland,
where he was captured and brought back.
The murder occurred April 5, 1885,and was
not discovered for eight days. Maxwell’s
defense was that it was an accident, and
the defense hoped for a reversal on the
grounds that the State introduced a detec-
tive in the cell with Maxwell, who wormed

a confession from him.

A Laxe SteaMeEr BurNED—Many Passen-
gers Lost—The steamer Champlain, of the
Northern Michigan Line, bound for Che-
boygan from Chicago, burned at midnight
on the 17th inst., between Norwood and
Charlevoix at the mouth of the Grand Tra-
verse bay. In ten minutes from the time
the boat caught fire the passengers were
compelled to jump into the lake, There
were 57 persons on board, including the
crew, of whom 24 were known to be drown-
ed and 7 unaccounted for. Those saved
floated an hour and a-half, when they were
rescued by a yawl and fish boats from the
shore. Several of those saved were badly
burned.

Ralilroad Collision at Havre de Grace,

Havre de Grace, Md., was the scene of a
serious railroad disaster about six o’clock
Tuesday afternoon, and the Philadelphia,
Wilmington & Baltimore Railroad depot
and railroad track for hundreds of yards
near it presented a horrible picture. The
south-bound train, due at Havre de Grace
at 5.58, left the station and ran but a few
yards when it was met by the north-bound
congressional fast express, running at a
high rate of speed. A frightful wreck en-
sued. The fast express struck the baggage
car of the south-bound train justas it crossed
the switch below the depot, and crushing
into the parlor cars behind it, turned two
of them over and completely demolished
them, causing a total wreck. The engine
continuing on, telescoped a coach before it
could be stopped. The people on the north-
bound train weére not hurt other than to
receive -some slight shock. The south-
bound train of six cars was full of passen-
oers, and nearly all of them were either
dangerously or slightly hurt, but those in
the overturned cars were the worst hurt.
There was but one person killed in the ac-
cident, however.
