‘Why the Child Cries. 2

There is always something wrong when
the babe cries at necesgary attentions. Most
likely the fault 18 our own, in that we have
not done our work as we ghould have done
it. Children do not ery for nothing., If
they did, we should be justified in giving
them to the Hindoo to be drowned; for
what would they not say if they lived to
grow up ?

The child cries when it is swaddled too
tightly; when it is chafed, or is irritated by
too infrequent change of wet diapers. It
cries when it is not timely and properly fed;
when its mouth is dry and 1t wants water;
when it can’t get its sleep; when it is too
warm or too cold. It cries from stomach-
ache and from colic; when its bowels are
congtipated or inflamed. In chronic disease
of the bowels its note is low, piteous, mur-
muring.

The child throws itself about in its sleep,
starts and cries out from the irritation of
pin-worms, particularly on the full moon.
It gives a digtressful cry at the close of a
suppressed cough in pleurisy and pneumo-
nia, and in acute bronchitis. When it has
acute coryza it cries because it cannot nurse,
not being able to breathe through 1ts nose.
It cries sharply with earache, putting its
hand to its ear or pressing the side of the
head down upon the breast of its mother,
Sharp, piercing cries suggest brain and cer-
ebro-spinal troubles.

But nature has made the child to bear a
great deal without erying, as 1t otherwise
would, because of imperfect development of
the nerves of feeling. Infantile anatomy
shows us that the cornua of the posterior
columns of the spinal cord, from which the
sensitive nerve spring, are not advanced 1n |
development as 1s the case with the ante-
rior, from which the nerves of motion
spring. And this accounts for the fact that
the small child may fall, get.cut, be stepped
on, or g{-'_-.‘ﬁ itz fingers in the door or under
the window and not be hurt so much nor
suffer 2o longe with the same injury as would
be the case with older children. It also ac-
counts for the fact that fhey have a great
tendency to spasms and convulsions, as
compared with the older, and when they
do occur they do not mean so much. It is
only in grave diseases that older children
have convulsions, except epilepsy. There
18 algo another fact to benoticed. The lach-
rymal glands do not come to their functions
till about the fourth month, 2o that the cry
of the voung infant is without tears, while
after four months it iz not a good #ign for a
child to ¢ry and not shed tears. Thus the
great I'rench physician, Trousseau, consid-
ered it a good gign for the child over four
month= up to seven vears to shed tears
when it cried and a tearless erying to be a
bad omen.
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Terrible Experience with a Maniac.

A special from St. Joseph's, Mo., says: “J.
B. Moleow, an insane patient, escaped from
State Asylum No. 2 on Sunday evening and
made his way to his home, near Gower, 20
miles distant, arriving there about 11
o’clock, His wife had retired, but her
brother, Mr. Allen, was- up. The crazy
man silently entered the rear door and
struck Allen a terrible blow on the head
with a bar of iron, producing insensibility.
Next he entered his wife’s bedroom and
awoke her. He had a pistol, which he pre-
sented to her head and bade her follow
him. The frichtened woman obeyed and
he led her tothe orchard. He commanded
her to take a position with her back against
a tree. The woman complied. The man
then drew from his pocket a number of
stones which he picked up on the way, and
with a revolver in his left hand pointed at
the woman, began to pelt her with them.
When she turned to run into the house the
maniac opened fire on her with a revolver,
but did not gucceed in hitting her. In the
meantime Allen had returned to conscious-
nesg, and, hearing the shooting, rushed to
the spot armed with a Winchester rifle. It
was very dark, and before he knew it the
maniac was within ten feet of him and be-
can firing, Allen raiged his rifle and fired,
Molcow falling to the ground with a shot
through the thigh. Thinking hehad fatally
injured the man, Allen dropped his rifle
and went to his assistance. Just as he was
stooping to raige him up the maniac caught
him about the neck, and then ensued a life
and death struggle. The great strength of
the crazy man goon overpowered Allen, and
just as he was giving up Mrs. Molcow came
up and struck her husband on the back of
the head, knocking him senseless. Soon
after the sheriff arrived and ironed the
maniac, who is now safely lodged in the
asylum hospital.”
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AN INCANDESCENT BURNER lately exhibi-
ted in London will prove gas a rival to the
electric light, if it 1s all that is deseribed.
It consists of a so-called “mantle” of mus-
lin, which has been impregnated with cer-
tain incombustible oxides produced from
the rare metals zircenium and lanthanum.
The cap or mantel is gupported by a plati-
num wire in the flame of a Bunsen burner,
with the result that the delicate incom-
bustible network is brought to a white
heat. The flame gives out intensely white
heat, which is perfectly steady and of high
value, for a light of twenty candles is ob-
tained from burning only two and a-half

feet of gas per hour.
