GENERAL NEWS NOTES.

Wm. H. Pratt, Jr., was sunstruck on his
father’s farm near Bridgetown, in Queen
Anne’s county, on Monday of last week and
lingered until the following Friday, when
he gsuccumbed to the effects of the attack.

Wm. G. Horsey, a prominent citizen of
Denton, died on the 27th ult., aged 69 years.
He was elected to the Legislature in 1867
and afterwards served as county commis-
sioner. He was a director in the Denton
National Bank, of which he was one of the
founders.

Giov. Foraker has been renominated by

- the republican State convention of Ohio,

and a platform adopted containing an 1n-
dorsement of Senator Sherman as a presi-
dential candidate.

Anthony M. Higging, one of the best
known and wealthiest farmers in Delaware,
dicd at thg residence of his son, in Odessa,
Saturday night. He was in his 78th year,
and was formerly prominent in public mat-
ters, and served a term in the Legislature

Dr. James L. Bryan, of Cambridge, Dor-
chester county, has been elected president
of the Maryland Agricultural College, to
succeed J. Augustine Smith, who recently
resigned.

Still Pond Agricultural Club, &c.
Crus Roox, July 30, 1837.
Messrs. Eprrors : —Notwithstanding the

hot and sultry weather our club was called

to order with a goodly attendance.

The prevalence of the peach yellows was
the subject of much discussion; many be-
coming alarmed at the spread of this dis-
ease, others taking a more hopeful view.

IZ. B. Pennington called to mind the rav-
ages of this disease at Fort Penn, Del., forty
years ago. For a time the whole section

suffered from its blighting effecte. Then
there was a cessation of the trouble for six
or eight years, when this fruit did well
again; after which its reappearance so dis-
couraged and disgusted farmers that most
of the orchards were taken up; but Mr.
Barney Reybold held on for a number of
years, took good care of Ifis orchards and
was blessed with fine crops for some time.
Mr. Pennington claimed that last season
angmented this disease. The very heavy
crops and the excesgive hot weather ripen-
ed the fruit prematurely, producing rot and
scalding the trees.

W. D. Pennington observed that the trees
that shed the fruit last year look best now
on both low and high land.

J. F. Wilson is of opinion that wet sea-
sons foster yellows, , |

All present seemed to be impressed with

- the importance of destroying all trees show-

ing the least sign of vellows, as this disease
is contagious—the trees nearest those af-
fected taking the disease first. The opin-
ion prevailed that the gpread of this conta-
gion was caused by the pollen from the
diseased trees fertilizing the flowers of the
healthy ones. For instance: If the pre-
vailing winds were from the northwest
during the time of distribution the trees to
the southeast would be fertilized with the
poisonous pollen and become dizeased.—
One noted case was referred to by N. Bar-
nard. Four trees, three years old, were af-
fected last year and the owner, Mr. Eben
Crew, cut the tops off close to the body the
past spring and they are now as healthy as
trees can be, showing no sign of disease.
This is a case of much importance and mer-
its study and practice of this system.—
Should 1t prove a success we have reached
a solution of this much dreaded disaster,
which may avert the calamity of the de-
struction of our orchards on this peninsula,

W. D. Pennington asked what members
had been doing with the fence question.
He has no fence on one side of the road
and has not sustained damage to the
amount of fifty cents this summer. The
owners of stock running the road are care-
ful to start them in *some other direction.

H. Kruzen left his gate open one day,
and very soon a cOw was seen pruning one
of his pear trees.” He put her in his pas-
ture, preparing to keep her rather than be

. compelled to shut his gate for the accom-

modation of a neighbor.

J. F. Wilson has done likewise—has
turned stock trespassing into his pasture.

(3. W. Price in taking a ride of some dis-
tance lately found all the gates open on the
roads and was rather struck with the novel
idea of erecting thousands of dollars worth
of fencing and then leave these gaps open;
just as well have no fence; israther inclined
to the idea that the time ig fast approach-
ing when we ghall tear down all fences ex-
cept thoge enclosing permanent pastures.

N. Barnard has also been pasturing some
stock rather than shut gates and repair
fences; is of opinion the fence must go; the
building of so much fence is an old-fogy
notion that must give way to the more en-
lichtened spirit of the age. We are a pro-
gressive people and our motto is onward
and upward, no backward steps; be liberal
and progressive and keep up with the times.
We must invent some means to get square
with the corporations and capitalists; they
are getting richer and the farmers asa class
poorer. We must economize, and taking
down our fences and building no more 18
an important move in this direction.

E. B. Pennington advised the use of a
portable fence to enclose pasture.

W.D. Pennington recommended the use
of long chains with swivels for herding
stock.

G. W. Price has taken down one fence al-
ready; has about fallen out with thorn
hedges, they require go much labor to keep
them in order and occupy so much land
should be devoted to crops. In fact weare
getting ready to move our fences.

