No property ought ever to be insured for

Speculation is rife
all over the land — speculation in every-
thing, not only in stocks and bonds, but
even 1n the honor and lives of men. Fire
insurance speculation appears to be now
not the least of the evils of these times.

“Lead us not into temptation.” Human
uature is weak and when the incentive to
wrong is so great as in some cases of insu-
rance, 1t 1s not wonderful that wrong is
committed.

The worst of such wrong is not against
the insurance companies that are swindled.
It is in the imperilled property and lives of
those who do not engage in this species of
speculation.

Let the insurance companies give more
congideration to public morals ag well as to
their own interest in this matter, It is
time to call ahalt. Then in the great cities
at least will the mysterious fires be fewer.

A RAILROAD HORROR,

An Excursion Train Wrecked— One Hundired
and Eighteen Dead,

An excursion train of fifteen coaches car-
rying 960 passengers and drawn by two lo-
comotives, was wrecked at midnight Wed-
nesday by the collapse of a burning bridge
at Chatsworth, six miles east of Forest, Il1.,
on the Toledo, Peoria and Western Rail-
road. One locomotive, six passenger coach-
es and three baggage cars went through.
The six sleeping cars remained on the
trucks. The passenger coaches were tele-
scoped. One hundred and eighteen dead
were taken out, and four hundred persons
were injured. The train was bound for
Niagara Falls, and the majority of the ex-
cursionists came from Peoria, I11. All the
railway horrors in the history of this coun-
try were surpassed by this,

Peach Notes.

Many of thgse who have fruit seem dis-
posed to sell by the orchard. The few grow-
ers thus lucky appear to be apprehensive of
the maryket. Most of the orchards we under-
stand, in the neighborhood of Sudlersville
and Millington have been sold at from 40

to 65 cents per basket, but in Delaware the
prices are better. The Baltimore Sun of
last Wednesday has the following : A num-
ber of packers inthe city are much concern-
ed over the scarcity of peaches and the
light businessg resulting. Some think the
crop will not be over a fifth and others do
not expect a tenth of the usual supply. At
this time of the year peaches should arrive
by many thousands of boxes daily, but the
steamers are bringing very small and in-
ferior lots. About 1,000 boxes and baskets
arrived yesterday, which was the largest
number received this season, and sold for
good prices. The baskets brought from $1
to $1.75, and the boxes $1.50 to $2.50. These
peaches were mostly from Kent and Queen
Anne’s counties. The outlook for next week
is a little better. The generally accepted
cause for the failure wag the heavy frost
which occurred about the time the peaches
had gained the size of a marble, which
caused them to rot.
