Death of a Prominent Farmer.

Mr. Jos. H. Hossginger died at his residence
near Lynch’s at three o’clock on Tuesday
morning, after a short illness, in the 56th
year of his age. He was taken with liver
colic about four o’clock on Thursday after-
noon of last week and Drs. C. W. Whaland
and J. A. Perkins were summoned to his
relief, but medical gkill proved unavailing
in hig case. Mr. Hossinger was a highly re-
spected citizen, a kind neighbor and a good
farmer, and at the time of his death presi-
dent of the Kent County Agricultural Asso-
ciation. IHe had accumulated considerable
property, owning two good farms, besides
private securities and valuable properties
at Kennedyville and Lynch’s, and his es-
tate is roundly estimated at $75,000. e
was a member of the Protestant Episcopal
Church at I. U. and a vestryman. The
deceased came to this county about twenty-
three yvears ago from near Newark, Del.
In 1864 he married Miss Julia, a daughter
of the late Raymond Biddle, who survives
him, together with a son, Joseph Biddle,
who will be twenty-one in November. The
funeral took place at two o’clock on Thurs-
day afternoon and the interment was made
at Chester Cemetery. The Rev.John Mar-
tin, the deceased’s former rector, officiated,
having been summoned from Somerset
parish, Princess Anne county, for that pur-
pose,and the pall-bearers were Mesgrs., Kdw.
W. Hepbron, Wm. D, Shinn, John P. Hen-
drickson, Wm. Penn Norris, J.Thos. Kelley

and Wm. A, Kennedy.

[The casket was built of red cedar, elliptic
ends, and of very elaborate design, covered
with black broadecloth and velvet, and
draped with eight festoons trimmed with
chenille fringe and tassels, while the inside
was lined with white watered satin and up-
holstered in artistic style. The gides were
only ornamented by handles the whole
length of the casket, round zilk-covered
barg with oxidized lugs and ends, while
the top was mounted with a beautifully
oxidized plate with the following inserip-
tion: “Joseph H. Hosscinger, died Sep-
tember 6, 1887, aged 55 years, 1 month, 1
day.” The family requested Mr. Reiche,
the undertaker, to have everything very
nice and of the best, but nothing gaudy,
and he complied with their wishes to the
letter. It was altogether one of the com-
pletest burial outfits we remember to have
ever seen. |

Local Board of Health.

HE existence of several cases of typhoid fever in
different sections of the county at this time
render the publication of rules for the prevention
and checking of the disease necessary, Typhoid fever
is a communicable disease, and all care should be
exercised to prevent its spread, whilst it is not,
strictly speaking, contagious in the same manner as
small-pox and other diseases of like nature,

The conveyance of the disease germ, through the
fecal discharge, is the most frequent and certain
means of infection, especially through the water
supply, both drinking and culinary, so that the
greatest care should be exercised over the disposal of
all exeretal matter, slops, waste water and like ma-
terial.  In the country great eare should be taken not
to wash milk pails and pans 1In water that is at all
suspected, as in this manner the disease is frequently
conveyved to not only members of the family where
the disease occurs, but to others who may be tem-
porarily present. '

The thorough disinfection of all discharges, beds,
bedding and clothing should be insisted npon. The
free admission of pure air and good pure drinking
water are of vital importance, for the well as the sick,

It would be well just at this time to be sure that
perfect c¢leanliness of the premises prevails, All
vards, cellars, pools, open lotg and places likely to
contain vegetable or animal maftter should be
thoroughly cleaned and disinfected.

The seeretary of the board would be obliged to the
physicians who have at this time, or have had during
the vear, cases of typhoid, if they would report such
- cases to the board.

The following disinfectants are recommended by
the committee on disinfectants of the American Pub-
lic Health Association, Those marked thus (*) are
poisonous, and should be kept out of reach, separate
from other medicines:

For the disinfection of exereta, a solution of ¢hlo-
ride of lime, 4 parts to 100 parts of water.

#A solution of Bi'chloride of mercury, 1 part to 500
parts of water.

Disinfection of ergani¢ masses, privy vaults, hog
pens, &c., chloride of lime, 1 part, dry sand, plaster
of Paris, or fine dry earth, 9 parts.

For bedding, clothing, &c., burning if the articles
are of little value. Boiling at least one-half hour.

#Immersion in solution Bi'¢hloride of mercury, 1
part to 2,000 parts of water for several hours.

For hands, face or other parts body soiled, solu-
tion of chlorinated soda. 1 part to water 10 parts. So-
Iution of carbolic soda, 3 parts to 100 parts of water.

For bodies of the dead, a sponging in solution of
mecury Bi'chloride, 1 to 1,000 parts.

IFor the sick room—after death or recovery of the
patient—fumigate with sulphur 12 hours at least, 3
pounds for each 1,000 cubie feet, to be followed by the
washing of the surface with a solution of mercury
Bi’'chloride, 1 part to 1,000 parts of water, or carbolic
acid, 2 parts to 100 parts of water.

As it has been clearly demonstrated in the past
that the fecal discharges are the chief vehicles of
communication, theirdisinfection should be thorough
by one of the means recommended above, and they
should then be buried.
