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THE NEW STATUS OF THE B. & O.

Much has been said and published du-
ring the past ten days concerning the pre-
liminary contract recently entered into

~ by the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad Com-

pany and a syndicate of English and Amer-
jean capitalists which is calculated to ob-
ccure the real facts of the transaction and
its proper congequences. Some of the New
York journals, losing their heads, have
represented it as a catastropheto the Balti-
more and Ohio; an absorption of the Balti-
more and Ohio system by one of its rivals;
a total cessation of its existence as an inde-

~pendent Baltimore corporation. This, of

course is wide of the mark. The essence of
the transaction, as stated by parties thereto,
says the Baltimore Sun, is as follows:

Clertain influential capitalists, who, Dby
reason of their investments in the stocks
and bonds of trunk lines centering in New
York, are interested in the establishment
of a stable railway situation characterized
by uniform methods of doing business and
payving rates, have agreed, on certain con-
ditions, to advance $10,000,000 to the B. &
0. to pay its floating debt, and in effect to
secure it, on the one hand, entrance into
New York overthe Reading and Jersey Cen-
tral Roads, and, on the other, toopen a way
to the South to it on favorable terms. In
doing this they effect several valuable inci-
dental results. Opposing interests are
quieted, causes of antagonism are removed,
and facilities for business are greatly im-
proved. The agreement, it would thus ap-
pear, will be a most beneficial one for the
road. The company believed when the
Philadelphia extension was begun it had
valid contracts with the Readingthat would
give it admission to New York. The influ-
ences that rendered those contracts value-
legs are now pledged to the realization of
the company’s original programme. At the
same time the Richmond Terminal is to be
brought in close traflic arrangements as re-
gards Southern business. These two bene-
fits, takgn in connection with the clearing
of the financial sky, are of very considera-
ble importance both to the company and to
the city of Baltimore, which is deeply con-
corned in the company’s fortunes. But it
cannot be overlooked that the advantages
mentioned are obtained at some sacrifice of
the position of isolation and independence
of outside influence which has character-
ized the Baltimore and Ohio from its first
organization. This is implied in the con-
ditions on which the syndicate has agreed
to put up its money, which are as follows:
That the Baltimore and Ohio shall agree
not to construct or threaten to construct a
line between Philadelphia and New York;
that it shall enter into contracts with the
other trunk lines for New York business,
with the object of removing the present an-
tagonism between it and them in regard to
that business; and finally, that to secure the
carrying on the operations of the road with
ability and in conformity with the princi-
ple of harmony which it is desired to en-
force, the management of the company
shall be placed in hands satisfactory to the
syndicate. These conditions point to an
area of sustained rates and improved profits
for stockholders all around, the whole east
and west transportation system centering
in New York being combined to that end,
but they mark also the close of the Balti-
more and Ohio as a free lance. Rate wars
are to be nomore, and the Baltimore and
Ohio i to go—not into the pool, for there
is nothing known by that name in New
York since the passage of the interstate com-
merce act—but into the ‘“‘agreement” to sus-
tain rates which it has hitherto declined to
be bound by. There are inconveniences
that affect the position of a free lance in the
railroad community, as the financial ostra-
cism to which the Baltimore and Ohio has
been subjected for some years past amply
demonstrates, but still it is an enjoyable
position usually to those that can mam-
tain it. It is nevertheless possible to over-
estimate the logs incurred by the Baltimore
and Ohio by being brought within the
“poreement.”  Its position there is or ought
to be the same as that of the New York
Central, or Iirie, or Pennsylvania, which
are not necessarily disgraced by their sub-
mission to the common fate. It is said, in-
deed, by some that the Baltimore and Ohio
has been brought into the fold by the Penn-
sylvania, and is to be subjected to it there.
This, however, i not a view supported by
any known facts. Those in a position to
know deny absolutely that the new ar-
rangement brings the Baltimore and Ohio
under the control of the Pennsylvania, and
in support of their denial point to the fact
that the arrangement secures to the Balti-
more and Ohio advantages which that cor-
poration has hitherto steadily refused to
grant. Upon the whole, then, the new

status of the Baltimore and Ohio 18 not
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necessarily inferior to the old in point of

practical advantages, and it will be observ-
ed that the weight of opinion among our
conservative business men is that the “pre-
liminary contract” was a good day’s work.
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How WiLL 1t ArrEct THE KENT COUNTY
Roap ?—Some people surmise a decided
advantage to Kent county by the change in
the status of the great Baltimore and Ohio
railroad. If by this change the Pennsyl-
vania road secures control of our road then
we may expect some decided improvement
in railway facilities. We are a feeder to
the Pennsylvania road. Its fostering care
will inure to the benefit of both. Our
railroad may be at an early date completed
to Tolchester. The Pennsylvania must see
the advantage of such an extension. Tol-
chester is one of the great summer resorts,
commanding the patronage not only of our
local community and the city of Baltimore,
but also of the populations northward.
During the past summer thousands sought
that point in a round-about way, who would
have gone the more direct way by rail. This
extension would also give the lower section
of our county the facilities for fruit, grain
and other shipments northward not now
possessed. This is what is talked of. Shall
such results come to pass?
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OvsTeER Pranting.—The Cambridge Dem-
ocrat states that Capt. Samuel Gray is en-
gaged in the oyster planting business near
the mouth of the Blackwater and Trans-
quakin rivers. At this point the condition
of the water is always favorable to the
growth of oysters and they are always fat.
Capt. Gray observing this, determined to
make a planting ground there, and has

