but, in the opinion of your correspondent,

nothing new was elicited, and he hasJong

been of the opinion that where there is
nothing to say, nothing had better be said.

The insect committee reported progress;
that they were collecting specimens, &c.
We hope soon to be able tD study and learn
of the wondrous changes insects undergo;
of the marvelous habits we witnessin their
study. Would you suppose that the hairy
black caterpillar that crawls so lazily along
our path is transformed by a strange fr eal
of nature into a most beautiful mn:::-th* that
the cabbage-worm so unsightly, obnoxious
and destructive should one day come forth
as a butterfly clothed in a most delicate
robe of harmonious colors; that the pestiv-
erous house-fly, that annoys and perplexes
the busy llﬂllﬁLWlfC‘ once was an offensive
maggot feeding upon filth of the most re-
pulsive character. The little wrigglers that
infest the stagnant pools were hatched
from a mass of ¢ eggs that float on its surface

feeding on decayed matter that would pol-

lute the atmosphere with miasma and
death, comes forth as the busy, noisy, per-
ple:{mp: mosquito. Many of the beetles are
wonders in themselves, presenting a sur-
face of unsurpassed lustre and beauty, and
are now used as settings in the most mstly
jewelry, yet they once figured as greasy,

repulsive grubs. Every insect passes
through four distinct stages in its life; first,
we have the eges, placed by the mother
contiguous to the food necessary to 1ts life;

when hatched for instance the cabbage but-
terfly lays her eggs on the cabbage- leaves
on which the young larvae fﬂt‘{l“i though
she herself never tastes it. The meat- fly

lays herg on flesh, though she only sips
nectar. Bees lay their eggs in cells and
provides pollen for their young. The wasp
algo lays her eggs in cells made of mud and
provides spiders’and other insects for her
young to feed on when hatched and strange-

ly enougn she does not kill these insects
but p;tl*il}r?eﬂ them with her sting, thus af-
fording fresh and not putrid meat for her
v:::-unwlmgb. The tumble-bugs roll their
eggs over and over on the grmmd' and-
through filth until a ¢lymp of organic mat-
ter is formed, which serves both as a home
and provision for the baby beetle. Carrion
flies lay their eggs in a dead carcass as
their young require putrid meat for their
subsistence. 1t is rather amusing that
thege carrion beetles are sometimes badly
fooled; there 18 a large mushrooin that
smells exactly like carrionand these beetles
sometimes lﬂ}’ their eggs on this substance,

believing it to be carrion, and no doubt the
young w ‘hen hatched are disgusted at the
repast provided by their mothers. The
cuckoo-bees lay their eggs in the nests of
bumble and other hE‘Eh, which is rather
mean and they desgerve punishment for
such sharp practice. But, Messrs. Editors,
I must call a halt for want of time to pur-
sue this subject further. In my next I
may have Hmuetlung further to say as it is
111tE'11f~el}r Interesting.

It is thought proper to publish in con-
nection with this notice the subjoined sec-
tions of the registration law, which bear
particularly upon the rights of the citizen
and the powers and duties of the Register :

SecrioxN 3. And be ié enacted, That each
of the said officers of registration shall have
in addition to the other powers conferred
upon him by this Act or which may be
hereafter conferred upon him by law, dur-
ing the respective times of his appointed
sittings, under the provisions of this Act,
the powers of a Justice of the Peace to pre-
serve order and enforce obedience to his
lawful commands, at or around his place of
registration—to keep the access to such
place open and unobstructed, to prevent
and suppress riots, tumult, violence and
disorder and all other improper practices,
at, around or near to his place of registra-
tion, tending to intimidation, or to the ob-
struction of the work of registration, or of
the revision of the registration, and to pro-

tect and keep safe the registries of voters
or poll-books, hereinafter referred to, while
in his c'ustndv and possession; he may com-
pel the presence of witnesses before him,
while sitting as an officer of regr-tmtmn
for all purposes connected with the per-
formance of the duties of his office, by
summons and attachments; he may wlule
sitting as such officer of regmtmtmn com-
mit for trial any person committing, at or
around his place of registration, any offence

forbidden by this Act he shall have the
power to 15511& any of said summons, at-
tachments or commitmentswhen E.lttmg in
any county of this State, to the Sherifl’ of
said county, or to any Constable thereof ;

all such processes shall be served by said
respective officers in the same manner as if
they were issued by a Judge of a Court of
Record, having J‘IJ.I‘lE:dILtlﬂIl ﬂi the subject
matter, or by a Justice of the Peace, exer-
cising pﬂhce powers within such respective

jurisdictions; the Sheriff or Constable, in
any county -::-f this State, who shall serve
any of gaid processes, & shall receive the same
fees, and in like manner, as 1t 18, or may be
by law provided, that he shall receive fees
in ﬂthel State cases; but no officer of regis-
tration shall charge or receive any compen-
sation for any service performed under
this Act, except such as is provided by this
Act.

SecrioN 24. Andbe it enacted, That no otfi-
cer of registration in this State shall regis-
ter any name in any registry of voters, of
which he may haye the custody as an offi-
cer of registration, “or strike any name from
any such registry of voters, or to make any
other entry in such registry, except upon a
day appointed by this Act, for a public sit-
ting of such officer of regmtmtmn nor ex-
cept between the hours appointed by this
Act, for his sitting on such day, except by
or under the order of the proper Judges or
Judge, as in this Act provided.

Secriox 34. And be it enacted, That if any
officer of registration shall fI‘ﬂIldlﬂEHﬂV
register, or fraudulently permit to be regis-
tered in any registry of voters, or in any
list of qualified and registered voters in his
charge as officer of registration, any person
who 1s not entitled to be 1*err15tered therein
as a qualified voter, or if any other person
not authorized b}r the proper Judges or
Judge, shall inscribe the name of any per-
son as a qualified and registered voter in
any registry of voters or in any list of qual-
ified and registered voters, or if any officer
of registrationr shall fraudulently refuse or
omit to register, or shall' fraudulently mis-
spell in .any registry of voters, or in any
lst of qualified and registered voters in his
charge as an officer of registration, the name
of any person entitled under the provisions
of this Act to have his name inscribed in

| such registry. of voters, or if any officer of

SecrioN 35. And be it enacted, That if any
person shall fraudulently reglster or at-
tempt to register, in any election district or
eleotmn _]{1 recinct, in this State, or the name
f any other person, living or dead, or un-
der any fictitious name, or shall 'fraudu-
lently cause himself to be fraudulently reg-
istered in any election district, or election
precinet in this State, knowing ‘that he has
not the right to be 1'uﬂ*1qt{-red in such elec-
tion dlﬁtllLt or election precinct, or shall by
force, threats menace, Intimidation, or
other unlawful means, pre?ent or hinder
any person having a lawful right to register
from duly exercising such right, or who
shall compel, or endeavorto compel by any
such means, any officer of registration to
admit to 1*ﬂ'"rlstrat1ml any person notleg ally
entitled thereto or who shall unlaw;ulh
interfere with any officer of registratiion in
the discharge of his duties under ths Act,
or who shall make any assault ﬂnd_bﬂtter}'
or incite or create any riot or any breach of
the peace, at or near to any place of regis-
tration in this State during the sittings of
any officer of registration prnvlded fur by
this Act, he shall be guilty of a misde-
meanor, and upon conviction there-
of by a L‘{JI]lpEtEllt Court, shall be punished
by a fine not Ex(,eedmg five hundred dol-
lars, or by imprisonment not exceeding
three years, or by both fine and imprison-
ment as aforesald.
