Now then if
the commissioners have the powerand law
to impose fines upon property-holders for
allowing or keeping a nuisance on their
premises, is there no law or have property-
holders no redress when a nulsance 1s
placed in front of their doors by authority
of the commissioners, without any law to
sustain them ? That they have a right to
lay a stone or brick gutter to drain the
town no one will question, but to call upon
property-holders to bear half the expense,
has never been done in the history of our
town; and because some of us are not able
to do this we do think it a hardship that
we should be subjected to such an intoler-
able nuisance under our noses, especially
when the gutter was laid to benefit persons
living above Mr. Smith’s corner.
