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CANTON, NEW YORK.

Messrs., Eprrors :—It seems strange that
a man should go north in winter and south
in summer, but thus I am fated, a8 “neces-
gity is the mother of invention.”

This town has about three thousand in-
habitants and is located in St. Lawrence
county, northern New York, on the Rome,

Watertown & Ogdensburg Railroad, three
hundred and sixty miles north of New
York city and ten miles from the bounda-
ries of Canada. .

On our way here we stopped for a short
time in New York city to see the sights for
which she is famous and would here give a
detailed account, but time forbids it. We
took the steamer Daniel Drew up the Hud-
son river as far as Albany and in justice to
the “Drew”’ will say she is the largest and
best equipped passenger boat we were ever
on. We will refrain from giving an ac-
count of the beautiful scenery up thisriver,
as it has been done before, and we will not
bore your readers, lest they cry “chestnut.”
Albany is one of the prettiest cities I was
ever in. Its streets are wide and orna-
mented with shade trees, It is said to be
the home of the rich and its private resi-
dences and public buildings are character-
istic of it. The city hall is a large brown-
stone structure, in style similar to Catholic
church in your town, only four times as
large. The State capitol occupies a half
square and is nearly new, there being a
public hallway for the people to pass from
one street to the other. :

We took the steamer for Troy, which 1s
six miles distant. This is quite a business
place and many people who live in Albany
find work here in shops and factories. This
place is as far as the Hudson is navigable,
and from here we took the train for Utica,
which is about one hundred miles distant,
This is a thriving city, located in the heart
of a prosperous county. It'is said from
thirteen hundred to fifteen hundred boxes
of cheese are sold here every week; the
yrice ranging from 10e. to 12¢. per pound;
%jut.ter 28c.  The fact is farmers through
here seem to be prosperous. The potato
and hop crops are good; potatoes bring 50c.
per bushel and hops 28c. per pound—they
say they can raise them at 17c. profitably. |
One man claims to have cleared six thous-
and dollars in one year on hops, but the
price was much better than now. Hops
and Irish potatoes are the only marketable
crops through this section; yet: the land, |
which is filled with rocks, cannot be bought
for less than $50 to $100 per acre. If these |
farmers had such a soil and such a climate |
as vou have in Maryland they would con- |
vert it into a paradise.

From Utica going north we stopped at
Holland Patent, a village of three or four|
hundred inhabitants, with nothing to dis-
tineuish it fromthe dozens of other villages
through this section except it being the
homestead of the Cleveland family. Here
President (leveland’s father and mother |
lived and died, and his sister still lives
in the old homestead alone, with one ser- |
vant. We called upon Miss Cleveland but |
found that she had gone to New York the !
day before, but we had a pleasant chat |
with her neighbor. Perer Poken.

The Saratoga Letter says: When a lounger
on the veranda of one of the big hotels at |
this place hears a man say, “Hurry up, lit-
tle one,” or “Come along birdie,” he may |
be sure it iz a man addressing his wife, and
that she is enormously fat. Apparently all |
hushbands of fat wives address them with |
diminutives, if not with nicknames fit only |
for small women or little girls. |

“Daigy,” “Birdie” and “Baby,” appear to

be pet names most favorably used by the |

husbands of mammoth women. =

bles, such as Puss, Chris, Hen, Loo, Tot.
Oddly enough the father of these same fel-
lows, men so well kept that you can’t say
whetherthey are 46 or 65, are fond of drawl-
ing out the tull names of their help-meets,
as for instance, “Come heah, Frances,” or |
“Now, my deah Eleanor, you must have a |
wrap.” Bqually fixed is the rule that thin
and sickly women, dyspeptics, neuralgic
and the like are addressed by their liege
lords as wife, madam, or Mrs. Thompson,
Mrs. Brown or whatever. Theinvalid hus-
bands, and all the prim and precise ones as
well, address their better halves as “my
dear.” Thig, by the way, is the established |
custom with the Hebrews, though they are
heard to pronounce the words “mine teer.”
