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NO MECHANICS’ LIEN IN KENT.
The Law Repealed Through DMistake.

The “Mechanics’ Iien Law” is not in
force in Kent county. It was repealed at
the last session of the Legislature. The
repeal was not intended, certainly so far as
it relates to our county, and there has been
a difference of opinion, even among our
attorneys, as to whether the law really was
still in force here. But now, after a more
thorough investigation, all agree that the
law was repealed, and Mr. Poe, who was se-
lected by the last General Assembly to cod-
ify the State and local laws, will so fix its
status in his work. Our business men—
builders, lumber dealers and merchants es-
pecially—have been acting under the theo-
ry that the law was still in full force, but
they must no longer rely upon such a pre-
sumption. In order that our readers, and
especially those who are directly interested,
may be posted in the matter we give the
facts as we understand them.

As the law stood at the adoption of the
code in 1860 the mechanics’ lien law, article |
61, section 43, of the public general law, did
not operate in Kent, Queen Anne’s, Somer-
set, Charles, Calvert, Worcester or St.
Mary’s counties. The act of 1867, chapter
277, withdrew Somerset and Worcester
from the excepted counties. The act of
1860, chapter 92, withdrew Queen Anne’s
from the excepted counties. The act of
1882, chapter 462, withdrew Charles from
the excepted counties. The act of 1884,
chapter 345, withdrew Kent county from
the excepted counties. The act of 1886,
chapter 52, was reported by Mr. Gantt, of
Calvert, with the sole purpose to withdraw
Calvert from the excepted counties. The
title of the act of 1886, chapter 52, was :
“An act torepeal and re-enact with amend-
ments section 42 of article 61, as repealed
and re-enacted by chapter 92 of 1870.” The
effect of this act was to leave the law, except
as to Calvert county, as it stood prio1 to 1870,
and prior to 1870 the lien law was not in
force in Kent county. The legal conse-
quence 13 believed to be that the lien law
is repealed as to Kent county.
