The maker of an accommodation bill or |

note—that is, one for which he has receiv-
ed no consideration, having lent his name

or credit for the accommodation of the
holder—1ig as fully bound to all other par-
ties as if there were a good consideration.

No evidence may be introduced to con-
tradict or vary a written contract, but such

plain the contradiction when it is in need
of explanation.

If one holding a check as payee or other-
wise transfers it to another, he had a right
to 1nsist that the check be presented that
day or, at farthest, the day following.

Checks or drafts should be presented du-
ring business hours, but in this country—
except in cases of banks—the time extends
through the day and evening.

An oral agreement must be proven by
evidence. A written agreement proves
itself. The law prefers written to ‘oral
evidence, because of its precision.

“Value received” is usually, and should
be, written in a note, but is not essential.
If not written it 1s presumed by the law,
or may be supplied by proof.

If note is lost or stolen it does not release
the maker. He must pay it if the consid-
eration for which it was given and the ac-

An endorsee has a right of action against
all whose names were on the bill when he
received it.

Notice of protest may be gent either to
the place of business or of regidence of the
party notified.

A note obtained by fraud or from a per-,
son in a state of intoxication cannot be
collected.

A Dbill may be written upon any paper
or substitute for it, either with black ink or
pencil.

The payee should be distinctly named
in the note, unless it is payable to bearer.

No consideration is suflicient in law if
it be illegal in its nature.

Principals are responsible for the acts of
their agents.

Signatures made with a pencil are good
