The pear question now came up for dis-
cussion :

W. D. Penington wished to learn the
proper time to prune pear trees.

Dr. W. 5. Maxwell — Spring pruning for
LeConte is best; spring or fall for most any
other kinds. The LE!(%DHIZE being a native
of the south it grows late in the season and
does not mature its wood as our native
kinds do here and when planted here in
the fall is very apt to winter kill: but a few
vears will acclimate it, when it becomes
hardy and very prolific; would prune it in
April after the leaves are out.

W. D. Penington — LeConte trees should
not be shipped here in the fall, as the win-
ter is very apt to injure them.

Dr. Maxwell got five hundred in the fall
and set them out; winter killed them all;
never lost any by planting in the spring.

N. Barnard—Lost six hundred last win-
ter; disavows fall planting of this variety;
received one thousand in the spring and
planted them; all lived.

G. W. Davis—Planted an orchard of as-
sorted varieties on stiff land, hard clay sub-
soll, costing him $200; land rich; on site of
old buildings; commenced to blight at four
years old; got disgusted when eight years
old and took tnem up, what few there were
left, Bartlett and Duchess blighted most

Dr. Maxwell-Used stable mauure largel y
on my pears formerly; Bartlett, Howell
and Lawrence blighted badly., Believing
this manure induced blight I adopted the
use of hone dust; had scarcely any blight
afterwards. Believe ammonia applied to
pears causes blight; bone is the proper ma-
nure, 500 pounds per acre broadcast every
alternate year. If maaure be composted
till the ammonia is dispelled it will answer.
Have had but little blight since 1883 and
have used bone since fhat time exclu-
sively.

W. D. Penington—Planted eight hundred
Howell, extending across a rich bottom
and over a hill; water laid in the bottom
frequently; blighted on the hill but little in
the bottom; usually fertilized with South
Carolina rock. This orchard was not pro-
lifile. :After a severe storm, followed by
hot sun, the most of them blighted,

H. L. Crew — Has little or no blight;
planted in stiff land with porous subsoil;
produced some of the largest pears grown
in the county last year; what little blight
he had was distributed about evenly among
the varieties; cut them down to 20 inches
when planted to protect them from hot
sun; dug holes 20 inches square and 20
inches deep for planting; use compost; no
fertilizer. : /

Dr. Maxwell — Planted one orchard of
dwarfs 8 inches deep below the bud; some
of them had grown 18 feet in height; were
now standards or half-standards; picked
93 baskets from one one of them. One
orchard of three hundred Duchess never
bore large fruit, while another under same
came conditions and same variety pro-
duced the finest specimens. |

W. D. Penington — Planted two orchards
of same varieties; gave both same treat-
ment; one bore large fruit, the other small.

H. L. Crew—Some of his trees of same
kinds, standing side' by side, bore large
and other small frait,

J. S. Harris—Planted an orchard dwarf
Bartlett; broke off badly at the bud first
year; after which he applied three bushels
of oyster ghells amun& the body of each
tree; none have broken since and trees
have made better growth where so treated.

N. Barnard—Planted an orchard of dwarf
Duchess 18 inches deep: bore but little for
many years; trees grew from 18 to 25 feet;
many of them were now standards: bore
but poor crops and fruit small; & friend ad-
vised the use of lime; since its application
crops have been more abundant, but fruit
small; other orchards planted a sensible
depth bore larger, finer fruit.

W. D. Penington—Had picked four bas-
kets of Keifer from one dwarf tree 4 years
old; could not eat the fruit; kept some till
very late, same result.

Dr. Maxwell—Had raised Keifer, but the

Afruit was not fit for his hogs; some people

cry splendid, but he never eat any.

H¥L. Crew read a letter from a Jersey-
man who had realized net cash $630 from
300 trees of Keifer, 3 years old.

G. W. Davis thought that letter wais from

The wind
was from the south, warm and balmy, and
before the sun was high in the sky ‘a de-
cided thaw had set in. Farmers took ad-
vantage of the beautiful weather
town, to draw wood, hay, &c. About noon
a cloud was seen along the northwestern
horizon, lying close to the ground, but

Little attention was paid
to 1t, but in an hour the cloud had swept
over the country, the sun was
the snow was falling fast,
sweeping from the northwest with terrible
fury—the blizzard had begun. The mer-
cary fell rapidly, and by 5 o’clock it was 15
degrees beiow zero,
ing registered 30 degrees below. All the
while the wind increased in fury,the snow
fell thicker, and the large amount of snow
that was already on the ground was blown
into powder and hurled along by the wind.
On the prairie an ohject forty feet distant
could not be seen. A man’s voice could
not be heard six feet distant. The air was
full of snow as fine as flour, and the roar-
ing of the wind and the darkness caused
by 80 much snow inthe air made the scene
the most dismal, drear and forsaken that
man ever looked upon. Every railroad in
Dakota, Minnesota, and many Jowa, Ne-
braska and Wisconsin railroads were block-
ed. Telegraph wires everywhere were
down, and it was not until Saturday that
the full extent and awful results of the
storm became apparent. The telegraph
hourly brings the most pitiful stories of
suffering, terrible struggles for life and
heroic deeds by the brave men and women
of the storm-stricken sections that have
never been equaled.

The details, which we have not space to
publish, are appalling in the extreme. The
following extract will give some idea :
Near Aberdeen, Dakota, Bessie Stansfield,
a pretty 19-year-old teacher, left school du-
ring the storm to go to a farmer’s house
thirty yards distant. Her dead bodvy was
found nearly a mile from the school-house.
Four children froze to death in a school-
house at Mellette. The teacher left them
to get assistance, and her body has not yet
been found. Wm. Morrill, a SU-year-old
farm laborer, six miles west, went out of
the house Thursday evening to go a few
rods to the barn. He became confused
and was found dead two miles away.

The Minneapolis Journal’s revised list of
blizzard fatalities shows 97 dead in Dakota,
12 in Minnesota, 6 in Towa, 17 in Nebraska
and 2 in Montana—total 135, besides 55
reported missing.
