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LEGISLATIVE NOTES.

Jenator Stake, of Washington county,
has introduced a bill to change the name
and adoption of children, which provides
that *“if to change his or her name, any
person residing in_this State shall desire,
such person may file, in the Circuit Court
of the county of his or her residence, or in
the Circuit Court of Baltimore, a petition
in equity, in which shall be stated the
changes which such person desires shall be
made in his or her name and the reason
therefor, and thereupon the said court,
upon being satisfied in such manner as 1t
shall by its rules prescribe that the prayer
of the said petitioner should be granted,

shall order and decree that the name of

such person be changed as is prayed In
said petition; and upon the passage of such
decree the true and legal name of such
person shall be that determined by said
decree, and a copy of thesaid decree, under
the seal of the said court, shall be sufficient
and legal evidence of the facts therein
stated.” The bill also provides that a man
may adopt a child and by the act of adop-
tion make such child his heir.

Pi1incely Gifts to the Pope.

The correspondent of the Baltimore Sun
in Rome has furnished an interesting de-
scription of the gifts to Pope Leo on the
occasion of his jubilee. He says the gifts
have come in so rapidly that two additions
have already been made to the building in

which they are to be exposed. So far 7,000
cases of articles have been handled, and the
end is not yet. Up to January 13 presents
to the value of $10,000,000 have passed
through the hands of the Vatican ingpec-
tors. The Spanish Catholicsof South Amer-
ica send in coin $800,000. Ireland has been
likewige generous in that respect. Arch-
bishop Walsh of Dublin brought from his
diocege $20.000, and the Bishop of Clonfert
four thousand dollars.

The United States has outstripped every

other country in cash donations, the arch--

diocese of New York forwarding by itself
$43,000. The exactsum of the whole mon-
eyed gift cannot be ascertained, all the con-
tributions not being yet in hand. This
manner of testifying to Pope Leo the fealty
of the Clatholics of the United States was
strongly -recommended by the American
Bishops, who gave their attention to it
principally, though many exquisite pres-
ents from their diocese will be received. It
has won the admiration of the Pope, who
is more pleased with it than that of any
other country, since it furnishes him with
ready means to spread the Catholic Church
through Europe and parts of the far Fast,
