creamery question first, Messrs. Spurr and |
Perkins, lessees of the Middletown cream-
ery, being present. Mr. Spurr was given
the floor. He said that in a community
like that of Kennedyville, with land
adapted for the purpose and with wide-
awake, intelligent farmers, he was sur-
prised” that a creamery had not been
started here long before this. In answer
to questions, he made the following
statements :

As to the creamery businesg, 100 pounds
of milk would, taking the year through,
give the producer $1.20 at the lowest cal-
culation, though at times it might be more.
Ten pounds of milk is counted a eallon. He
advocated placing a separator at Kennedy-
ville and then shipping the cream to Mid-
dletown, and said he would be willing to
undertake running the business on the
same terms as at Middletown, provided at
least 350 gallons of milk per day be guar-
anteed. The cost of separator, without en-

gine or boiler, would be about$1,193 on the
cost of the whole plant. Messrs. Spurr and
Perkins were willing to give eight per cent.
interest, payable half yearly, and keep the
property in repair. and iease 1t for five
vears. The price of milk 1s governed by
the highest price paid for ¢reamery butter.
The lessees would get about six cents per
pound for their work ; if the butter should
sell as low as twenty-five (25) cents the
price of milk would be about eight (8) cts.
per gallon of ten (10) pounds. Milk is re-
ceived at the creamery every morning,
Sundays excepted, at nine in winter and
't is algo received Satur-
day evenings. Th¢ skim milk is resold to
the farmers for on:-half cent a gallon ; it
makes excellent plg feed. It is claimed
that by the separator system at least fifteen
per cent. more cream can be gotten from
the m'lk than by the most improved cream-
eries now in use by the farmers, A letter
was received and read from Mr. Crockett,
who is about tostart a creamery at Smyrna,
Del., asking us to ship our milk direct to
him. After considerable discussion, the
following committee was appointed to cor-
respond with different parties in regard to
a creamery and to reporton next Saturday:
Bedford Roe, John Barwick and John Ben-
nett. It was also suggested that a stock
companv be formed for the purpose of

raising sufficient money to start the enter-
prise. Definite action is also to be taken
on this question at the next meeting.

The subject of a cannery was then taken
up. Tilghman Shater, who was appointed
a committee to” wait upon Mallory & Co.,
of Baltimore, made a very encouraging re-
port. A letter was also read from Arthur
Bros., of Aberdeen, inquiring as to. what
inducements could be offered them to lo-
cate here. After considerable discussion,
the secretary was directed to write them-a
letter giving details; also to give them a
list of amount of produce promised. Ten
new members joined the club and several
added their acreage to the list.. It is likely
that on Saturday next the club will be in
possession of more definite information,
both as to cannery and creamery ; and a
full attendance, not only of the members,
