MARYLAND LEGISLATURE,

PIE PENINSULAR RATLROAD.

The astern Shore Senators are in earnest
with their proposition to reorganize the
company for huilding a railroad from the
Baltimore and Ohio at Elkton down the
peninsula to Cape Charles City. Senator
Goldsborough will bring in a bill to enlarge
the power of the company, and it 18 said
there are strong parties behind the move-

ment. The Pennsylvania Railroad Com-
pany, it is said, on March 1 increased its
passenger fares to four cents a mile and
freight rates one-third on all the Maryland
branch roads that connect with the main
Delaware road. This action has stirred up
the people on these branch roads, who com-
plain that the passenger tarifls now prac-
tically cut them off from Baltimore. This
advance in tariff has given a new impetus
to the movement for a road from Elkton
down the peninsula.
POWERS OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS.

House printed bill 78, introduced by Mr.
Laird, for increasing the powers of county
commissioners, came up on its third read-
ing and failed because a quorum did not
vote. The vote was 37 yeas to 7 nays. The
bill will be reconsidered in a fuller House.
The bill gives tothe county commission-
ers control over their public roads, over
dogs, hawks, owls, sheep and cattle, fences
and other matters that now come into the
Legislature. _

TO DISTROY EELS

The eels bill of Mr. White, of Wicomico,
has passed the House by 64 votes in the af-
firmative to none in the negative. It pro-
vides that the State fish commissioners
shall be required to destroy all eels wher-
ever found and directs them to expend half
of their appropriation for that purpose.
Mr. White said if Maryland gets rid of =ll
eels she will in twenty years be able to ex-
port a million barrels of shad. The eels,
he said, are eating up all the food fish in
the waters of the Chesapeake. He said if
he had the last eel in his grip he would not
let it go for a million dollars.

THE STATE FISHERY FORCE.

Senator Tunis has introduced a bill au-
thorizing the sale by the Board of Publie
Works of the steamer Governor Hamilton,
of the State fishery force, and in its
stead the purchase or building of two suita-
hle sailing vesszels to take the places of the
Marv Compton and Nannie Merryman,
which are assioned to new routes. One is
to 2o to Choptank river snd the other to
Sharp’s Island narrows, the new vessels to
take the routes occupied by the former
twao.

DEFEAT OF THE FREE BOOK BILL.

The House of Delegates on Tuesday de-
feated the bill for free books in the public
schoolz by striking out the enacting clause.

MECITANICS' LIEN LAW RE-ENACTED.

The bill to amend the mechanics’ lien
law, go as to include Kent and St. Mary’s
counties in said law, has passed both houses.

THE ELECTION BILLS. ‘

The Senate did good work Tuesday night
in coneluding ;the second reading of the
registration, supervisors and election bills,
and the third reading of the bills was
made the special order for Wednesday
night, when the registration bill was passed
with only one vote in the negative, that of
Senator Burchinal, and he did so because
the bill did not give an improved registra-
tion in the counties. It provides for sit-
ting of registers in the counties two days
in May, three in Scptember and five 1n Oc-
tober. The election and supervisors’ bills
were passed without opposition. The Bal-
timore Sun says: It cannot be denied that
the provisions of the bills the Senate has
passed are far in advance of all previous
legislation on this subject. |
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THE PROTECTION FALLACY.

Laboring Men Read.

The Peabody (Masg.) Reporter, the organ
of the working people of that manufactur-
ing hive, independent in its politics, puts
to the protectionists some very pointed
questions which that journal would like to
have answered, and which 1t says seem to
call loudly for tariff reform. The Reporter
Says - .

The papers here are all speaking about the dull-
ness in the iron industry, saying that the mills must
«close and a vast number of workmen must be thrown
out of employment. Yet the duty on steel railroad
bars is §17 a ton, and the duty on iron placed there
to protect the workmen is ninety per cent. for pig
iron, and 40 for iron ore, amounting to millions an
millions of dollars. 1t has protocted the iron manu-
facturers and made them the wealthiest class of peo-
ple in our country ; but there are no workmen in the
country worse oft to-day than the iron-workers,

There is no protection in our shoe business, by
way of tariff, and yet there is no class of workmen
«loing better to-day than the shoemakers. Can the
protectionist explain this?

