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GERMANY'S HO

The death of William I, King of Prussia
and Emperor of Germany, briefly men-
tioned in our last issue, must rank as an
event of the greatest interest and impor-
tance in view of his eminence among the
monarchs of the old world, the extent of the
empire built up about Berlin as a centre
during his reign and largely through his
wisediscretion, his vigor of mind and body
to the close of an extremely long life, the

veneration and respect with which he was
regarded throughout the world, and the
possible consequence of his demise. Few
careers have been more successful.  Born
on March 22, 1797, he accompanied the
Prussian armies that aided in the over-
throw of the first Napoleon. He did rlot
ascend the throne till January 2, 1861, but
he signalized his ascension by inangurating
policics and measures that made possible
the formation of the German empire, and
made that empire the most powerful in the
world. With the assistance of Von Roon
he paved the way for victory by the reor-
ganization of the army. In 1862 he placed
Bismark at the head of his cabinet as imin-
ister of foreign affairs. Having secared in
1864 Austria’s co-operation, he was success-
ful in the Schleswig-Holstein war, and two
years later, in alliance with Italy, conquered
at Sadowa, with the result of extinguishing
Austria as a German power. In these two
wars, in which he took an active part, he
added Lauenburg, Schleswig-Holstein, Han-
over, Hesse-Cassel, Nassau and Frankfort
to his dominions, and later he became the
head of the North German Confederation.
His sagacity in selecting able ministers and
generals was shown in the events of this
period. His confidence in Bismarck, Von
Roon and Moltke, despite the opposition
engendered by their strong characters, was
q principal factor of the large results then
and afterwards achieved. On July 1, 1867
he made Bismarck chancellor. Karly in
1870, the Spanish throne being vacant, King
William favored the candidature of Prince
Leopold of Hohenzollernand N apoleon 111.
opposed it. The Prince was induced to re-
nounce his candidature, but when Bene-
ditti, the French embassador, following the
king to Ems, insisted, with some pertinac-
ity, upon a pledge that no Hohenzollern
should ascend the Spanish throne, an adju-
tant was directed by the king to inform the
embassador that no further communications
from him were desired. The French Km-
peror had long been jealous of the growing
power of his eastern neighbor. Therepulse
suffered by his embassador was not, there-
fore, wholely unwelcome, if uniorseen, as it
afforded a pretext for an effort to reduce
Prussia to its former dimensions. But the
declaration of war in July, 1870, brought
the South German States to the king’s side.
William was with the German armies from
the beginning to the end of the war. He
commanded in person at Gravelotte, and
on Sept. 2 1870, at Sedan, received the sur-
render of Nepoleon III. In the following
month he occupied the palace of the former
French kings at Versalles, and on January
1871, was here proclaimed Emperor of Ger-
many, the new empire embracing the South
German States that had previously held
aloof. Alsace-Lorraine was incorporated in
the empire by proclamation in June, after
the ratification of a treaty of peace. After
the close of the Franco-German war the
Emperor William’s public acts were not of
a striking nature, but it is beyond question
that he exerted a powerful influence in aid
of Bismarck’s policy of consolidating the
newly-created empire and in preserving the
peace of Europe.
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MARYLAND LEGISLATURE,

The Senate and House of Delegates could
neither of them muster a quorum Monday
night. Only ten Senators dnd forty mem-
bers of the House answered totheir names.
The Eastern Shore and Southern Mary-
land members were unable to get to An-
napolis because of the big blizzard. Sev-
eral who fought their way through the
deep snow-drifts and fallen timber in the
country had an experience that was decid-
edly rough for Maryland in March.

The bill to enlarge the powers of county
commissioners has passed the House and
will no doubt pass the Senate.

The city extension bill came up in the

Qenate Tuesday night as the special order
on its third reading and final passage.
There were but seventeen Senators present,
the storm continuing to lay an embargo to
prevent a full Senate. The bill received
fifteen votes, the negative being Senators
Brattan and Burchinal: Gov. Jackson ap-
proved the bill and it is now a law.
* House amendments to the election and
registration bills, which were but light,
were concurred in by the Senate and the
bills passed.

