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Death of Chief Justice Waite.
Special Dispatch to the Kent News.

Wasinisarox, D. C., Mar. 23, 1888 —€hief
Justice Waite died here this morning at
six o’clock.

[Morrisox R.Warrg, of Ohlo, was ap-
pointed by President Grant Chief Justice
of the United States Supreme Court in 1874
to suncceed Salmon P. Chase, of Ohlo.
Taney, Marshall, Ellsworth, Rutledge and
Jay were his predecessors in that high of-
fice—Taney, the great Marylander, holding
the position from 1836 to 1864. Justice
Waite was born in Connecticut in Novem-
ber, 1816, and was thereforein his 72d year.

He graduated at Yale College in 1837,
and studied law with his father, In 1873
he was chogsen—by unanimous vote of both
political parties, it is said—member of
the Constitutional Convention for Ohio;
and it was while he was presiding at a
session of this body that he received the
intelligence that he had been nominated
hy President Grant to be the Chief Justice.
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Ix the United States Circuit Court at Bal-
timore, on Tuesday, James Parker and Ed-
ward Best, indicted for robbery of the post-
office at Salisbury, Md., pleaded guilty,and
were sentenced to four years and six
months at hard labor in the Maryland pen-
itentiary and to nay $100 fine each.
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Tur late blizzard made fearful havoe
amone the dredgers of the Chesapeake bay.
Scores of vessels were blown ashore; there
was great suffering among the crews from
the intense cold, and a number of lives were
lost. The captaing pronounce it the worst
storm they ever experienced on the bay.
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Tue Cuban fagt mail train from New
York for Jacksonville went though a trestle
on the Savannah, Florida and Western
Railroad at Hurricane river, seventy miles
helow Savannah, Saturday morning, and 23
people were killed and between 30 and 40
injured. Geo. Gould, son of Jay Gould, and
wife were on the train, but escaped with

slight injuries.
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Taere is a terrible panic among the lig-
vor dealers in Philadelphia. The License
Court decided on the application for the
first seven wards in the city on Monday.
Three hundred and five licenses were grant-
ed and 368 refused. If this proportion
should hold good through the city there
will only be 1,650 licensed houses against
6,000, the present number.

Tare: Supreme Court of the United States
on Monday decided the telephone cases in
favor of the Bell patent. Justice Blatchford
delivered the opinion, which was prepared
by Chief Justice Waite. Justices Bradley,
Field and Harland dissented, and as Jus-
tices Gray and Lamar did not sit in the
case the Bell patents were sustained by a
majority of one, or four to three. The cases
covered by the decision of the court are six
in number.
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Nover Svrr Acanst A Raruroan.—Mr
Lloyd Wilkinson, of Pocomoke City, Md.,
brought suit for $72 against the New York,
Philadelphia and Norfolk Railroad for sick-
ness caused Dby riding in one of their cars
from Salishury to Pocomoke City, on Mon-
day, February 13 last, without fire in the
ear. Theecase was heard in Pocomoke City
Friday week before Justice Robinson, who
rendered a decigion in favor of Wilkinson
for the full amount.

Baltimore’s Great Future.

Mayor Latrobe, in a letter to Mr. Ber-
nard Carter, thanking him for the efficient
part which he, as one of the city law ofli-
cers, took in the passage of the city exten-
sion bill, takes occasion to sayv:

“The people of the Belt will now have an oppor-
tunity of uniting their territory to Baltimore city.
We offer them many advantages, and undoubtedly
impose upon ourselves some heavy burdens. But
Baltimore has, in my judgment, a great future, and
before the close of the century, should the Belt
unite with ns, I am suge we will have a community
numbering over 800,008sonls, prosperous and happy
in the possession of a eity unsurpassed for comfort of
living, general intelligence and solid prosperity by
any other in this country.”

The Decline in One Year.

