MARYLAND LEGISLATURE,

CIIESTER RIVER BRIDGE.

In the Senate Monday night Mr. Brown
introduced the bill to provide for the pur-
chase of Chester river bridge by Kent and
Queen Anne’s counties, and to make esald
bridge free. |

TO DESTROY PEACH YELLOWS,

President J. W. Kerr, of the Peninsula
Horticultural Society, at the solicitation of
many Peninsula fruit growers, has had pre-
pared a bill “to prevent the spread of the
contagious disease commonly known as the
‘yellows,” in peach orchards in the State of
Maryland.” The bill provides that the
owner of any peach orchard, upon informa-
tion being given him in writing that the
yellows are in his orchard, and the trees
thus affected being pointed out to him,
shall, within ten days, dig up and burn
them, and upon his failure to do so within
the time specified, any constable of the
county in which said trees are located, upon
the same being pointed out to him, shall
dig up and burn them, and shall receive for
every tree €0 dug up and burned the sum
of $1, to be paid by the owner of the trees,
the said sum to be collected in the same
manner as any other fines in the State of
Maryland. It is also provided that neither
the constable nor the informer shall be
held a tresspasser in discharging the du-
ties thus imposed, and any constable fail-
ing to discharge them shall be subject to
be indicted by the grand jury, and upon
conviction shall be subject to a fine of not
less than $500. Mr, Kerr and other prom-
inent fruit growers who have investigated
the matter say that something must soon
be done in order to preserve the valuable
Eastern Shore orchards from the blight.

Mr. Brice, of Kent, introduced the above
bill in the House on Wednesday.

HUSBAND AND WIFE. :

Senator Edelen’s bill repealing the act
relating to husband and wife provides that
the property, real and personal, belonging
to a woman at the time of her marriage,
and all property which she may acquire,
become entitled to, earn, recover or receive
after her marriage in any way whatsoever,
shall be protected from the debts of her
husband, and shall not in any manner be
liable for the payment thereof, nor be in
any way subject to his disposal or control;
but no acquisition of property passing in
any shape from the husband to the wife
after marriage shall be valid as against the
rights of his then subsisting creditors if the
same be made or granted to her in preju-
dice of their rights, provided proceedings to
impeach or amend such acquigition be taken
before the said property shall be sold by
the wife to a bona fide purchaser for value
without notice. Married women shall hold
all their property for their separate use as
fully as if they were unmarried, and shall
have all the power to dispose thereof by
deed, will or any other instrument that
husbands have to dispose of their prop-
erty, and no more. They shall have

ower to contract and engage in any bus-
iness and to sue upon their contracts,
and also to sue for the recovery, security or
protection of their property as fully as 1if
they were unmarried. They may also be
sued seéparately upon their contracts,
whether made before or during marrage.
A widow shall be ensitled to dower in lands
held by equitable title in the husband at
any time during the. coverture, whether
held by him at the time of his death
or not, but such right of dower shall
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not operate to the prejudice of any claim |

for the purchase money of such lands.—
The husband shall acquire by virtue of
his marriage an. estate for his life in one-

third of the lands held or owned by his
wife at any time during the marriage,
whether by legal or equitable title, and
whether held by her at the time of her
death or not. A married woman may re-
linquish her dower in any real estate by
the joint deed of herself and husband or
by separate deed. No husband shall be
liable for any debts of his wife contracted
for any claims arising prior to marriage,
but she and her property shall remain la-
ble therefore in the same manner as if the
" ; - . -
marriage had not taken place. Nothing in
the law shall be construed to relieve the
husband from . liability for the debts, con-
tracts or engagements which the wife may
incur or enter into upon the credit of her
husband, or as his agent, or for necessaries
for herself or children.
- GROUNDS RENTS.

The bill to make ground rents hereafter
created redeemable after 5 years at 6 per
cent. was unanimously passed in the House.
It will now go to the Senate.

TAXATION OF MORTGAGES. |

The bill fo¥the taxation of mortgages be-
ing under discussion on Tuesday, Mr. Brat-
tan submitted an amendment providing for
the taxation of all mortgages and the de-
ducting of the amount of the mortgage from
the assessment of the property. Lost by a
vote of 10 to 13, the yeas being Messrs. Pres-
ident, Bennett, Brattan, Browning, Burch-
inal, Lindsay, McKaig, Stake, Toadvin,
Wentz. Nays—DMessrs. Brown, Colton, Den-
nis, Edelin, Goldsborough, Goodwin, John-
son, McCullough, Peter of Howard, Ran-.

- VOTE SELLING.

In the Senate on Wednesday Mr. Brown
introduced a bill to punish parties who sell
their votes. This bill does not provide for
the punishmentof the purchaser,and makes
him a competent witness. This seems to
be a practical movement against bribery.

FOR A RETURN OF STATE FLAGS.

Mr. Burchinal in the Sendte on Wednes-
day presented the following joint reso-
lutions:

Resolved by the General Assembly of Maryland,
1.  That the Adjutant General of this State be and
he is hereby directed to procure from the Secretary
of War of the United States all the standards, flags
and colors borne by regiments and battalions and
batteries from this State in the army of the United
“rates during the war of 1812, the Mexican war, and
the war between the States, and our Senators and
Reprexentatives in Congress are rmiluested to assist
the Adjutant General in securing the same for this
State. : '

2. The Adjutant General is further directed to
@olleet sueh fiags and colors as were borne by regi-
fiments, battalions or batteries from this State 1n the
service of the Confederate States during the war be-
gween the States. ke _

3 He shall cause to be prepared a brief history of
each and every flag so procured by him, Union and
Confederate, and record the same in the records of
his office, as part of the archives of the State; provi-
ded, that he shall not procure or collect, any flags
that were eaptured by either side,

4 He shall eause all such standards, flags and
eolors as he.shall proeure and ¢ollect to be displayed
in a proper manner in the State House, at Annapolis,
there to be forever exhibited, and preserved, as a
perpetual memorial of the valor, courage and fortl-
tude of the sons of Marvland, in order that the re-
nown won by them may be preserved and perpetus-

ted, as the common heritage of all the people of Mary-
land, to the last syllable of recorded time.

