WEDNESDAY, April 18th.—Court met,
Judge Wickes upon the bench.

The case of Judefind Bros., real estate
agents, vs. Wm. Stevens, was continued
from Tuesday. Jury trial. An outline of
the case is as follows: Wm. Stevens, of the
fifth distriet, placed in the hands ol Jude-
find Bros., real estate agents, a farm to be
sold. Judefind Bros. produced a purchaser,
but the purchaser whom they introduced
was unable to comply with the terms in
negotiating through Judefind Bros. Final-
ly, the sale was affected through J. D.
Urie, who advanced the money to purchas-
er, B. H. Coburn, and Urie claimed and
received from Stevens commission on the
sale. Coburn is the same man introduced by
the Judefind Bros., and they claimed coni-
missions for having made the sale, and
brought suit to recover the same from
Stevens. On submission of the prayers ot
counsel, Judge Wickes defind the law

_bearing upon the case very clearly. e
said the decision of the case should hinge
upon one point—the abandonment or non-
abandonment of mnegotiations between
Judefind Brothers and Stevens. If the
Judefinds, after having introduced or dis-
closed their purchaser, Coburn, were una-
ble to comply with the conditions, if nego-
tiations were broken off and the sale aban-
doned by them, the Judefinds could not re-
cover commissions. If, on the contrary,
the negotiations between the Judefinds and
Stevens had not been abandoned, then the
Judefinds were entitled, under the law
bearing upon the case, to commissions on
the sale. 'The testimony on the point in-
dicated by Judge Wickes, was conflicting.
The case was argued before the jury by 5.
T. Wickes and J. D. Urie representing
Stevens, and by James A. Pearce repre-
senting Judefind Bros.

One
grown-eel weighing three pounds, he says,
“can eat a million shad roe in a day—if he
can find them.” He adds: “I have call-
ed the eel a he, but it-would be more proper
to apply the feminine gender to the whole
family, as I contend that they are.all able
to bring forth young of the agamic kind.
They are truly the greatest monster known
to man, being amphibious in their power,
viviperg@s in their nature and agamic in
their kind.” He tells us further that “The
ecl has a power of electricity with which
he destroys the female shad as just before
spawning she becomes inert and can’t get
out of the way like the male, which 1s very
plainly shown by the fishermen catching
three to five male shad to every two female,
and, we knowing that in nature’s distribu-
tion she always has the most females, it 1s
therefore, plain praeof that thousands are

Chestertoion.

1 CHAPTER 227,

AN ACT to amend article fourteen of the
Code of Public Laws, entitled “Kent
County,” sub-title “Chestertown,” by re-
pealing sections forty-two, forty-three,
forty-five, forty-eight, forty-nine, fifty,
fifty-two, fifty-three, fifty-four and fifty-
six, as amended by the Act of the.Gen-
eral Assembly, passed at the January
Session, eighteen hundred and eighty-
twoy Chapter three hundred and eighty-
six; and sections fifty-seven, fifty-eight,
fifty-nine,sixty, sixty-four, sixty-five, six-
ty-seven, sixty-eight,'sixty-nine, seventy,
ceventy-one, seventy-two, seventy-three
and seventy-eight, and to repeal Chapter
one hundred and ninety-two of the acts
of the General Assembly, passed at the
January Session, eighteen hundred and
eighty, and to enact the following in lien

forfeitures for the breach of the by-laws or ordinances
of the town ; to levy and collect taxes on the assessa-
ble property within the town limits; to require the
laying of gutters and paving the sidewalks by the
owners of the adjoining property and to keep them
In repair; to provide for the arrest and fining or
committing to the Kent county jail of all vagrants,
