The first witness sworn was J. Walter Sutton, who
testitied that his mother owned the stock of goods,
and that he was her agent. On the night of the fire
he had been away from home, and returned about
twelve o'cleck at night. The store was all right at
that time. He then retired and some time later,
he eonld not say exactly at what hour, he was awa-
kened by his wife, who said the store was on fire.
He immediately went down, but the fire had made
such headway that he could do nothing toward put-
ting it out. He tried to get in at a window, near
which was a desk containing books and papers, but
could not do so. He was afraid to-enter at the door,
for fear the building would fall in on him. Mr. Sut-
ton gave what he believed to be the value of his
stock, as follows : Groceries, $500; dry goods, $250 ;
notions, $650 ; boeots and shoes, $650 ; hats and caps,
