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To Grow Tomatoes in Perfection.

Because the generous nature of the to-
mato yields bountifully with seemingly
little care and attention, the general im-
pression prevails that the plant requires but
little attention. This is a sad mistake,
for there is not a vegetable in the
garden that is so gross a feeder, nor one
that so readily pays for all the food and

care given as the tomato. To grow it to the |

greatest perfection, the hills should be dug
out to the depth of two and a half feet ; at
the bottom there should be a half bushel
of well-rotted manure ; above this let the
the soil be an equal mixture of loam and
manure thoroughly mixed. The hills
should be at least six feet apart. Let the
situatior: be open, warm, airy. When the
fruit begins to set mulch with clean straw
or very small brush. Under these condi-
tions gix plants will furnish sufficient to-
matoes for a family of twelve persons.

SEC. 45,  And be it enacted, That the clerk to the
Board of Commissioners of Chestertown may be the
collector of taxes for said town, with the same
authority and power to receive and collect the taxes
that may be annually levied by said commissioners,
by distress or levy and sale of either real or personal
property, as collectors of State or county taxes are
now authorized ; provided, such levy and sale be
conducted in accordance with the same provisions
of law that control and direct the collection of State
and county taxes of delinquents in Kent county.

SEC, 96. And be it enacted, That the county commis-
sioners of Kent county shall annually, on or before
the first day of January, pay over to the commis-
sioners of Chestertown that proportion of the entire
county levy for roads and bridges which the total
woperty assessed within the limits of Chestertown

cars to the whole amount of assessed property in
Kent county, so that the commissioners of Chester-
town may receive and disburse the amount levied
upon the property within the limits of Chestertown
for roads and bridges by said county commissioners
of Kent county,

SEC. 2. And be it enacted, That this act <hall take
cftect from the date of its passage,
