DANIEL McCARTNEY.

The Great Prodigy of Memory.

BY J. H. CREIGHTON.

Danield McCartney was born in West-
moreland county, Pennsylvania, Septem-
ber 10, 1817. His father was of Irish de-
scent and his mother German.

I first met him in Delaware, Ohio, in 1871.
Notice of his coming and what he would
do was given in the papers several days be-
fore he arrived.

The meeting was in a public hall. The
president, several professors and many stu-
dents of the Ohio Wesleyan University and
also a few citizens were present. - Mr. O. C.
Brown, of Cardington, Ohio., stated what
he couid do, and introduced him and con-
ducted the examination.

Mr. 8. Moore, of the First National bank,
was prepared with calendars and other
documents to test his claims. Other gen-
tlemen were also prepared in various ways
to decide the truth of Mr. Brown’s state-
ments. - ‘

Mr. McCartney was then fifty-four years
old, of medium weight, rather heavy set,

! with rather large, well formed head; square,

large, high forehead ; complexion pale.

Countenance sober, dignified, benevolent..

Eyes defective, not being able to see
clearly, and yet not entirely blind.

His speech was deliberate and confident,
using but few words. His dress was cheap,
but decent.

The audience was requested to ask any
questions they chose. As the examination
went on, we soon found that everything
that had passed before his mind for forty
years was remembered. I can only refer
to a few things that occurred in the two
hours of the most varied questioning. He
could tell the day of the week (by having
the year and day and month) back for forty
years, and tell it instantly. He could tell
the dates of the most important events
from his boyhood. Could give the state of
the weather, forenoon and afternoon, for
forty yvears without mistake.

One gentleman asked for the day of the
week about fifteen or sixteen years before.
McCartney replied Friday. No, said the
gentleman, that is wrong. That was my
wedding day, and it was Thursday. Now,
said Mr. Brown, can any gentleman in the
hall tell me who is right. Yes, said Mr.
Moore ; and in a minute or two from his
old calendar he found that McCartney was
right. During the evening one or two
other questions were raised as to the da of
the week, but by the old calendar McCart-
ney was right every time.

e was a complete concordance of the
New Testament and most of the Old Tes-
tament. Prof. Hoyt (Hebrew professor)
read a large number of passages from the
Scriptures, till the audience was entirely
satisfied that he knew where every pas-
sage was. -

He could tell what he was doing every
day from his boyhood. President Merick
having prepared himself on several dates,
asked him what he was doing on a certain
day, naming the time several erleams before.
“Tooking at the eclipse,’ said he.

His multiplication table went up into
millions. He could give the cube root of
numbers up to millions almost instantly.
One of the numbers given was ten figures
deep, another was eleven figures deep.

He could raise any number under forty
to the sixth power instantly. He could
raise any number under 100 to the sixth
power in ten or fifteen minutes.

He was given the number 89, which is a
prime number and more difficult; but he
raised it in a few minutes (406,981,290,961).
He could instantly give the minutes and
seconds of periods of time from the Mosaic
creation, and could give the feet or inches
of sideral distances. Prof. H. M. Perkins
(professor of astronomy) asked him a ques-
tion. MeCartney said he had never been
given such a question, but he would see.
What was very remarkable was, he never
acked the professor to state it again, al-
though it was most complicated. In about

three minutes he said it came out with a

fraction, and the fraction was one-eighth.
In a few minutes more he told off the long
line of figures.

A genﬁema.n wrote five or six columns
of figures, seven or eight deep, on the black-
board and read them to him. He could
immediately repeat them backward or for-
ward ; and being asked the next day if he
«till remembered them, he told them off
again without a mistake.

At the close of the examination, several
questions of another nature were asked.
Some of them were of a nature not needing
any test, for we were perfectly satisfied of
the accuracy of all his statements. His
powers of memory were noticed when five
or gix years old, and he could remember a
oreat number of little events from that
early age. His full power of memory was
attained at the age of about sixteen. e
knew two hundred hymns, and could sing
one hundred and fifty tunes. He could
remember what he ate for breakfast, din-
ner and supper, for more than forty years.
He learned nothing by reading, but by
hearing. His sight was 8o defective, es-
pecially in early life, that he could not read,
except very coarse print, and that very
slowly, and with difficulty. He was always
poor, and his relatives, with whom he lived,
were poor. The question has often been
raised why a man with such prodigious
memory did not prosper in some business.
Doubtless the principal cause of this wa$
his deficient eyesight. Several attempts
were made to bring him before the public,
but with very little success. At one time,
in 1871, he appeared in the Opera House,
Columbus, Ohio, when members of the leg-
islature, teachers and professional men
were present. At that meeting he ans wered
questions similar to those above stated, and
gave entire satisfaction.

