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The Campaign Opened,

The political campaign of 1888 was opened
in Kent last week. Both parties held their
primaries on Saturday for the election of
delegates to the several conventions—State
and Congressional. So far as - we know
there was no wrangling in either party over
the choice of delegates. The Republicans
want Senator DBurchinal to go to the Chi-
cago convention, and will also present his
name for the congressional nomination if
he will permit it, but it is not believed that
his aspirations are in the latter direction.

The Democracy sent a strong delegation
to the State convention headed by James
A. Pearce, Fsq.,—his associates being two
veteran leaders of the first and second dis-
tricts, ex-Senator Hepbron and Mr. S. Cacy.
The county convention was unanimous in
according to Harrison W. Vickers, Esq., his
own choice of delegates to the congressional
convention, and stongly endorsed him for
the nomination. This double delegation,
headed by Wm. M. Slay, Esq., will go to
Denton enthusiastic for Mr. Vickers’ nom-
ination and will fully carry out the resolu-
tion of the convention, using every honor-
able effort in his behalf. Mr, Vickers and
his friends are confident that if he is the
candidate this fall Kent will give at least
three hundred majority for him, and his
majority in the district will ran up into

the thousands.
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VIEWS OF KENT DEMOCRATS.
The Issues of the Coming Campaign.

We had occasion on Tuesday to talk with
representative Democrats from all the dis-
tricts, and found a wonderful unanimity of
sentiment relative tonational politics. We
did not find a single exception to the hearty
endorsement of Cleveland’s renomination.
All will hail his success at St. Louis
as the sure guarantee of the continuance of
an honest administration and the ultimate
triumph of those esgential principles of re-
form for which our great party is struggling.

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Tur RivEr Axp Hanrsor Bin PAsSED.—
The House of Representatives on Monday
passed the river and harbor bill by a vote
of 161 to 69, after the $19,494,783 called for
by the bill as first reported had been in-
creased by about $25,000. The amount is
explained in part by the fact that there
was no appropriation for rivers and har-
bors at the last session of Congress, the bill
then passed having failed to become a law.
The amount appropriated at the first ses-
sion of the Forty-seventh Congress for 1883
was $18,988,875, which was considered ex-
travagant in view of the fact that there
nad been appropriations of $11,457,300 for
1882. Of the $19,519,783 for 1889 about
$10,840,000 is to be expended in Northern
States, $8,580,000 in Southern States, and
the rest is for the general advantage. Ma-
ryland gets $295,500, distributed as follows:
Choptank river, Maryland, receives $7,500,
Corsica river $10,000, Susquehanna river
$10,000, Fairlee creek $5,000, Patuxent river
$5,000, Baltimore harbor $250,000, Breton
Bay harbor $3,000, and harbor of Cam-
bridge $5,000. The Secretary of War is di-
rected to have made estimates of the cost
of improving these waters of Maryland:
Eastern branch of the Potomac, Wicomico
river, North East river, Manokin river,
Warwick river, Wetypkin river, Chester
river, South East river, La Trappe river,
Still Pond harbor, Tuckahoe river, Sassa-

fras river and Elk river.
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Tue British steamship Benison and the
freight steamship Eureka, from New York
for New Orleans, were in collision in a fog
Sunday noon off Cape Charles, and the

Eureka, with her crew of 38 officers and |

sailorg, was sunk. The Benison’s bow was
badly stove in, and she was towed into
Norfolk. The captain and crew of the Iu-
reka were picked up by a passing vessel,

after they had been in their boats about
five hours, and landed in Philadelphia.
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DELEGATES AND ELECTORS CHOSEN.

The Maryland State Democratic convens-
tion met in Baltimore at Ford’s Opera House
at noon on Thursday. Full delegations
were present from all the counties—Mesgrs.
James A. Pearce, Wm. T. Hepbron and
Samuel Cacy representing Kent county.
Hon. H. Kyd Douglass, of Washington
county, was elected chairman of the con-
vention, and made a splendid speech in
accepting the honor. He eulogized Cleve-
land and spoke of the grand prospects
ahead. Col. Richard C. Johnson, of Kent,
was announced as one of the vice-presidents.

The caucusing at Barnum’s on the even-
ing before the meeting was lively of eourse,
numerous politicians from different parts
of the State, including quite a number of
Kent countians, being present. R. Hynson,
Esq., was strongly urged as a delegate to
St. Louis, and James A. Pearce, Esq., as an
elector, but neither would allow the use of
his name because of the candidacy of H.
W. Vickers, Ksq., for Congress. Mr.
Vickers was present, as were also Messrs.
Gibson, Henry and Mutechler, the other
candidates for Congress in this district.

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First District Republican Convention.

