Wednesday of last week, in considering the |

two parties getting ready for the great
struggle says “it is well to remember two
things:”

First—That the question of tariff reform,
the necessity of cutting down the revenue,
extending our commercial opportunities by
insisting on a fair chance in the markets ot
the world, putting new life into our flagging
manufactories, and so affording tife labor-
ing classes steadier work at good wages—
these are clearly the issues of the hour.
The general thought, hope, wish, run in
that direction. Though we have enjoyed
a large degree of national prosperty we
musn’t slip any opportunities, for we are
an active, busy, industrious and ambitious
part of the human family, and are by no
means at the end of our tether.

Second—That it is for the interest of this
country that legislation gshould always have
a care for the masses. The rich can look
out for themselves, but the laborers must
find a friend and defender in the public
policy. If that is not the genius of our in-
stitutions then our institutions are boastful
falsehoods. Any step in the direction of a
European monarchy, with its privileged
orders away up in the social Eca})e and  its
toilers away down in that scale, is a step
toward the destruction of the Republic, with
all the word implies.

Now, you can’t get away from the fact
that one result of an excessive tariff is to
foster monopolies, trusts, combines and the
whole brood of harpies that live on the life
of the wage earners. With only one eye,
and that half shut, this fact is recognized
in all its ugliness. Be careful how you
make laws, then. Look the country over,
if you please ; get all the sugar, oil, tin, lead
and timber trusts—and the rest of them
into a convention, and put the question to
a vote, *‘Shall the tariff be reformed ?” and
you will get an almost unanimous “No!”
Significant, that, is it not? What does it
mean? Why, what can it mean, except
that the man who wants to monopolize
business and “go it alone” in the matter of
Emﬁt and loss on one side, and the great

ody of the people are on the other ?

Are the people to be forever gulled by
the misgerable sophistry of so-ealled protec-
tion? Or, on the other hand, have they
got their eyes open at last and come to the
conclusion that it’s about time for legisla-
tion to recognize them and give them a fair
show and a fair chance ? 1If the Mills bill,
or a bill like it, will reduce the surplus and
remove a big and swelling corruption fund
from the politics of this country—it has al-
ready assumed that perilious shape—and at
the same time cheapen the necessaries of
life to the poor man, all opposing talk for
purely party purposes is a wishy-washy
flood of words. Niagara-like it may be, but
still a flood of mere water.

The party that takes care of a class only.
and that Jaﬁﬂ that can take care of itself,
will go to the wall. The party that takes
care of the whole people will go to the
front and stay there.

The democrats, therefore, did well when
they favored the policy of federal economy
and a reform of the tariff. At any rate,
that is the field on which the battle is to
be fought and won. Reduce the surplus.
Down with all combinations which oppress
the people. Give us all a fair show, a liv-
ing chance, and don’t crow the poor man
because he is poor or make this a rich

man’s government or country.
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LEGENDS OF SERPENT WOMEN.

shape, but being devoid of evil intent,
never, it is said, shunned, but rather sought
man’s presence.

Perhaps it is another form of the classic
Harmonia which has become familiar to
us under the name of the fairy Gentilla,
who, in an adder’s shape, sought refuge
with Price Leander from the vengeance of
the irate gardeners, but at the end of sev-
eral days dropped her scaly mantle, and,
arraved in supernatural charms, munifi-
cently rewarded her protector. In some of
the latter accounts of Melusina she is cited
as a member of this sisterhood. Jean D’Ar-
ris represents her as a serpent “enameled
blue and white ;” thus also did she present
herself to the commander of Lusignan, a
fortress which she erected in the early days
of her wedded happiness. If there be any
who wonder that this union of serpent and
woman should have proved attractive to
our ancestors, might not the sinuous grace
and enigmatical character of our own Elsie
Venner plead eloquently for the charms of
her myth born sisters?—North American
Review.

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AMERICAN SOLDIERS.

What General Sherman Thinks the Next
War Will be Like.

“(en. Sherman,” asked Captain Mattox
of Cincinnati recently, “do you think if
there was another war that as good mate-
rial would offer itself as in the last war
material like Grant, Sherman, Thomas and
others ?”

“Why, certainly,” replied the general,
“there are as many good men in the army
now as there were when the war broke out,
and they’ll make as good generals, too.
What they want is the opportunity. That
is what makes men great. Why in '61 out
of the 2,000 officers of the army there was
not one who would put his hand on Grant’s

]

- shoulder and sayv: ‘Here'’s the greatest gen-

eral of the war.) They didn’t know then.
It takes the opportunity to bring men out.
There is the making of as great generals
now in the army as there was then. There
always will be men who will come to the
front in times of great emergency, and
there always were.”

“The next war,” said General Sherman
later. in answer to a question from Captain
W. G. Smith, “will be a terrible slaughter.
Men won’t be able to come together and
ficht. These machine guns are terrible
things, and with them war will be asbloody
as a big slaughter-house. War won’t be
fought over again as it was in '61—'65, and
in’70 across the water. Those were hand-
to-hand engagements almost. Men fought
close to one another, and physical strength
and prowess counted for a good deal, but
in the next war all that will be changed.
Then it will be a slaughter with these ter-
rible machines that fire thousands of bul-
lets in a minute or so.”

