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GREAT TLOOD IN THE MISSISSIPPI.

Fearful Destruction and Destitution Along
the River,

A dispatch from Quincy, 111, dated May
21, says: The great flood in the Mississippi,
which will be remembered as without a
precedent in the destruction and suffering
created, is slowly abating, and 1t is thought
that the worst of the high water is passed.
But the worst that could happen has al-
ready occurred, hundreds of families hav-
ing been rendered homeless, -and thou-
csands of acres of growing crops ruined, to
say nothing of the loss entailed by demol-
ished dwellings, wrecked fences and wash-
outs. From the northern end of Adams
county to the southern end of Pike-county
the land on the Illinois side of the river
was protected by a system of levees, the
region embracing 250,000 acres, the soil be-
ing the richest in the State. All the re-
gion 18 now one vast lake, from six to ten
feet in depth. Along the bluffs on the
eastern edge of the submerged distriet hun-
dreds of families are camped, living in
tents, huts, and in the open air. Before
the flood most of these people were well-
to-do, prosperous farmers, but now they
have little or nothing. Much sickness pre-
vails among the unfortunates, owing to
want and exposure, but prompt measures
have been taken to alleviate their suffer-
ings. While the vast majority of the in-
habitantg fled to the higher land, a few
had not time to get away or misjudged the
character of the break in the levee and de-
termined to stay at their homes, and are
now living in the garrets or en the roofs.
Every roof has been turned into a place of
refuge for live stock, poultry, &c., but num-
berless houses have been lifted from their
foundations and carried away.

In the Sny levee district, below this city,
the situation 1s infinitely worse than in the
regions to the north. The crevasse which
completed the inundation opened at the
upper end of the embankment and the
pent-up waters of the river poured overthe
vast tract of rich farming land, sweeping
everything before it. The torrent rushed
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down in a great wave several feet high

with a force which.nothing could with-
stand. The towns of Fall Creek, Seehorn
and Hulls are but mere islands, and hun-
dreds of refugees are huddled together in
limited space. Four or five families are
living in each of the rooms in the few
houses above the water and are suffering
greatly. The damage to_railroad property
i8 enormous, and it will be three weeks
after the water subsides before trains can
be running on time. This city is cut off
from railroad communication North, West.
and South. The Quincy and Carthage
track is under water for a distance of sev-
eral miles. The Quincy, Alton and St. Louis
track is washed for miles, the bridges are
gone and telegraph poles down. The Chica-
oo, Burlington and Quincy and the Wabash
tracks at Kast Hannibal were washed out
Saturday morning.

Owing to the great confusion, it is im-
posgible to obtain detailed losses, but the
ageregate will reach fully $3,000,000 from
crops alone. The damage to the levees,
houses and railroads will reach $600,000.

Many persons -are already known to
have been drowned. The families living
in the Sny district are unaccounted for and
no trace of them can be found. It is prob-
able that many fatalities will be recorded
when all the facts regarding the flood are
fully known.
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THE GREAT TARIFF DEBATE.

The most memorable tariff debate that
Congress has perhaps ever heard was closed
May 19. There were many speeches
that did not rise above the threadbare ap-
peals to partisan prejudice; but through-
out the whole three weeks of debate there
were gems of oratory and occasional exhi-
bitionsof the highest standard of statesman-
ship. Uudoubtedly one of the best speeches
was made by Mr. Breckinridge, of Ken-
tucky, though some think that of Speaker
Carlisle, who closed the debate, was the
greatest of them all. In the course of his
remarks Mr, Breckinridge said :

A protective tariff does not and in the natureof the
case cannot fix the wages of labor., Labor, like all
commodities, will, under the operation of the law of
supply and demand, command its woerth in the mar-
ket where it is for sale. Our present system restricts
the market to be supplied by our labor, and it ena-
bles the manufacturers to fix the price they will
pay to labor. Whenever the duty is high enough to
prevent foreign competition, then the operative
making and the consumer purchasing those “‘pro-
tected’’ fabries are in the power of the manufacturer.
No organization of labor, no Knights of Labor can
break such shackles; the “strikes’” give only assis-
tance to the “‘trust’ who own the market. The only
relief is in Congress by the reduction of duty to the
competitive point.

Discussing the protective system he said: *‘Une-
qual distribution of the wondrous wealth which has
been produced by American toil and accumulated
by American economy has given to certain individ-

uals fortunes greater than the world has ever seen |

under any other sky or any other system. The law of
primogeniture, operating through the centures, to
gether with the vast growth of wealth in Great Bri-
tian, has not been able to give to any human being
such & fortune as the protective tarifl’ of America has
enabled a few gentlemen to secure within®a score of
years, If wewill persist in elass legislation we must
submit to aceept its necessary concomitant, discon-
tent, exhibited first in protests by murmurings, then
in resistance only by organizations, and then by
whatever foree the cirecumstances produce., We have
as our hope of safety the ballot-box,by which peace-
ful revolution may prevent forceful revolt. But if
enormous capital, through organized etfort, ean con-
trol the ballot-box and return its servants to Con-
gress, discontent, founded on justice, will find a rem-
edy. Free trade in England eannot prevent—it will
hasten—the ultimate abolition of the laws of primo-
geniture, the disestablishment of an established
church, the exclusive ownership of the =oil, and of
a hereditary legisiative chamber, Protective tarifts
and monopolistic legislation ecannot introduce into
America permanent and hereditary class distine-
tions." E

in conclnsion, he said: “If one, standing here in
this hall today and looking into the future, cquld be
able to see what the years would bring us under a
system where the untrammeled activities of a free
Christian people find fruition, under a climate so sa-
lubrious and with a soil go fertile, all burdens to
progress thrown aside, all the passions of the past
removed, and every one engaged in a generous and
unselfish rivalry to make for and out of the oppor-
tunities to which he is called all that is possible, no
hand could paint, no orator picture what would be
the result. Then we, the children of exiles and em-
igrants, could welcome our kinsmen of all the lands
to cast their lot with us, for willing hands would
find waiting work to yield alivelihood. The silence
of rivers now broken only by the occasional boat
would be turned into the sweet hum of profitable
commerce. The secret lodges of anxious and dis-
contented operatives would become the open assem-
blies of happy and contented families, from whose
hearthstone the shadow of want had given place to
the mild radiance of permanent comfort. The hus-
bandman no ‘longer sown in tears, would reap in
joy—that joy which sprines from content, and is
founded in the certainty of an assured market at re-
munerative prices. The legislation of the country,
having for its object the publie good, and freed from
the dominion of private greed, would successfully
grapple with the problems which progress will pre-
sent, and a free people will be represented by free
representatives, neither owned, seduced nor terri-
fied by organized interests. Slowly will this future
come. We have had our backs toit; to-day let us
turn our face toitsrising sun. If we can dono more,
we can lift our eves toward this east of new hopes
and resolve that from this hour our steps shall be in
that direetion.” |
