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IRISHMEN FOR IRELAND.

An Enthusiastic Meeting to Protest Against
the Papal Rescript.

———

Undoubtedly the largest and most en-
thusiastic meeting of Irish-Americans ever
held in Chicago, and probably the greatest
ever witnessed in America, was the one
which assembled in that city on Thursday
night of last week to protest against the
papal rescript condemning boycotting and
the plan of campaign in Ireland. The
qudience was composed almost exclusively
of well-dressed, earnest looking people,

| whose Trish origin and substantial charac-

ter could easily be inferred from . their
faces, manner and conversation. Daniel
Corkery, the Illinois member of the Irish
National League’s executive committee,
presided.

The first proceeding was the reading of a
sot of resolutions which it was proposed
the meeting should endorse. The resolu-
tions were frequently interrupted by extra-
ordinary outbursts of applause, the cheer-
ing being particularly loud and long when
a phrase was reached pronouncing against
the right of Rome to create ex post facto
offenses upon ex parte testimony. Accord-
ing to the resolutions, the Irish-American
(Catholics of Chicago, in mass-meeting as-
sembled, declare the Irish people have
both the natural and moral right to pro-
tect themselves by every species of honor-
able combination and resistance; that as

(Catholics, while they recognize the true

and spiritual teachings of the Holy See,
they refuse to recognize the right of Rome
to create ex post facto offenses on ex parte
testimony for the coercion of the Irish
people; they respectfully recommend to
the court of the Vatican the realm of Eng-
land as an exhaustless field for the refor-
mation of moral conduct and emphatically
protest against the offering up of Ireland
as a vicarious sacrifice for the sins of their
oppressors ; that while wishing earnestly
to avoid controversy with the venerable
head of the Catholic Church and his ad-
visers, they cannot permit the right of the
Irish people to life, liberty and the pursuit
of happiness to be sacrificed to the diplo-
matic ambitions or thealleged political ne-
cossities of the court of Rome. Matthew
P. Brady, a well known lawyer, the first
speaker, asked passionately ; “Has it come
to this, that to be a devout (Catholic a man
must be a dog ?”

A storm of cheers interrupted him, and
he went on to say that the holier law of
self-defense nullified the decision of the
holy office, even though approved by the
Pope. He declared that they would surely
resist to the bitter end any encroachments
by the Roman court.

R. T. Barry, a merchant, followed in
much the same strain, affirming his loyalty
to the church in matters of faith and his
independence in matters of politics.

John F. Finerty, the journalist and ex-
Congressman, made the chief speech of the
meeting. He eloquently maintained that
the plan of campaign was not for immoral-
ity, but for the protection of the most faith-
ful Catholicg in the world from the oppres-
sors. So far from being a sin, if had re-
placed the murderous shotgun. For cen-
turies the Irish had been tossed from the
horns of John Bull to the Roman bull.
They had now all they were ooing to stand
of it. [Cheers.] God was before the na-
