THE FRUIT EXCHANGE.

———

M rssis. EDITORS :

The idea of an exchange for the sale of
fruit in the city of Baltimore was conceived
by or originated with the late Col. Wilking,
of this county, who was at the time of his

death, perhaps, the largest fruit owner of
the world. Its necessity in the near future
he clearly saw, and spent much time and
thought in formulating plans for its estab-
lishment and methods for its operation.
Only a short while before his death, he
said to an intimate friend that on the first
favorable opportunity he should attempt
its establishment; and further remarked
that he expected to encounter determined
and persistent opposition to its introduc-
tion. But, relying upon the good judg-
ment and active co-operation of his asso-
ciates in the propagation of fruit, he en-
tertained no fear of success.

The opportunity for which he looked,
now presents iteelf. The orchards have
been largely increased and never promised
a crop more abundant and uniform. But
unfortunately the designer of the exchange
is not with us. Its advocates are deprived
of the generous aid and wise counsel he
would have contributed. Yet,. it has as-
sumed shape; has been established, and is
now meeting the opposition he predicted,
probably from the source he expected.
Some of the commissgion men of the city of
Baltimore, it is said, have already distrib-
uted their circilars among the growers as-
senting their ability to obtain higher prices
on Light street than can be obtained else-
where; and asking a comparison of returns
made by them and those made by the ex-
change, “during the first week of the sea-
son.” The fund, with which fictitious re-
turns are to be sustained “during the first
week of the season,” if this 1s what is
meant, cannot be very large, and will prob-
ably prove inadequate to divert the repre-
sentatives of more than one-fifth of all the
trees now growing on the peninsula who
are directly identified with the exchange,
from a course approved by their judgment.

Have not the fruit erowers attained to a
degree of information and intelligence such
as renders it prudent and proper that they
respect themselves and their own views in
the digposition of their products? If, as
commisgion men say, peaches will sell for
more on Light street than on the wharves
of the exchange, will not buyers gravitate
towards the latter place? And,-if such
proves to be the case, where may we expect
the sales to be made? If, as they say, it is
the most foolish thing ever thought of and
will collapse in a week’s time, why so much
bustle, anxiety and excitement on their
part? Would it not be wise in them to
look quietly on for a few days; witness its
destruction and then come fo our rescue ?
Would not the hold thus secured upon us
be firmer, stronger and more lasting than
that secured through the excitement of our
fears—a questionable motive.

I have faith in the exchange and confi-
dence in the determination of those who
have identified themselves with it.

The Marketing of Fruit.

————

Messes. Eprrors :— Whatever doubts may
have heretofore existed in the minds of
the fruit growers and others as to the

ultimate establishment of the fruit ex-
change in the city of Baltimore have now
beceme in a great measure dissipated. Per-
sistent efforts have been macde to misrep-
resent and discourage the enterprise, largely
by parties who have been engaged in the
trade. Transportation companies and heavy
purchasers of fruit have been appealed to
to assist in crushing the infant enterprise
and sustain a method that has long out-
lived its period of usefulness and become de-
servedly unpopular. The exchange system
originated with the grower, the Baltimore
exchange is a growers’ organization, insti-
tuted and managed by them exclusively in
their own interest. . A large majority of the
prominent fruit growers on the water-ways
of the peninsula have become stockholders
and are pledged to the support of the in-
stitution.

Free wharfage is offered to all vessels
carrying produce to the exchange, while
the charges for selling the same will in no
case exceed three per cent. The time has
come when it is to be demonstrated
whether peach growing as a permanent in-
dustry is to go forward or recede; whether
the grower has sufficient enterprise to push
his product into a waiting and hungry
market, or suffer it to waste away on his
hands. For this important industry no lo-
cality is so highly favored. If fairly con-
ducted, and the product properly marketed,
there is nothing more profitable than fruit
growing. The excessively heavy crop of
the present year is destined to either make
or break many of the growers, and their
destiny would seem to be in their own
hands. The exchange system offers the
only relief. Oppogition can only come from
the densely stupid grower, or the frades-
man whose business prosperity 1s threat-
ened by the coming revolution. A com-
mon interest demands that the growers
should stand shoulder to shoulder in this,
one of the most popular movements yet
brought forward in his interest. There are
however always some to be found who are
ready to gather where they have not sown,
and to reap where they have not strown,
but in this enterprise it is gratifying to

note that the number is exceedingly small.-

A busy hive of industrious workers may
be seea from day to day on the IHenderson
wharf and the wharves of the B. & O. R.
R. Co., in the city of Baltimore, erect-
ing shedding and offices for the exchange
in anticipation of the heavy shipments to
that point. From present indications, this
is to become one of the leading institutions
of the city, and so far has elicited from the
great carrying corporations centering there
a most lively interest. The B. & O. R. R.
Co. is putting up one hundred cars in the
most approved style for carrying fruit from
that point, in addition to the great number
already on hand for such service. Verily,
the Baltimore IFruit Exchange bas come to
stay.

