Office of the Local Board.of Health.

CHESTERTOWN, July 10, 1888,

——

HE secretary of the Board of Health deems it ad-

visable to publish a word ot caution to the public
at this time, especially as there is so decided a ten-
dency to bowel trouble, and in view of the fact that
the majority of cases occeurring in adults are prevent-
able. The most frnitful source of trouble is impru-
dence in eating and drinking. The great abundance
of fruit is a constant temptation, and the pernicious
habit of drinking too freely of iced water and iced
tea when warm is to be condemned. _

People should take especial care to guard against
any imprudence, sanitary and dietetic. Mothers
with nursing infantsshould be careful of themselves;
the baby should be coolly and loosely dressed, with
the addition or subtraction of articles of dress as the
weather ig very warm or cool. It should be put to
sleep by itself at regular times, Fresh air is abso-
lutely essential and no baby can thrive without it ;
the c¢hild shonld as much as possible be kept out of
doors when the weather is warm, but should not be
exposed to the direct mi'ﬁ of the sun.

Children under twelve or fourteen months old,
during the heated term, should be allowed no table
food. If‘breast-nursed it should be supplrlied atregular
intervals &ﬂ,ftE:I' the mother has cooled herself as well
as possible.) Bottle-fed infants should take their
milk at given times, a fresh bottle being prepared for
each feed; the bottle itself should undergo the great-
est care to insure its being sweet and ¢lean; to insure
this two or three bottles and as many rubber nipples
should be kept in a pan of fresh water, to which has
been added a little bi-carbonate of soda. Sometimes
when the milk has to be kept for some hours it is
best to boil it. If the child shows acidity lime
should be added to the milk. The child should be
bathed not less than once a day, and, as mentioned
above, should be allowed plenty of fresh air, good
food, clean, cool elothes and not be allowed such
articles as are at all likely to cause any intestinal
disturbance. ol i

The importance of maintaining a high state of
health in both voung and old is unquestioned, es-
pecially during the hot weather when we need all
our strength to bear up against the depression that
naturally follows periods of high temperature.