We organized our insect bureau to-day
and appointed a committee of four, consist-
ing of G. W. Price, J. 8. Harris, Creighton
Wallis and H. Kruzen to make the neces-
sary purchase of guitable apparatus and ap-
pliances to conduct this important interest
on a liberal scale, and hope to post our-
selves in the interesting and useful study.
The increasing prevalence of insect pests
threaten disaster to farmers crops 1n the
near future, but timely action, study and
experiment may enable us to devise arem-

~edy for the threatened evil.

Still Pond is making a move in the right
direction. The talk of opening a street be-
tween the hall and the Parrott residence is
likely to become a fact. This will render
available several fine building lots, which
are now in demand. Mr. Wm. Stanley has
purchased a lot west of and adjoining the
hotel lot and proposes to erect a dwelling
thereon. Mr. W. G. Rasin is about to re-
model the large dwelling on the old Col.
Gale property, adjoining the village. Mr.
Thos. Rasin 1¢ building a house on his es-
tate also. The building boom suffers no
abatement. The other young man under
the hall has purchased from the Parrott
estate one of the most elligible and hand-
some lots Still Pond can boast of; cosgting
$500. How soon a house will be erected
thereon remains a secret to the public. A
stranger might suppose he made the pur-
chase as a matter of speculation, as he 18 a
single man, but Madame Rumor holds a
different opinion, and even surmises that
he did not purchasze it for himself alone.
But the writer is of the opinion that this 1s
a speculative movement on his part, and
the wisest, most prudent and most sensible
speculation he ever did or ever will make
again, Ie knows what he is about and let
all others hold their peace.

J foreot to announce that our club has in-
vited President Edwin F. Smith, special
agent of the U, 8. Department of Agricul-
ture, to deliver an address on the cubject of
“peach vellows” at our next meeting, viz.,
next Saturday, August 6, at 3 p. . This
question interests all peach-growers here
and we hope for a laree audience.

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JACKSON AT HOME.

| NOTIFIED OF HIS NOMINATION.

Endorsements from Every Qum'%er—Nutﬂ.ble
Demonstration by His Neighbors — Re-
publicans Share in the Enthusiasm.

From the Baltimare Sun.

Senator Jackson, the democratic nominee
for Governor of Maryland, ig at his home
in Salisbury. He left Baltimore Saturday
afternoon on the steamer Enoch DPratt,
which in honor of his presence had its flags
flying. This thoughtful compliment was
paid by President Ensign, of the Maryland
Steamboat Company, in recognition of Mr.
Jackson’s popularity along the route of the
steamer. A large number of passengers
were on board bound for Ocean ‘City, all
of whom soon made the acquaintance of the
democratic standard-bearer.

Salisbury is an entirely different town
from what it was last October, when it was
destroyed by fire. Fine' brick buildings
have taken the place of wooden stores, and
handgome houses are going up in all parts
of the town. It speaks well for Salisbury
and its people to rebuild a town and nom-
inate a Governor within a year, and no
better reputation could that nominee have
than to be ranked ag the leading citizen of
such a town.

Senator Jackson was formally notified of
his nomination last Monday by a letter from
Robert F. Bratton, Col. L. Kyd Douglas and
Michael Bannon. With this lefter came
many others from different parts of Mary-
land, representing all factions of the party.
Every letter spoke of the writer’s satisfac-
tion at the nomination, and promiged sup-
port. Mr. H. H. Keedy, of Hagerstown,
wrote from the New Jersey seacoast, where
he is staying for the benefit of his health,
that he congratulated Mr. Jackson heartily,
and if his health permits, he will take the
stump for him during the campaign. The
venerable John W. Crisfield, of Somerset,
intimated in his letter that he too will take
the stump. Mr. John E. Hurst, of Balti-
more, predicts Mr. Jackson’s election by
an unprecedented majority. The other let-
ters were also filled with words of indorse-
ment, and indicated very plainly that the
nomination has met with popular approval
throughout the State.