used thousands of bushels of sand and shells
which he has spread on the deep, soft mud
so common to the Blackwater water courses.
For the past five years he has engaged in
the business and now has a fine planting
around that produces oysters equal to the
best that are grown in Northern waters.
He takes them to market in his own ves-
selg and seldom, we are told, sells them for
less than a dollar per bushel. Capt. Gray
has made money in his planting business,
and his example could be followed with
profit by many other oystermen. The time
is coming, if it is not already here, when
we will have to rely on planting for our
oyster supply, and the quicker our- people
look at it in this light the better it will be
for them.

The time is coming when not only In
Dorchester but in Kent and all the other
“oyster counties” of Maryland, the oyster
planting business will be relied upon for a
certain oyster supply. The planting, culti-
zation and protection of oysters will be as
simple and profitable as is the peach busi-
ness now in Kent or Queen Anne’s. Doubt-
less a common-sense legislature will be
elected shortly to inaugurate and foster
such an industry. The tongmen may not
take kindly to this view at first, but pro-
vision must be made whereby they can
have an equal chance with others to engage
in the industry and profit thereby. It
would relieve them of much hard work

and many hardships besides.

Suicide of Robert J. Ruth,

The Baltimore Sun of Wednesday gives
the following particulars of the suicide of

~ | Robert J. Ruth in that city on Tuesday.
SEPT. 10, 1887 | e deceased is ason of Capt. Thos. DeC.

Ruth, of this county, and was well known
here, where his untimely demise is sincere-
lv lamented : Robert J. Ruth, of Baltimore,
aged 15 years, dealer in fertilizers, and late-
ly doing businessin New York, committed
suicide yesterday by taking laudanum at
the resideuce of Mrs. Lydia A Cinnamond,

| 540 North Carey street, where he boarded.

It was stated that domestic trouble was the
cause of the suicide. Mr. Ruth, who was
widely known throughout the country, and

“especially in the South, came to Baltimore

from New York two weeks ago, and stopped
as usual at Mrs. Cinnamond’s residence.
The occupants of the house arose late yes-
terday morning and breakfast was delayed.
When the meal had been prepared Mrs.
Cinnamond went to Mr. Ruth’s room and
informed him that breakfast was ready.—
He appeared in the doorway and answered
her, and she went downstairs, Mr. Ruth
following shortly afterwards. He subse-
quently returned to his room, and Mrs.
(innamond saw no more of him during
the morning. She waited until four o’clock
for him to come down to dinner, but he
made no appearance, and she again went
to his room. She rapped several times, but
received no answer. Becoming suspicious
she tried the door, and, finding it unlock-
ed and opening it, saw Mr. Ruth lying on
the bed apparently dead, with two lauda-
num vials near by and the stains of the
fluid on the bedding. A physician was
hurriedly summoned, who pronounced Mr.
Ruth dead. The laudanum was taken be-
tween the hours of ten o’clock in the morn-
ing and four o’clock in the afternoon. That
the suicide premeditated his plan is shown
by the manner in which he disposed of the
articles he possessed. In the room was
found a small cash-box,with a tag tied to
it, bearing the following words : “This box
and contents is the property of Miss Mary
E. Ruth, 303 West Hoffman street, near
Linden avenue, Baltimore, Md.” The box
contained a watch,a few trinkets, and an
envelope containing a small amount of
money. On the face of the envelope was
written: “This is to pay my funeral ex-
penses, and the remainder to go to my s1s-
ter. No flowers.” A small package of
business papers was also found in the room,
which were left to his brother, Thos. Ruth,
to dispose of., His father, Thos. DeC. Ruth,
resides in Kent County. Mr. Ruth was born
in Queen Anne’s county. He had lived in
Baltimore for 25 years funtil a short time
since, when he established himself in New
York. He was formerly with R. W. L.
Rasin & Co., in charge of extensive business
of the firm in Atlanta, Georgia.

The remains were brought to Chester-

town by steamer Corsica on Thursday and
taken to the residence of Mr. Reiche, un-
dertaker, from whence they were interred
in Chester Cemetery at 4 o’clock ».

STILL POND AGRICULTURAL CLUB.