All the glass workers in the country have struck;
they say they cannotlive on what pay the glass
manufacturers offerthem ; and vetthe duty on glass
is perfectly enormous, placed there to protect the
wrlass workers. Yet the glass manufacturers are all
wealthy, while the glass workers are not so well off
as the workers in our mills that have no protection
in the shape of tariff, Will some protectionist ex-
plain this tous?

The duty on wool is fifty per cent. ad valorum, and
vet the per cent. of sheep is less inthis country than
it was before the duty was placed there ; the farmers
are killing their sheep and the wool business, once
Peabody’s greatest industry, is dead. Can the pro-
tectionist explain this and tell why the cattlemen,
who have no protection, are doing so well?

The duty on coal is fifty per cent. placed to protect
the coal miners, and a vast armv of workmen in the
«oal regions, and yet the same men, who are sup-
posed to be protected by this enormous duty, have
recently risen up and declared that they cannotlive
upon the wages given them, Yet coal is higher to-
ay than it wasbefore the tariff was put on, and the
workingman is not so well off as at that time ; but
the owners of the coal mines—they have grown rich
and powerful; and yet there is not one product
taken from the soil, thatis not protected, but is more
prosperous than coal, which is so strongly pro-
tected. Will some protectionist explain this?

We must confess that these duties which we have
mentioned do protect ; but they protect the rich and

owerful, making them more wealthy and arrogant.

t is the mfddle and poorer class which want pro-
tection from foreign competition ; and a protection
that lends aid to the rich, while it oppresses the
poor, should be sharply dealt with.

We have had enough of protection for the enor-
mously rich people, and they can no longer hood-
wink the masses upon the method of protection. It
is these wealthy people who have been protected
that talk about protection from the pauper labor ot
Europe, while at the same time they encourage that
pauper labor to come here and compete with and
degrade cur workmen,

The New Tariff Bill.

The new tariff bill submitted to the
ways and means committee of the U. 8.
Senate by the democratic majority is con-
structed for the most partin accordance with
the two democratic ideas—that articles used
by the poor should be taxed less heavily
then those consumed by the rich, and that
the raw materials of manufacturers should
pay no duty at all. There is a considerable

reduction of duties, for example, upon the

cheaper sorts of woolen and cotton goods,
carpets, earthenware, glass and sugar, such
as the poor buy, while high-priced grades,
such as only the rich can well afford, are
snade to pay a high tax. The free list has

been enlarged in the same spirit. While’

m ost of the articles included in it are of im-
portance chiefly as raw meterials of manu-
factures, still there are many, such as salt,
timber, vegetables, fruits and meats, that
enter at once into consumption. Articles
in this list worth special mention are: Tin-
plate, a necessary material of our canning
industry, cotton ties, salt, flax, wax, liquor-
ice, borax, blue vitriol, copperas, dye-stufis,
needles, dates, figs, plums, prunes, gurrants,
beans, milk, cocoa, paper pulp, mineral
waters and books in foreign tongues. The
reduction effected by the enlargement of
the free list is $22,250,000. Sugar of grades
not above No. 16 Dutch standard is reduced
from 1.40 and 2.75 cents per pound to 1.15-
100 cents per pound; Sugars of the highest
grade from 3.50 to 2.55 per pound. It 1s
provided, however, that these reductions
shall not effect upon sugar coming from
countries that impose an export duty on
sugar. Bichromate of potash is reduced
from 3 to 2} cents per pound. On plain
china there is a reduction from 55 to 35 per
cent. ad valorem. The tax on pigiron is re-
duced to $6 per ton; on steel railg and rail-
way bars to $11 per ton. There are re-
duction on many manufactures of iron and
steel. The lower rates is most noticeable
in the cases of certain kinds of woolen and
cotton goods, glass, ready-made clothing,
writing, paper, envelopes, toys, matches,
common umbrellas, rice, wood screws, nails,
wire, forgings, chains, common c¢hina and
earthenware, ground spices, medicinal pre-
parations and proprietary medicines. The
reduction of revenue expected from woolen
goods is $12,000,000; chemicals, $750,000;
crockery, $1,500,000; cottons, $500;000; flax,
hemp and jute, $1,250,000; sugar, $11,000,
000. The total reduction from customs

duties is estimated at $50,000,000. Interal
revenue taxes will, when reached, be re-
duced, it is thought, about $20,000,000.
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THE NEW ELECTION BILLS.