In the Senateon Wec!esday Mr. McKaig
rose to a qestion of privilege in regard to
his speech on the election bills and his
eriticism of the Pearce bill. Mr. McKaig
gaid: “I was mistaken in supposing that
the Pearce bill provided for the appoint-
ment of boards of supervisors for the coun-
ties by the Governor. I had read the bill.
T suppose I fell into the error because of
the multiplicity of bills, two of which do
provide for the appointment of boards of
supervisors for the counties by the Gov-
ernor. Ten years ago I voted for Mr.
Pearce for United States Senator, and 1
have seen no reason to regret my vote.”

A bill has been drafted and mtroduced
in the legislature, providing for the redis-

“tricting of the congressional districts of
Maryland. The first district is to remain
as it now is. The second district is to get
the first ward of Baltimore city, and all of
Baltimore county, and will lose Carroll
county. The third district will lose the
ninth ward of the city and get the fifteenth
ward. The fourth district will get the
ninth ward and lose the fifteenth ward.
The fifth district will get Montgomery
county and lose the first and thirteenth
districts of Baltimore county. The sixth
“distriet will get Carroll and lose Montgom-
erv county.

Dr. Mackall, of Cecil, has introduced a
bill to change the board of directors of the
Maryland Agricultural College. He wants
practical farmers to be at the front. The
bill provides for thirteen trustees, five to be
elected by the private stockholders, four to

be residents of the State and one from the |

District of Columbia. The governor and
commissioner of agriculture are to bein the
hoard, and a practical farmer from each
congressional district is to be appointed by
the governor and confirmed by the Senate.

The House committee on ways and means
expected to report the general appropria-
tion bills this week. The sum of $575,000
will be recommended to pay interest on
the State debt, a reduction of $25,0000n the
amount set apart at the last session. The |
interest on the State debt has been de-
ereased to that amount. The recommen-
dations for the expenses of the Legislature |
of 1890 will be for an appropriation of

ASSESSMENT BILL.
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THE NEW

How Property Shall e Assessed—And What
Shall Be Exempted—The Provisions to Be
Strietly Construed—The Tax Com-
missioner to Have Charge.

The following synopsis of the assessment
bill now hefore the Legislature will be read
with interest. It is, of course, subject to
amendment:

Section 1 provides for the valuation and
assessment of all interest in vessels of all
descriptions owned Dby residents of this
State and registered in a port of Marvland,
and also all real estate owned by banks,
hank stocks and shares in joint stock
companies.

Section 2 provides for the taxation of the
real and personal property of railroads for
county and municipal purposes in thesame
manner as the property of individuals is
now taxed.

Section 3 provides for the usuai exemp-
tion of United States property and bonds,
and state, county, city property and bonds,
buildings used exclusively for public wor-
ship, their furniture, &e., parsonages con-
nected therewith, and such other property
as is necessary for the use of such places of
worship ; all graveyards, cemeteries or cem-
etery companies which do not accumulate
profits for private gain.

ital stock of national banks and other cor-
porations, belonging to the citizens of this
State, shall be valued and assessed at such
rate as the State tax commissioner’ shall
put upon then. 2 -

Section & provides for the division of the
districts; Kent 1s
made one district, with three assessors.

Section 6 empowers the governor to pro-
vide for any portion of territory that may
have been overlooked. -

Section 7 provides that the governor,
with the Senate’s consent, shall appoint for
each of the assessment districts, into which
the city and the counties are divided, three
assessors, except as to Garrett and Somer-
cot counties. Each assessor shall be a
property holder in the district for which
appointed, and shall have been a resident
of for one year. o

Section :8 provides that  the governor
shall appoint a board of control and re-
view, composed of three persons for each
county in the State, and provides for simi-
lar boards of control for every four wards
in Baltimore city. The same provision as
to being a property-holder and resident
applies to the board of review. :

Qection 8 fixes the rate of compensation
for assessors and members of the boards of
review and control at $3.50 per day. Kvery
board of review and control in the counties
shall have one clerk and in the city at $3.50
per day, the clerks to be '1'&11_1nved at the
pleasure of the boards. The city and coun-
ties are to pay their assessors.

Section 10 gives the governor
of removal for cause.

Section 11 gets forth the oath to be taken
by the assessors, boards and clerks.

Section 12 provides that the county com-
missioners and the Appeal Tax Court, of
Baltimore city, shall notify the governor
of any failure of an assessor or member of
the board to qualify.