Hambleton’s weekly financial circular is-
sued last Saturday tells how the B. & O.
stock has dropped from 180 to 80 within
one year! It says:

“At our exchange the general market was less ac-
tive in the absenece of New York quotation, but the
trading and fluctuations in Baltimore & Ohio stock,
and in the securities.of the gas companies, made up
for the inactivity of the balance of the list. Just
about one year ago, during the excitement attending
the Ives-Stayner deal, and when Mr, Garrett was so-
liciting and obtaining options to the B. & O. stock at
175, the price of B. & O.advanced to 180. This week
the B. & 0. sold at 80, a decline since this time last
year of one hundred dollars per share, We have
anticipated that B. & O. stock would break badly
wheneverthere was any attemptto sell, as there has
been no effort to sustain prices, and very little de-
mand for the stoek."’
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A pisastrous wreck occurred on the New
York, Pennsylvania and Ohio Railway Sat-
urday. A west-bound fast express and an
east-bound passenger from Oil City collided
on a curve in the lower yard at Meadville,
Pa. Engineer Festenton, of the express,
was caught in the wreck and had a leg
broken and was badly scalded by escaping
steam. His fireman and the engineér and
fireman of the passenger train jumped. En-
oineer Armstrong was badly hurt about
the head. The tender telescoped the bag-
gage car of the passenger train, and the

engines took fire.

Tur First Gux ror CLEVELAND.—Rhode
Island is the first State to elect delegates to
the democratic national convention. The
State convention met at Providence Mon-
day, and it declared in favor of the renom-
ination of President Cleveland, the first
plank in the platform reading: “President
Cleveland’s wise, economic and honest ad-
minigtration of the affairs of the nation in
the interest of the wholé people demands
his renomination by his party and his re-
election by the people as patriotic duties;
we therefore instruct our delegates tp the
national democratic convention to continue
to cast their votes in favor of his renomina-
tion just so long as,in the opinion of a4 ma-
jority of them, there is a reasonable proba-

bility of accomplishing that result.”

“to provide for the purchase of Chester
river bridge by Kent and Queen Anne’s
counties.” The bill authorizes the com-
miscioners of the two counties to negotiate
with the bridge company and purchase at
a sum not exceeding the par value of the
stock of said company, and the cost of said
purchase and the after maintenance shall
be to the two counties “in the proportion
that the said commissioners may agree
upon.”

Court of Appeals has decided the case of
Wm. Silverwood vs. J. H. B. Latrobe and
others, known as the Greenmount ceme-
tery case, in favor of the lotholder. Sil-
ver woodhad purchased a lot in the ceme-
tery and during a period extending from
June 1, 1865, to April, 1887, had exercised
his right to plant and cultivate trees, shrubs
and flowers in his lot, and had employed
skillful and competent persons of his own
selection to do this work. But only in the
last mentioned year the proprietors passed
an order prohibiting any person, other

family, from doing any work in the ceme-
tery, except by a permit from the superin-
tendent. In this order the board of mana-
gers declared their intention to take entire
charge, through their employees, of all
work that may be necessary to the proper

care of all lots in the cemetery and author-
ize the superintendent to make arrange-
ments with the lotholders for the particu-
lar care of their respective lots in order to
carry out their intention thus declared.
One of the city courts sustained the ceme-
tery company in the position which it
took, when an appeal was taken to the
higher court. After reviewing the case at
length, the Court of Appeals decides that
the company had no right to pass theorder
in question, and that lotholders have the
right to make their own improvements and
employ whomsoever they see proper to do

A New Method of Drawing Jurors,

Judge Holland has drafted and put in
the hands of our Legislatorsa new jury law,
which we taink will meet with general
approval. The present law provides that
two hundred names of persons, competent

and legally eligible for jurors, shall be plac-
ed in a box, from which shall be drawn
forty-eight to serve as jurors.” One of these
forty-eight shall be named by the court
foreman of the grand jury. Twenty-two
others shall be drawn, who, with the fore-
man, shall constitute the grand jury. The
remaining twenty-five shall constitute the
petit julx'. The method of selecting the
two hundred is by apportioning the num-
ber to the several districts according to

drawn, forty-eight are again put in the box,
taking from each district a sufficient num-
ber to make up that district’squota. Judge
Holland’s provision is that each district’s
proportion of the two hundred be placed
in a separate compartment of the juror’s
box, from which shall be drawn the quotas
of the several districts.