MISCELLANEOUS.

It is believed that there will not be time
to mature a proper reasgessment law, and
that matter is likely to go over till the next
session. The indications are that the Sen-
ate cannot pass any bill taxing mortgages.
It is also thought that the bill to redistriet
the congressional districts of Maryland
could not be passed, and the assurance is
oiven that there is no probability of its
]DJeing the subject of a party caucus. |

LIGHTNING IN THE CAPITOL!

———————

A Bolt Descends and Alarms Senators and
Representatives.

A Washington dispatch says: At2o’clock
Wednesday afternoon a flash of electricity,
followed by a terrific peal of thunder,
struck the big dome of the Capitol, lighted
up the face of the bronze statue of the
Goddess of Liberty, glided down the iron

sides of the dome, and scattered itself all
over the interior of the building, creating
great excitement among the statesmen.
In the Senate the shock played havoc with
its dignity. The clerk stopped -reading
as though he had been shot and looked up;
so did all the Senators. Senator Stanford
leaped from his chair, and, placing his
hand over his heart, gasped for breath.
Mr. Edmunds quickly put on his silk cap
to cover his bald head. President Ingalls
nervously fingered his ivory gavel for a
moment, then called Mr. Dolph to the
chair and went out. Nearly every man in
the chamber showed signs of nervousness,
but when the shock was passed smiled
knowingly at each other. Senator Vance
actually started to run, and stopped sud-
denly, saying : “The wicked flee when no
man pursueth.” After running around the
roof for a moment the ball of fire entered
the press gallery, and burned every tele-
graph wire. In the lobby of the press gal-
lery a ball of fire dropped from each chan-
delier to the floor. In the sub-basement
an engineer was knocked off his chair. A
cab horse outside was knocked down.

In the House the members had been en-
gaged in an unseemly wrangle all day over
the Eight-hour bill when the stroke came.
“Balls of blue fire” played about the corri-
dorg, and each occupant of the House or
of the committee rooms seemed to think he
was the especial object of attack. The
erash led some members of the House to
the belief that the roof was tumbling in..
Electric lights in some parts of the wing
were next extinguished. Lane, of 1llinois,
who was speaking, sank into his ‘seat In
alarm, and no man spoke. Not even Tom
Reed could think of a witty thing to say.
Mr. Cox, who was standing in the aisle,
jumped clear off his feet. Speaker Carlisle,
forgetting himself, rapped for order, but 1t
was not necessary. The lightning had
made every member docile as a lamb, and
for the remainder of the day all turbulence
was subdued. Members who had assailed
each other in the most bitter language
<hook hands, apologized and buried the
hatchet. For an hour after the shoek not
an unkind word was spoken. As in the
Senate, big sparks of fire from the numer-
ous electric wires rolled about overhead
and smashed all the telegraph wires.
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A DREDGER'S TERRIBLE EXPERIENCE,

Submerged for 36 Hours in the Hold of a
Capsized Vessel—His Companions Drowned.

The following is-sent from Cambridge,
Md., to the Baltimore Sun under date March
19th : Capt. Geo. H. White, of Lower Hoop-
er’s Island, Dorchester county, who passed
through Cambridge this afternoon on his
way to Baltimore, reports great damage in
the neighborhood by the late storm. He
also brought intelligence of the drowning of
two dredgers and the almost miraculous
escape of another from the capsizing of one
of his own vessels, the Pinkney Whyte, on
the Sunday evening of the gale. The ves-

three dredgers on board. Soon after the
storm burst on her the masts of the Whyte
were broken off, and during the night she
capsized. Atthe time the vessel went over
two of the sailors were on deck and the
third in the hold, between decks. The
snow was falling thick, and the weather
was terribly cold. The two men on deck
climbed by aid of the rigging, fastened to
the broken mast, to the top of the vessel,
but were goon numbed by the cold, washed
off and drowned. The third man, who was
in the hold, after being for a time com-
pletely submerged by the rushing waters,
found himself standing in a watery dun-
geon, his body to the neck being under
water, and his head the vacuum between
the surface of the water and the bottom of
the upturned vessel. Thus imprisoned in
the darkness and with a scant supply of
air, the sailor clung to the vessel’s bottom
while she was tossed about at the mercy of
the waves. He remained in his perilous
position for 36 hours. More than once, the
man states, he felt all the terrors of death
and depairs. The vessel was driven towards
the shore and the broken stubs of the mast
took hold in the sand. The tide receded
and gave the sailor room to move about
and more air to breathe, but afterwards the
tide rising up to his neck, threatened him
with death by a slow process of drowning.
After the storm subsided Captain White,
who had viewed the vessel from shore, felt
satisfied that all the men were drowned,
but on going@vith a party to discover her
condition, heard groans preceding from the
wreck. Axes were procured and a hole
cut in the bottom of the vessel and the
prisoner released.

quality, being plants, TFhe contingous heayy winds
blew all the water off the hedg and kept it off, leay-
ing the oysters exposed for seyeral days, The resylt
was that the oysters all froze and are a total loss.