He retained his memory to the time of
his death. Fe was in posgession of most
all these vast powers for about sixty years.

Some Simple Remedies.

At this season of the year boils frequent-
ly break out upon the face and body. The
person thus affected should eschew rich
pastry, gravies, and every kind of meat, ex-
cepting lean mutton. The boils may be
brought to a head by using a warm poul-
tice of camomile flowers, or boiled white
lily root, by fermentation with hot water,
or by stimulating plasters.

A severe cold, and, perhaps, an attack of
pneumonia, may be prevented if premoni-
tory symptoms are heeded. A chilly sen-
sation along the spinal column, a cold, clam-
my feeling across the chest, are sure indi-
cations that a severe cold is trying to settle
in the system. :

Pour boiling water upon equal parts of
catnip, spearmint and sassafras; steep but
do not boil the tea. Put the feet in a tub
filled with hot water to which a teaspoon-
ful of mustard has been added, and while
soaking the feet drink freely of the tea.
Another excellent remedy for a cold is the
“yapor bath.” Take a pail about half full
of hot, but not quite boiling water, which
should be placed under a cane bottom chair.
Seat the patient in the chair, and encircle
both chair and patient with a heavy blanket
reaching to the floor. When profuse per-
spiration starts from every pore, remove
from the chair into a bed that has been
thoroughly aired and warmed. Additional
covering, must, of course, be placed upon
the body to prevent a chill.

Simple remedies are within the reach of
everyone, and if resorted to in time will
save many a dollar in doctor’s bills. The
money thus saved will prove a blessing to
many people who, in order to settle the
doctor’s claim, are obliged to deny them-
selves that which is necessary to their
comfort.

(old in the head is not only annoying,
but likely to develop into catarrh. One
teaspoonful of mustard dissolved in a tum-
bler full of cold water and used as a gargle
three times a day will often effect a speedy
cure. In more obstinate cases equal parts
of loaf sugar and pulverized alum used as a
snuff will give instant relief.

Fever and restlessness in children 1is fre-
quently caused by indigestion. If you find
the skin of the little one hot and dry, re-
member, if you can, whatshe ate for supper.
Give the child a warm bath, then give 1t
a cup half full of warm water to drink. In
a few minutes the undigested food will be
thrown off the stomach, and the child will
soon be sleeping soundly. A dose of mag-
nesia, about half a teaspoonful,given in the
morning before breakfast will probably re-
store to the child its usual health; but if
fever and nausea should continue during
the day following the attack, send for a
physician, who will undoubtedly approve
of what you have done, and should the
symptoms develop into scarlet fever, mea-
sles, chickenpox, or any of the diseases to
which children are liable, the attack will
probably be of a mild nature.

Nearly one-half the population are more
or less afflicted with meuralgic pains. In-
stead of sending for the doctor, who will
probably prescribe a plaster and a dose of
medicine, we advise the sufferer to heat a
flat-iron, put a double fold of flannel on the
painful part, then move theiron to and fro
on the flannel. The pain will cease almost
immediately. We have seen the most
painful cases of neuralgia relieved in less
than ten minutes.

Sprains are the most severe accidents to
which we are liable. When a joint 18
sprained swelling comes on gradually. In
diglocation the swelling and loss of motion
of the joint happens immediately after the
accident. A sprained limb should be kept
perfectly quiet. To prevent inflammation,
use poultices of wormwood, hops or tansy.

Every effort on the part of the patient to
repeat in detail the cause of the accident,
the sensations, experience, etc., should be
discouraged. Cheerful conversation upon
other subjects and perfect rest will bring
about a speedy recovery and strengthen all
concerned in the belief that it is not always

necessary to send for a doctor.

Drashaw, a venerable old minister of the
last generation, well-known throughout the
Gulf States for his eloquence and shrewd
humor, was fond of pointing a moral by
the finished lives of people whom he had
seen pass from the cradleto the grave, each
illuslatrat-ing, as he declared, the justice of
God.

Nothing but water
ever went into that busy hive.

“Next door lived a young man, who had
been left a large fortune. He was at first
intelligent and reasonable, but he suffered
himself to sink into a gross, sensual animal,
accepting only the ideas of enjoyment
which belong to an animal.

“He ate and drank to excess, and slept to,
wake and eat and drink again. He flung
away thousands in vice of every kind,
while his neighbor could not gather pen-
nies enough to support his family in their
wholesome, helpful life.