The Republican convention for the first
congressional digtrict of Maryland met at
Denton on Wednesday afternoon. The cor-
respondent of the Baltimore Sun furnishes

the following report of the proceedings:

Charles T. Westcott, of Kent, was elected president
and N. C. Fitzjarrell, of Talbot, secretary. A. P.
Barnes, of Worcester county, presented petitions and
resolutions of colored republican clubs of Easton,
Greenshoro’, Berlin and the sixth “distriet of Queen
Anne's county, urging the election of Isaiah H.
Bayne, colored, of Carcline, as one of the delegates to
the Chicago convention. They were referred to the
committee on resolutions, but were not reported at-
terwards to the convention., Resolutions condemn-
ing the administration of Grover Cleveland were
adopted. Col. R. J. W. Garey, of Caroline ; Joseph
Mallalieu, of Queen Anne’s; A. P, Barnes, of Wor-
cester : L. E. P. Dennis, of Somerset, and Wm, Per-
kins, colored, of Kent, were put in noinination as
delegates to Chicago. Col. Garey was chosen on the
second ballot, and Mr, Dennis on the fourth. Jos,
Mallalieu and Wm. Perkins were elected alternates
by acclamation. Jos. W. Waddell, of Dorchester,
was the only nominee for elector, and was chosen
by acclamation. Several of the delegates were in
fuvor of nominating a candidate for Congress, but
it was decided that the State central committee
meant the convention to eleet only delegates and an
elector. The delegates to Chicago are avowed
Blaine men.

The sentiment of the various conven-

tions showed a decided preference for
Blaine.
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Tue Methodist Episcopal General Con-
ference on Monday, by a vote of 249 to 173,
refused to seat the women delegates at the
present session, adopting the amendment
of Dr. Neely, of Philadelphia, referring the
question to a vote of the Annual Conferences
between now and meeting of the next Gen-
eral Conference, in 1892. The ablest dele-
gates, lay and clerical, participated in the
discussion, and, while the women did not
lack for champions among the orators, it
turned out, as often before, that good
speeches are not alone convincing enough
to make votes. It is‘evident that the con-
ference took the wisest course in the matter.
Thelack of any expression upon the subject
from so few of the conferences represented
furnished the strongest argument for mak-
ing haste slowly in a matter of such seri-

ous moment. The following is the resolu-

tion adopted :

“ Resolved, That we submit to the annual confer-
ences the proposition to amend the second restric-
tive rule by adding the words, ‘and said delegates
may be men or women,’ after the words, ‘two lay de-
legates for an annual conference.” so that it will
read, ‘Nor of more than two lay delegates for an
annual couference, and said lay delegates may be
men or women.’ ”’

The conference on Tuesday also refused
to admit non-resident male delegates. The
test vote was taken on the admission of
John M. Phillips, of the book concern,
who was credited to the Mexican Confer-
ence, and Ex-Governor Pattison, of Penn-
sylvania, who was credited to the North
India Conference. This action limits the
representation in the General Conference

to resident male delegates only.
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PRESIDENTIAL CONVENTIONS have been
held in about one-third of the States of the
Unibn. The delegates named by every
Democratic convention are for Cleveland.
The Republican conventions indicate
a hot fight at Chicago. Illinois instructed
for Gregham ; California divided on Blaine
and Sherman; Iowa endorsed Allison;
Michigan instructed for Alger; Indiana de-
clared for Harrison, Kansas divided on
Blaine and Depew, and so on to the end of
the list.
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Dr. War. F. G. YounG was arraigned 1n
the Criminal Court of Baltimore on Mon-
day on the charge of bigamy. He pleaded
guilty and begged for mercy. Judge Phelps
gave him eighteen months inthe peniten-
tiary, which is the highest punishment for
that crime.

A Difference of Opinion.

We met a gentleman the other day and
knowing him to be a peach grower as well
as a peach commission merchant, asked:
“Well, are peaches yet hurt by the frosts ?”
He rather startled us with this pointed re-
ply: “I don’t know that they are,but I am
sure of this, that they are not yet nor are
they likely to be as badly hurt by the frosts
as by the so-called Baltimore peach ex-
change movement!” To sustain his opin-
ion he argued the importance of confining
the peach market to one point in the city,
convenient to buyers, &c.; that if the ex-
change plan took half or any large propor-
tion to the new section proposed it would
cut the buyers half in two, lessening compe-
tition to that extent at both points. He
did not claim that Light street was in all
respects equal to the demands of the very
large prospective peach trade, but that the
market was established there and had equal
facilities with the point proposed. This
gentleman was no doubt sincere in his
opinion and his fears are shared by others.
But on the other hand the promoters of the
new movement are intelligent, conscien-
tious peach growers and are only doing
what any other set of common-sense busi-
ness men would do, that is, preparing for
emergencies. These peach growers know,
and our friend above referred to, kuows
equally as well, that if the crop of peaches
now in prospect matures the former hap-
bazard manner of marketing will prove
disastrous to every interest—not only to
growers, but to the commission merchants
as well. It is therefore to the interest of
both to at least adopt some measuares to
guard against the perilg so clearly to be
seen. If the “Exchange” movement is not
the right thing, why should not its oppo-
nents suggest something better? Come
now, let’s have something practical on the
other side. The producers mustact, as their
vital interests are at stake, and if they can
as well conserve other interests in their
course of action, they will be only too glad
to do =o. | v
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Dearn. or A Norep Horse—* Young
Smuggler,” the well-known stallion and
trotter, belonging to Mr. John W. Hines,
died at Kennedyville on last Thurs-
day afternoon. Ie seemed in pecfect
health up to last Wednesday and was mak-
ing one of his most successful seasons,
when on that day, at Mr. C. C. Wood’s, he
refused to eat and wassent to Chestertown.
Mr. Hines at once gave him all the atten-
tion possible, but even with “Dr. Russell’s”
ald failed to relieve him, and early Thurs-
day morning sent him to Mr. Sam. Hills,
near Kennedyville, This gentleman is
recognized for his eminent skill with
horses, but he could do nothing for “Smug-
gler,”” and at 3 o’clock the same afternoon
the noble animal died, after suffering terri-
ble agony. He was cut open and the cause
of death found to be gastric colic, but how
it was brought on no one can tell.