“Gieneral,” asked an iuquisitive young
man, *‘do you think that the strong, robust
young fellows from the country made bet-
ter soldiers than the young men from the
city ?” '

“The late war,” replied the general, “de-
monstrated the fact that the boys from the
city could stand more fatigue and hardship
and marching than the country boys. The
boys from the country were stronger always
but; they were used to a regular life, and
when they got into the army the irregular-
ity of the life, its hardship and exposure,
weakened and finally killed many a strong
yvoung farmer boy, while the boys from
the big cities, being used to irregular hours,
irregular living, and unmethodical ways of
life, could stand any amount of hardship
without goingunder. This was proved by
the war. I saw it proved in many cases
myself. Young city chaps were tougher in
every way. They weren’t so strong physi-
cally as the country boys; but then they
could stand the irregularity of army life
better. |

“If there’s ever a war in this country
ag ain I think the greatest army will be
made up of the railway men. In the first
place, they are strong physically. In the
second place, they have learned obedience,
and have learned to obey all orders without
questioning them. This wasn’t so in the
late war, for the men had to be taught obe-
dience, and their lesson was a bitter one
sometimes. But, asI was saying, the rail-
road men will make a grand army. They,
above all other things, are inured to a life
| y. They are used to fatigue
and the hardships of long hours of work
without rest. This irregularity of life,
which all railroad men know 1s a fact, more
than anything else will make then: the
best soldiers in the world, but I hope they
will never be called upon to shoulder a
musket.”
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To Help the Shop-Girls.
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A peculiar boycott is on foot among the
ladies of Alleghany city. It is directed
against such stores as keep open after 6
o’clock on Saturday .evening. An associa-
tion has been formed among the ladies
which has had a most wonderful growth.
It started about two years ago, with only
<ix members, and before the end of the
week the membership had reached 200,
The society is making preparations for an
active campaign. It is their intention to
publish a list of all the shops that keep
open after 6 on Saturday nights, and each
member of the society is bound not to deal
with them. Committees are now appoint-
ed to vigit the different ministers, and try
to get them to take hold of the work.

The ladies who are interested in this sub-
ject claim the stores keeping open so late
on Saturday night is one reason that so
few young people attend church. They sa
that clerks and salesladies are kept stand-
ing at their counters all Saturday night,
not getting home in many cases until 12
and 1 o’clock, and are too tired to get up
in time to attend the services on Sabbath
morning.

“There is no need for thig,” said one of
the ladies vesterday. ‘“People could just
as well do their shopping before night, and
when taey once came to know that they
had to do it they would get in the way of
it just like they do on. other days. Very
many of the stores do not do much busi-
ness after 6 o’clock anyway, but because a
few people come the poor clerks are com-
pelled to stay.” -

large Alleghany store yesterday this sub-

should not be cloged. Very few of them
do a large business at night, and we have to
stand here for the convenience of the few
who might just ag well come earlier. I my-
gelf do not get home until 12.30 on Satur-
day nights, and naturally do not feel much
like getting up in time for church the next
morning.

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Procf of the Earth's Motion.

Any one can prove the rotary motion of
the earth on its axis by a very simple ex-
periment.

Take a good sized bowl, fill it nearly full
of water, and place it upon the floor of a
room which is not exposed to shaking or
jarring from the street.

Sprinkle over the surface of the water a
coating of 'lycopodium powder, a white sub-
stance, which is sometimes used for the
purposes of the toilet, and which can be
obtained at almost any apothecary. Then,
upon the surface of this coating of powder,
make, with powdered charcoal, a straight
black line, say an inch or two inches 1n
length.

Having made this little black mark with
the charcoal powder on the surface of the
contents of the bowl, lay down upon the
floor, close to the bowl, a stick or some
other straight object, so that it shall be ex-
actly parallel with the mark. If the line
happens to be parallel with a crack in the
floor, or with any stationary object in the
room, this will serve as well.

Leave the bowl undisturbed for a few
hours, and then observe the position of the
black mark with reference to the object
that it was parallel with.

It will bejfound to have moved about, and
to have moved from east to west, that 1s to
say, in that direction opposite to that of the
movement of the earth on its axis. W

ried the water and everything else in the

bowl around with it, but the

ed from east to west, which is perfectly
good proof that everything else has moved
the other way.

Colors of the Alpine Sky.

‘When the Alpine sun is setting, or, bet-
ter still, some time after it has set, leaving
the limbs and shoulders of the mountains
in shadow, while their snowy crests are
bathed by the retreating light, the snow
glows with a beanty and solemnity hardly
equalled by any other natural phenome-
non. So, also, when first illumined by the
rays of the unrisen sun, the mountain
heads, under favorable atmospheric condi-
ditions, chine like rubies. And all this
splendor is evoked by the simple mechan-
ism of minute particles, themselves with-
out color, suspended in the air. Those
who referred the extraordinary succession
of atmospheric glows, witnessec. some years
ago, to a vast and violent discharge of vol-
canic ashes, were dealing with “a true
cause.” The fine floating residue of such
ashes would undoubtedly be able to pro-
duce the effects ascribed to it. And still
the mechanism to produce the morning
and evening red, though of variable effi-
ciency, is always present in the atmos-
phere. I have seen displays, equal in
magnificence to the finest of those above
referred to, when there was no special vol-
canic outburst to which they could be re-
ferred. It was the long continued repeti-
tion of the glows which rendered the vol-
canic theory highly probable.—The Forum.