Messrs, Eprrors :—The fruit growers of
this vicinity, iz goodly numberg, responded
to the call made through your issue of last
week by assembling in front of Mr. Shus-
ter’s store and organized by selecting Mr.
Samuel Vannort chairman and Mr. Adam
Diehl secretary. The chairman briefly ex-
plained the call for the meeting, saying its
principle object was to provide transporta-
tion for ofir peaches to the city of Balti-
more. After a comparison of views as to
the various modes of transportation and
the merits of the Fruit and Produce Ex-
change of Baltimore city, a committee of
three, consisting of Messrs. W. W. Ste-
phens, Wm. Archibald and Samuel Van-
nort, was appointed to wait upon the Sas-
safras River Steamboat Company and so-
licit from it proposals for the transporta-
tion of peaches from Worton creek to the
Exchange. The committee was instructed
to report at Melitota on Saturday next, at
6 o’clock p. ., to which place and time the
meeting adjourned. It was estimated that
the quantity of peaches to be shipped from
the creek during the season will reach
seven hundred thousand baskets.

LETTER FROM ROCK HALL.

—

The New Route to Baltimore—Rock Hall as |

a Summer Resort—The Marine Railway—
The Steamboats and the Fruit Exchange
—Miss Rosa Rand—No Caunnery Here—
Fishing, Harvest, &c.

Eprrors Kext News:—One week has
passed since the revolution and all are
delighted with the change from a four and
five hour trip to Baltimore to a two hour
one, and many who have made the trip
are loud in their expressiong of satisfac-
tion, both with the bhoat and those having
the srame in charge. The new wharf has
long been needed, and the shortest time
ever made to Baltimore from this point
has been accomplished the past week.

The hot weather has started the city
folks to looking out for summer board, and
our Chesapeake House has some boarders
and numerous enquiries from the city. The
salesmen visiting here find it a great con-
venience for both man and beast, as neither
feel like work with a hungry stomach an-
noving them ; and this has been the case
when hunting up trade in this distriet, as
heretofore there has been no place to feed
and lodge visitors.

The festival here during the past week,
for the benefit of the church, brought the
usual erowd and success.

The marine railway has been removed
from its firet location, at Grey’s Inn, to
Deep Landing, near the new wharf, and
alreadv Dawson & Son are hard at work.
The local work around Rock Hall will go
a great way in making the undertaking a
success. Dawson & Son formerly had their
railway at St. Michaels. The twenty to
thirty licensed vessels belonging to Rock
Hal} have promised to give all their work
to the new comers, and rejoice to know
they will not have to be away from home
when repairs are needed to their vessels.
This firm expect to build some new vessels,
having already built some for the Dela-
ware bay. The water being bold—10 or 12
feet within a few feet—and convenient to
the bay, with a fine harbor, offers great fa-
cilities for the work intended.

The efforts of the farmers to secure a
better market for their fruit seems to meet
with much opposition by some of the
steamboat lines, as they object to landing
the fruit at the wharves selected by the
Fruit Exchange. Whether the proposed

arrangement will prove of advantage to the

grower remains to be seen. One fact, how-
ever, is clear: the people can secure steam-
boats much easier than steamboats can
raise peaches or populate the county, . e.,
steamboats were built for the people and
not the latter for the former. Nevertheless
all should aect 'in harmony, as without
doubt the boats are of great service to the
public. _

It is currently réported that our neigh-
borhood is to have another wharf, and that
the Chester river line is looking out for a
good point, finding that in the course of
human progress the present age 18 some-
what advanced beyoud the time when 1t
was agreeable to spend four tiresome hours
in place of two. The day of that or noth-
ing has, it is hoped, passed forever, as this
is the earnest hope of the people of this
district.

" The corn is looking fine, although it has
had a hard fight with cold nights and a
wet May and early June.