But the worth of a candidate can be found
out better by what is thought of him at
home than by the impression he makes on
those who are not with him constantly.—
Judged in this way, Mr. Jackson ought to
be perfectly satisfied at the decision, for the
way in which the Wicomico people ratified
his nomination tonight would have con-
vinced the most skeptical that they are sin-
cere in their high estirfate of his character
angd business ability. They metat the court-
housge in Salisbury and headed by the Del-
mar Cornet Band, marched over a thousand
strong to his residence, where they gave
him cheer after cheer. Mr. Jackson’s resi-
dence is on a hill in the centre of a wooded
park, and when the crowd collected 1n front
and waved their hats and ghouted and the
band played as Mr. Jackson made his ap-
pearance, the scene was as novel as it was
interesting. A large number of ladies were
present and also many republicans, and
while the former were waving their hand-
kerchiefs the latter were showing their ap-
preciation by joining in the democratic
whoops. Mr, Jackson stood on a veranda.
and his face showed how happy the dein-
onstration made him. Mr, E. Stanley Toad-
vin, Thos. F.J. Rider, Jas, E. Ellegood and
the Rev. Mr. McCabe, of Laurel, Md., were
standing near hiim.. When the enthusiasm
subsided somewhat Mr. Toadvin said: **On
the 14th day of this month twenty years
will have elapsed since the resolution pass-
ed the constitutional convention of 1867
constituting and organizing Wicomico coun-
ty. During these years the county has
never swerved from her allegiance to the
democratic party, and year by year has roll-
ed up her immense majorities for that par-
ty, and on several occasions has saved the
democratic congressional nominee in the
first district from route and overthrow.
As a reward for her faithful service, and
in honor of the man, one of the most in-
telligent, liberal and patriotic conventions
ever assembled in Maryland has nominated
the Hon. Elihu E. Jackson fer Governor, a
man of the people, for whom and for Baugh-
man and Whyte the people of Maryland
will, on the ides of November next, roll up
an overwhelming majority and cast in the
shade Governor Hamilton’s vote in 1879.—
We citizens of Wicomico, the next yonngest
county in the State, are proud of the honor
of voting for one of its sons for Governor
and of the opportunity of placing his name
on the ligt of honored Governors of Mary-
land. It isneedless for me to utter words
of praise of Mr. Jackson. e has lived his
life with usand inour midst. Ilis character,
acts and efforts in public and private life
are known to his home pcople here assem-
bled, and they have been such as to be ap-

1
preciated all over the State of Maryland.—
With the democratic name of Jackson at

the head of the State ticket, Vic. Baughman,

the little giant of Western Maryland,in the
centre, and the old, honored and esteemed
statesman and lawyer, Wm. Pinkney
Whyte, to protect the rear, the banner
county of the Eastern Shore will roll up
her greatest democratic majority and show
her triends throughout the State what she
thinks of such a ticket. Let us be up and
doing and cease not in our efforts till the
sun goes down and the polls close on the
8th of November on the victorious and uni-
ted democracy of old. Gentlemen, I have
the honor of presenting the democratic
nominee and next Governor of Maryland.”

Mr. Jackson was greeted with applause.
He said: “I heartily thank you for this

demonstration of friendship forme. 1 can-
not express in words all that I feel. Lsee

before me my neighbors and associates ot
my youth, for whom I have always enter-
tained the sincerest friendship, and though
nominated to the highest office in the gift
of the people of Maryland, I feel no pride
of heart or elevation of spirit above those
of my native town and county. I offer to
you with all the simplicity of my previous
life the right hand of fellowship, and 1 say
to you honestly that if I am elected Gover-
nor, you will always find me the same as
of former years—true to the best interests
of my people and of the State. I feel that
the democratic party of Wicomico has been
honored aswell as myselfin my promotion,
and the victory is yours as well as mine,
and I hope that inthe future, asin the past,
we may be found fighting in the democratic
ranks for democratic principles. I thank
you again for the honor you have done me
tonight, and shall always feel near and dear
to the people of my native soil.”

Mr. Jas. E. Ellegood, who made a capital
speech in placing Mr. Jackgon’s name betore
the convention, and Mr. F. J. Rider, State’s
attorney of Wicomico, made excellent
speeches. (Col. Lemuel Malone and the
Rev. Mr. McCabe also spoke. Mr. McCabe
frequently referred to Mr. Compton, of
Prince George’s, and every reference to him
was loudly applauded, as the people knew
that Mr. Jackson had been Mr. Compton’s
choice. It is very likely that the people
of Wicomico will have sore throats tomor-
row,and if they continue to shout Jackson’s
name during the campaign as they did to-
night they won’t be able to talk when it 1s
all over.

As Mr. Jackson is a business man, and
not accustomed to making speecheg, it 1s
believed he will run his campaign from a
business man’s point of view and not from
a lawyer’s. It is very likely that in his
letter accepting the nomination he will set
forth his position in the campaign, or if he
does not do this he will probably issue an
address to the peoplelater on in which he
will clearly express hig views. It is under-
stood that he will appear at two or three
of the large meetings. If elected Mr. Jack-
son and family will occupy the gubernator-
ial mansion at Annapolig during the winter
and come to Salisbury in the summer.—
Mrg. Jackson hastravelled a great deal, but
has never been in Annapolis. She enter-
tains very hospitably and gracefully. Mr.
Jackson himself is verysimple in his tastes.
He works hard and methodically, wears
his clothes with a view to comfort, 18 cor-
dial in manner. always ready to do his best
to help a friend along, is free in manner,
and believes that alevel head and firmness
can do more toward running a State gov-
ernment succesgfully than mere dignity and
eloquence of speech. He is a regular church-
goer, being a member of the Methodist
Episcopal Church South and is almost an
abstainer from drink. Mr. Jackson will go
into office without having made a pledge
or promise to anybody.