Crus Rooy, Sept. 3, 1887.
Muzussrs. Eprrors :—Club organized to-day
at 3.30 o’clock; majority of members rather

late; we will have to excuse them of course, |

as this i a busgy season, but we hope in the
future to meet promptly at the appointed
hour, as our members become so interested
in the proceedings that we frequently ad-
journ when a general regret is apparent,
being compelled to cut short the work for
want of time; but this is a season of leisure
compared with years when we are. blessed
with a peach crop. Those who are not so
favored this year are having a rich treat
studying human nature. It is rather
amusing to sit quietly on the wharf unob-
served and note the difference in the bear-
ing, manner and demeanor of those who
have a crop of peaches and those who have
not. The former appear upon the scene
erect, heads up, strong and quick of step,
firm, resolute and independent, counten-
ances beaming with delight and with an
air indicating a second Vanderbilt; invaria-
bly their boots are blacked, and would you
believe it, Messrs. Editors, the fruit-king
here this year even wears morocco gaiters,
and we hear numerous mention of high top
silk hats. “Oh,the power that giftie gie us
to see oursclves as others see us.” Note
the others who are out in the cold, glad
even to eat the culling peaches that fall
from these rich men’s tables; slow of
step, weak, forlorn, forsaken, countenance
long, doleful, without aim or purpose, wan-
dering about don’t care where. In fact
about the only comfort they have is in
watching the antics of his favored brothers.
Some of us however manage to have three
or four baskets occasionally to ghip and one
poor fellow came to the wharf recently
tugging one basket on his shoulder, from
a farm too that usually ships from 20,000
to 30,000 baskets of fruit per annum, and
told the rest of his disconsolate brethren
that he and four of his men had been from
early morn till 9 o’clock picking two bas-
kets and one of them was worthless. But
now we intend to rouse up, put on airs too,
look brave and independent, ferocious if
you please, and we notify the jokers to
look somewhere elge for game, or attack us
at their peril. If we have two or three
baskets to ship now and then, we will em-
ploy a “nigger” to drive the team to the
wharf and hold our heads as high as ever,
and do not intend our favored brethren to
have a monopoly of dignity.

But, laws! I am off of the question. My
excuse is that I have no peach crop and
my mind must be a little wandering.

Our insect committee reported progress.
Mr. Creighton Wallis guaranteed full prep-
aration of cabinet and other paraphernalia
necessary to commence business at next
meeting.

- H. Kruzen asked for proper planto apply
well-rotted manure on wheat.

W. D. Pennington advised to spread it
on the surface as he mnever knew a grass
crop to fail when so applied.

The question for discussion now came up,
viz: Does severe pruning of peach trees
have the effect of producing yellows?

H. Kruzen opened by saying that he had
investigated this subject to some extent.
A neighbor had pruned heavily last spring
and now his orchard was badly affected; a
second neighbor’s experience was similar;
could note no difference in his orchards.

G. W. Price — I am a heavy pruner and
see no effect touching this question.

F. H. Harper pruned one orchard se-
verely and it is badly affected; pruned
another in same manner and the trees are
healthy.

W. D. Pennington said most of his yel-
lows is where he pruned heavily.

E. B. Pennington thinks severe pruning
has no effect in producing yellows.

J. P. Vandyke is of the same opinion;
his father’s orchards were affected thirty
years ago.

J. 8. Harris thinks pruning does not
breed the yellows. Hig father’s orchards
had the yellows; commencing in 1861 and
lasted till ’69; frequently picked from twen-
ty-five to thirty baskets daily. In 1864-65
an orchard on his sandy farm was very
badly affected; has much less of it now
than then.

G. W. Price had read an article in New
York Times lately recommending the use
of potash as a preventative of yellows.

E. B. Pennington stated that he placed a
wagon load of ashes under one tree and
that was the only tree in that locality that
took the yellows the next year. He also
stated that he cut all the tops off several
sick trees last fall and let the limbs lay on
the ground all winter; the trees contiguous
to them were very sick now.

J. S. Harris had an old natural tree on
the bay shore that has the yellows badly.
(Query : Is this the fault of nurserymen?)
He has orchards on his farm from nurse-
ries in North Carolina, New Jersey, Cecil
countv and from home nurseries and sees
no difference in regard to the health of the
trees, except the orchard procured from
North Carolina ig most affected.

F. H. Harper has trees from five or six
different nurseries from different States
and finds no difference ag to results in re-
gard to the yellows.

W. D. Pennington said A. Reybold plant-
ed an orchard near Delaware City many
years ago that died young with this disease;
planted another in Cecil county same year
from same nursery that was healthy and
lived twenty years.

The following resolution was adopted
unanimously:

REsSOLVED, That it is the sense of this club that se-
vere pruning of peach trees has no effect in either
producing or developing the yellows,

Question for discussion at next meeting :
“At what stage of the growth of corn should
it be cut and when should it be husked
and housed ?”

Mr. G. W. Price will deliver an address
at our next meeting on a very interesting
subject. Hope to have a large gathering.