Interesting Debate in the State Senate.

The Maryland Senate on Tuesday pro-
ceeded to the consideration of the order of
the day, being the election bills heretefore
reported favorably by Mr. Brown from the
committee on elections, who also reported,
without recommendation, the “Pearce clec-
tion bill.”

Mr. Randall, of Anne Arundel, moved to
substitute the “Pearce bill” for the bill of
the committee. IHe said: “It is by far the
best bill that has peen presented here. 1
do not propoge to go over the advantages
that this bill hag over the committee’s bill.
We all know all about these election bills.
They have been discussed in the commit-
tees and in the newspapers. We are all
saturated with them. There secemed to be
a consensus of opinion that there should
be an annual registration. The democrat-
ic convention and the platform deemed
annual registration essential. Annual reg-
istrations have been tried in New York and
Chicago, and work admirably; prevent
frauds. We, of the minority, think it the
most important, thing of all. It was so
considered by the democratic convention,
by Mr. Whyte and Mr. Pearce, The bill
of the committee provides for no new reg-
istration in the counties. A new registra-
tion is the important and essential feature
of the law.* We also think that the regis-
ters should be judges of election. They
will know whether the men who come up
to vote are the identical men whom they
registered. The Pearce blll contains many
safeguards and minute provisions, which
are left out of the committee’s bill. We
also think there ought to be provision for
at least two challengers and watchers; the
committee’s bill only provides for one. The
Pearce bill provides all essential safeguards
for the protection of the minority.” |

Mr. Brown, of Queen Anne'’s, said: “A
majority of the committee on elections have
reported certain bills to the Senate. The
committee have carefully gone over the
Pearce bill; sifted it thoroughly. Wethink
it is too complex in its machinery, and
would be onerous and oppressive. We
have submitted these bills, 1n which  we
think are incorporated those features which
we regard as necessary and essential to se-
cure fair registration and elections. Minor-
ity registers are provided for in Baltimore,
and minority judges and watches in tho
counties. I do not understand that any
special promige was made by the demo-
cratic party to have a complete new regis-
tration in the counties. There has been
no demand for such. There have been no
charges of fraud and corruptions in the
counties; none except in Baltimore eity.
New registrations in the counties would be
a hardship to the county people. They
would be inconvenient and disadvantage-
ous. A system of purgation such as we
have provided will accomplish the same
purpose as a new registration, and without
its hardships. 1 know that in my county
the registers, from their own knowledge
and from assistance on the part of party
workers, will be able to purge the ligts of
every name that ought to come off, and 1
believe the other counties are like mine.
If this can be accomplished in this way,

| why put the county people to the hardships

of a new registration? All we want are
fair registrations and elections. Why
should 500 or 600 men be put to trouble
and inconvenience in order to get 25 or 30
names off the lists, when you can get them
off by this system of purgation? Another
thing is that a new registration will leave

‘us with an incomplete registration; the loss

will be fully 15 to 25 per cent. It took over
four years after the last new registration to
get the full vote registered. Some of our
people think any registration is an invasion
of their rights. Our peoplein the counties
do not want three registers. In my county
seven registers do the work; do it properly
and satisfactorily. No charge of fraud has
ever been made. Why should we be put
to great expense in order to have three reg-
18ters ? The same thing is applicable to all
the counties. As to Baltimore city, certain
promises have been made. It oceurred to
us that even there everything could be ac-
complighed with good men ‘as registers by
a system of purgation. We could not see
that Baltimore was to be compared to New
York. Baltimore has not that large float-
1mg population that New York has. There
are no great and radical changes in the
population of Baltimore. Yielding to pop-
ular demand and remembering our prom-
1ses in thig regard, we have determined
upon precinct registration for Baltimore
city. She will have 540 registers; the mi-
nority will be represented in each precinct.
There will be a complete new registration
this year, a purgation next, and then
another new registration, and o on. If it
18 the sense of the Senate that a new reg-
istration should be had in the counties,
then the committee’s bill can be so amend-
ed. I donot see why the registers should
be the judges of election. Frequently a
first-class register would not make a good
judge of election. With us young men are
generally registers, while elderly men, with
whom we are willing to trust our dearest
rights, are the judges of election. More-
over, this law does not necessarily prevent