Section 13 provides for printed blanks to
be furnished the assessors. |

Qection 14 provides that the. assessors
<hall assemble on the 1st of May, 1888, at
the county seats and in Baltimore city at
the City Hall and enter upon their duties.

Section 15 provides that the boards of
control and review in the counties shall as-
semble at the county geats on the same day
and those for the city of Baltimore in the
City Hall. | ;

Section 16 provides that the counties and
the city shall provide suitable places of
meeting for their respective boards of con-
trol and review.

dection 17 gives the assessor and the
board the right to administer oaths.

Section 18 makes it the duty of the pres-
‘dents of all banks and incorporated insti-
tutions, whose capital is represented by
chares of stock, on or before the first day
of July next to make return, under oath or
affirmation, to the county commissioners
and to the Appeal Tax Court of Baltimore
city a list of their respective stockholders,
or shareholders, who respectively reside in
the county or city, as far as he may keep
their places of residence, together with the
number of shares of stock held by such
stockholder or shareholder, and shall also,
under oath, transmit a list of non-resident
stockholders or_shareholders. It prevides
a penalty of $100 for each day after the
first of July that any president may neg-
lect to transmit such liste.

Section 19 provides that the assessors
shall value all property within their dis-
trict at its cash value, without looking to a
forced sale. It also defines the duties of
the assessors.

Section 20 regulates the modes of proce-
dure in case of an appeal from an assessgor.

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WINTER DAYS IN CUBA.

as to its length and breadth they will nine
times out of ten answer, “Oh, 1 suppose
about two hundred miles long and twenty-

five broad,” when in reality it is nine hun-

dred and eighty-seven miles long and on
an average fifty miles broad. But the in-
habitants of this lovely isle, which, unless
we wish Germany or England to have her,
must inevitably come into the possession
of the United States, and that at no distant
day, care little and think less of their great
neighbor so near at hand. Tliey are suf-
ficient unto themselves, and why should
they not be ? With a tideless sea around
them, the most fertile of all lands about
them, trees laden with fruit, a fairly equa-
ble temperature throughout the year, and
laree and handsome cities with th eir opera
houses and theaters; contented with little,
they eat, drink and are merry, notwith-
standing that the island is bankrupt and
they are under the Spanish dominion. * *

hay. This knowledge might be of great
use to farmerg in seasons when the erop of
hay is short. The fence question was also
agitated and the verdict was unanimous
against all wire having spurs at right angles
with the line of fence, and also against
plain wire.

Thirdly,
saving land; one acre in lucerne or clover
will feed in the pound four times as many
cattle as an acre of pasture and do it much
better. The result will be four times as
much stock will be kept, four times as much
manure. made, and the productive capacity
of the soil rapidly increased.
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MARYLAND AGRICULTURAL CoLLEGE.—At
a meeting of the trustees of the Maryland
Agricultural College on the 9th inst. Major
Henry E. Alvord, of New York, was
elected president of the experimental sta-
tion to be attached to the college, with a
salary of $3,000 per year, and was also ap-
poinfed president pro. tem. of the college
without extra compensation. Thosge pres-
ent at the meeting were Governor Jackson,
Messrs. George Peter, president of the
Senate, George M. Upshar, Speaker of the
House of Delegates, Comptroller Baugh-
man, Stevenson Archer, Norman J. Col-
man, United States Commissioner of Agri-
calture, Colonel J. Carroll Walsh, Wilmer
Johnson and Allen Dodge. Gov. Jackson
was in the chair, with Wilmer Johnson,
secrotary, Major Alvord was nominated,
and, after some discyssion, he was unani-
mously elected to both officex, in the latter
office displacing Allen Dodge, of Washing-
ton. Ilig election was advocated by Com-
mizsioner Colman, who is a personal friend
of Major Alford, and will use his influence
to get him to accept the position. The di-
rectors made ah 1ngpection of the college
and the surrounding grounds, and deter-
mined t¢ use their best endeavors to re-
store the institution to its proper sphere.
They agreed that the college has been neg-
lected of late years, and that many im-
provements are necessary to re-establish 1t
on a basis that will render it a credit to the
State. Numerous improvements will be
made in the agricultural branch of the in-
stitution, and an effort will be made to in-
crease the nnmber of scholarships to its
fullest capacity.