Mr. Hines purchased “Young Smuggler”
at North Redding, Mass., in 1879; he was
foaled in April, ’76, and consequently was

but a few days over twelve vears old at

his death. His trotting record was 2.291,
but he made a trial heat on the Washing-
ton track in 2.20}. The race in which he
made his record was in ’83 at Washington,
in competition with such noted goers as
Fleet Medium, Ward Medium, Henry Ward
Beecher, Lilly Dale and Orange Boy, and
he got third place. His first victory wasgin
the colt race on the Dover track, and in
the season following he won all his races
at Dover, Elkton and Frederick. His
greatest fallure was on the Kent track in
‘84, when he was pitted against Emory’s
Cyclops. He then behaved mysteriously
and broke continuously in the effort to
start, and did no trotting at all in the far-
cical heat that followed. It was the most
unexpected and sad disappointment he
had.ever caused his owner or friends, and

his owner and others who knew him best.

did not believe it to be the horse’s fault.
Young Smuggler:was a most valuable
stallion, and herein is his owner’s greatest
loss. Ile was a dark bay in color, with
one white foot and small star in forehead,
and weighed 1,100 pounds. Always anoble
looking animal, his greatest beauty was
when at full speed on the track—then he
was magnificent. Mr. Hines once had a

direct offer of 4,000 for him from a West-

ern man, and at the time of Smuggler’s fa-

mous trot in Washington his value was put
at $6,000 by well-known horsemen.

Mr. William T. Lane, of Kennedvyville,
broke Young Smuggler and trained him,
and would have driven him again this fall
had he lived. N

OFFICE LOCAL BOARD OF HEALTH, |

CHESTERTOWN, May 9th, 1888,

The approach of the season of protracted heat ren-
ders it very essential that all towns, villages and
private premises should be put in the best sanitary
condition possible. |

There can be no doubt that much of the sickness
of our county is of a preventable nature, and it is
quite necessary that such state of affairs as lead to
these results should be corrected where they exist
and theiroccurrence prevented ; in doing so we often
save trouble and great expense.

The rural districts and small towns permit unsani-
tary nuisances to exist from season to season which
ought to be removed. In circularsissued from this
oftice in the past, attention has been called to these,
and it is now thought advisable to again bring them
to the notice of the public.

The most important of all things in the mainte-
nance of good health is pure water. The source of
the family water supply 18 too frequently in close
proximity to the hog pen, privy and stable yard. The
slops from the kitchen are in many instances thrown
on the ground around the pump, only to {ilter
through and leak into the well, The 1edy for
this is plain and easy, and should 1'E{:f!i‘-.'3e atten-
tion of all householders,

Cellars should be thoroughly eleansed, all animal
and vegetable matter removed, free ventilation
should be established, and when possible the walls
whitewashed, and disinfected if necessary.

Sinks, privy vaults, open lots, stable yvards and
like placesshould receive attention. Rooms in which
patients who have suflfered with any contagious or
infectious disease should be well aired and cleaned ;
if the walls are papered they may be disinfected by
burning sulphur with doors and windows closed ; if
whitewashed they may be washed over with a solu-
tion of chloride of lime, six ounces to the gallon.
All clothing and bedding used with these patients
may be boiled or immersed in water containing bi-
chloride of mercury (chlorosive sublimate) one part
to five hundred.

The pail system of removing all offal, slops and
night soil is an admirable one, The first two of these
should be removed daily: for this purpose in the
county where the proper means—as the barrow—
canndt alwayvs be had, tubs, buckets and such arti-
cles may be used. For night soil boxes should be
provided. All should be carried a considerable dis-
tance from the house, pump or spring. When mixed
with potash, manure and like things, they cease to
be waste material and become valuable,

For the disinfection of yards, chicken houses, pig
pens and privies, lime mixed with ashes and chlo-
ride of lime serves an admirable purpose.

The secretary of the county board will very gladly
render any assistance possible in {zu.*'ing out any of
these directions. Also in investigating and suppres-
sing any infectious or contagious disease,

It is the intention of the secretary to visit all the
towns and villages of the county for the purpose of
inspecting them, as directed by law.