Miss Rosa Rand has changed her name
and sailed for Europe, g0 we will not enjoy
the sight of her pleasant, pretty face this
season, for on her return the western limits
of Dakota is to be her future home. May
she have a long and happy life is the wish
of the many friends who have enjoyed her
society and her masterly performance on
the stage,

To the great disappointment of many,
our canning factory .will not be run this
season, owing to the owner taking charge
of a much largerone in Chestertown, which
is now going up. Son:e arrangements have
been made by the growers of sweet. corn
and tomatoes by which their crop will be
taken to the new place by water convey-
ance, but this will not help the hundreds
usually employed in the factory.

Fishing, so far, has been very poor, and
this combHines to make business very dull
among the store-keepers. .

Harvest will soon be on hand, and the
wheat has improved wonderfully the past
three weeks ; some clover fields have never
been better.

Mussrs. Eprrors :—The peach growers
of our neighborhood were treated to a
peach discussion on Wednesday evening,
the 21st, as regards the best way to market
the present expected large crop. William
P. Corsa, general solicitor for the Bureaun

of Information and Distribution, addressed
the growers in a plain, forcible, business
manner, for the purpose of showing them
the advantages of the organization in send-
ing the fruit to the many different cities
in reach by rail, which is three hundred.
In each place the bureau will place an in-
tellicent agent whose business 1t will be to
give general information to the shippers
as to the state of the market at his place.
The information to be sent to Clayton,
Del., to a distributor, who will immediately
inform the growers of the number of cars
that their agent can profitably handle at
his place, thereby preventing a glut in any
one¢ place. The Bureau to receive 3 per
cent. on the account of sales, as a compen-
gation for their work and information,
which i no more than is now paid to the
shipper at the different stations by the
commission man receiving the peaches
sent him through his] local shipper. He
also statea that arrangements had been
made to put up an additional wire from
Philadelpﬁia to Clayton. Mr. Corsa was
replied to by Gov. Biggs, opposing the
whole plan. He said that up to this time
he had handled his peachés successfully
and was not willing now to give his inter-
est over to men whose plans of working he
had no knowledge of. Mrr. Corsa replied,
claiming that the Governor misquoted him
in regard to the binding of the rules and
misrepresented the responsibility of the
Bureau. A listener would come to the
conclusion that self-interest was the motive
power of both the speakers.

One cannot con-
sider it all without feeling more than ever
assured that a government of the people
will not perish from the earth. It teaches
a wholesome lesson.

Rededication at Galena.

Mgessrs. Eprrors :(—The rededication of
“Mt. Olivet M. E. Church,” in Galena, took
place on last Sabbath, the 17th inst. The
structure is a gem of beauty, with tower
and spire in front, gothic windows in rich
and beautiful stained glass, several of which
are memorial windows; with walls neatly
frescoed, recess pulpit and a rich-toned 900
pound bell in the tower. The church is
beautifully furnished and carpeted through-
out, and is seated with folding chairs of an
attractive pattern. The whole cost of the
work was $3,900, on which $2,300 had been
aised and paid prior to dedication day,
leaving $1,600 to be provided for.

The day was beautiful, the audiences
large, the preaching excellent. Rev. Theo.
Stevens, of Philadelphia, prefiched in the
morning from Gen. 28: 17. His discourse
was fall of pathos and beauty. A collec-
tion of about $500 was made after the ser-
mon. Rev.T. L. Tomkinson discoursed in
the afternoon from Matt, 5: 23. After the
sermon the sum of $110 was realized from
collection. Rev. R. W. Todd, of Chester-
town, preached at night. An overflowing

house greeted the speaker. Mr. Todd’s
text was Deut. 7: 22. His sermon was lis-

tened to with marked attention. At the
conclusion of the sermon another effort
was made to raise the necessary amount to
cancel all indebtedness on the beautiful
edifice. After some time had elapsed the
amount of over $1,000 was reached as the
result of the day’s effort, with the promise
of an additional $200 from two interested
gentlemen, should the balance of $300 yet
needed be provided for ; which sums, with
nearly $100 assumed by the Ladies’ Mite
Society, will complete the payment of
debte on the improvements. It 18 quite
probable that arrangements will be com-
pleted in a few days by which this hoped-
for result will be secured. Everybody
seems pleased with the improvements and
appeared willing to help. All have given
liberally and some wonderfully largely for
their means. Several gentlemen, not mem-
bers of the church, deserve great praise for
the labor and financial sacrifice they have
bestowed upon this enterprise. All can
now exclaim ‘“What hath God wrought!”