registers from being judges of eleéction. We

desire an absolutely fair registration and
election. No man is more opposed to fraud
in any shape than I. I am willingto go as
far as 18 necessary to secure fair elections,
and I believe we havedone so.”

Mr. Burchinal.—“I deem it of the utmost
importance to have minority registers in
the countiez. -'We are not everywhere as
wellin regard to registers as thoy are in
Queen Anne’s.”

The senate by a voteof 18 to 4 refused to
substitute the Pearce bill, and a motion to
substitute the Whyte bill was also lost by
the same vote.

[Mr. McKaig’s statement that the Pearce
bill “is undemocratic in centralizing power
in the hands of the governor and giving
him the appointment of all the election of-
ficers in the State,” was altogether an un-
just criticism. It indicates that the Senator
has not read the Pearce bill. His state-
ment 1s wholly incorrect. The Pearce
bill does not give the power as stated, but
1t does give it to the county authorities. Mr.
Pearce geemed particularly careful, in
framing his bill, to avoid the “centralization
of power in the hands of the governor,”
and Senator McKaig should do Mr. Pearce

the justice to correct his statement.—Ens.]

Still Pond Agricultural Club.

Crus RooMm, March 3, 1888,

MEessgs. Eprrors :—Club met, and after
the usual preliminaries Mr. J. S. Harris in-
formed the Club that the question of the
Fruit Exchange in Baltimore wag still
under advisement, and that all parties con-
cerned were about ready for the call for a
convention to be made; and Mr. N, Bar-

nard, president of the club, was instructed
to visit Baltimore the coming week and
confer with H. O. Devries, agent of Mary-
land State Grange, and President Bates, of
the Business Men’s Association, and issue
a call for said convention of farmers to be
held in Baltimore in April to discuss plans
and methods for organizing this important
movement. .

A word to the wise is sufficient. Let
every farmer gird on the armor for the
contest. Let each one make this cause his
own. We have opposition—strong, deter-
mined opposition in Baltimore. We will
not have a walk-over. Whisperings of
discontent, mutterings of disfavor, reach
our ears; but stronger and stronger the
farmers are getting in resolve. We hear
not a word of opposition among them ;
they seem to be a unit in favor of the
measure ; they realize the importance of
the movement ; they appreciate the oppor-
tunity ; and, knowing their duty, dare. to
perform it.

The asparagus question came up for dis-
cussion. Mr. G. W. Price gave his methods
and experience as follows: Manures land

heavy in the fall ; in the spring plows fur- |

rows or trenches 12 inches deep, 6 feet
apart ; sets roots or crowns 18 inches apart ;
covers them 1 inch, and as they grow fills
in more earth till the trench is full ; always
uses two-year crowns; prefers using phos-
phates annually ; manures propagate weeds
and grass. It is quite necessary that the
ground be kept loose; prefers stiff' land, as
the product will be more erigp, tender and
palatable than in light land.

W. D. Pennington: Also planted deep,
and maured very heavily ; had not as good
success as a neighbor who used fertilizer
exclusively.

N.Barnard : Also planted deep, but think
it a mistake. The greener the product the
better price it commands; prefer to cut it
about an inch below the surface; if cut
deeper than thisthe part below ground is
white, tough and stringy, and will not
command as good price, The asparagus
beetle is very destructive to this crop; the
best plan to manage it is to plow a furrow
on the rows daily after cutting, leaving
every fifth row uncovered, the beetles will
then depredate on these uncovered rows,
which may be dosed with Paris green.
Of course, great care should be exercised
never to use the grass in these uncovered
rows. KusEBIus.
