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CHESTERTOWN

Death of Gen. Sheridan.

General Philip H. Sheridan, command-
ing the United States army, died at 10.20
o’clock last Sunday evening at Nonquitt,
Mass. Hisdeath was very sudden and un-
expected. Heart failure was the cause.

Previous to the sudden appearauce of heart

failure, at about 9.30, there had been no
premonitions on Sunday of any unfavorable
change in his condition. The weather has
been warmer than usunal, and the General
was at times a little restless, but seemed
generally bright and cheerful all day. His
volice was strong; he took a full supply of
nourishment, slept occasionally as usual,
and the doctors and his family were in
hopeful spirits. At 7 o'clock Mrs. Sheri-
dan and the doctors went to the hotel for
supper, and soon after their return the usual
preparations for the night were made. At
9.30 symptoms of heart failure suddenly
appeared, and Drs. O’'Reilly and Matthews,
who were with him at the time, immedi-
ately applied the remedies which proved
successful in all similar previous attacks,

but this time they were without effect, and
despite all that could be done the General
gradually sank into a-condition of com-
plete unconsciousness, and at 10.20 breath-
ed his last.

The illness which hasjust resulted in Gen.
Sheridan’s death commenced on the 12th
of May last, immediately after his return
from a tour of inspection out West. He
complained of feeling unwell and worn out,
but came down to the otfice each day for a
week, He was then forced to remain in-
doors, and on Tuesday, May 22, he had a
severe attack of heart failure, which greatly
alarmed his family and physicians. On
Friday of week ended May 26 he had sev-
eral attacks of heart failure, and these in-
creased in violence with each succeeding
attack. Several times during his illness it
seemed as if life had become extinet, but
by the adoption of radical measures the
action of the heart was stimulated, and he
was brought round again. His heart at
one time ceased to beat for a few seconds,
' but the extraordinary watchfulness and
care of the attending physicians brought
him back to consciousness again. New
complications set in, and hope was well
nigh abandoned several times, only to be
renewed by the great vitality and determi-
nation shown by the stricken soldier. The
history of these relapses and recoveries is
familiar to the readers of the daily press.
With the approach of warm weather it was
decided by the physicians, after several
consultations, that the patient must be re-
moved, as he would be utterly unable in
his weakened state to withstand a period
of prolonged heat. Accordingly on Satur-
day, June 30, he was, after several delays
due to inclement weather, placed on board
the United States steamship Swatara and
taken to Nonquitt, Mass., which place he
reached after several stops caused by re-
currences of the heart trouble.

The remains were taken to Washington
and the funeral, with military escort, will
take place today, the interment beingmade
at the Soldiers’” Home.

Sketch of Gen, Sheridan’s Career.
General Phiiip Henry Sheridan, whe died
at Nonquitt, Mass,, on Sunday last, was
born March 6, 1831. He graduated at West
Point in 1853, served in Texas in 1854-5,

and on the Pacific coast until May 14, 1861,
when he was made captain of the Thir-
teenth Infantry, chief quartermaster and
commissary of the Army of Southwestern
Missouri, and subsequently quartermaster
to Gen. Halleck in the Mississippi campaign
of the spring of 1862. On May 25, 1862, he
‘as made colonel of the Second Michigan
Volunteer Cavalry, and took part in the
ursuit of the Confederates from Corinth,
]K'IEL}’ 30 to June 10, and in the engagement
at Boonsville, July 1, when he was made
brigadier-general of volunteers. In com-
mand of the eleventh division of the Army
of the Ohio he led the advance into Ken-
tucky, and was in the battle of Perryville,
‘October 8, and in the subgequent march to
the relief of Nashville., Assigned to the
Army of the Cumberland, his division was
in the campaign of Tennessee from Novem-
ber 1862, to September 1863, taking active
part to the fall of Murfreesboro’, when he
was made major-general of volunteers. He
captured a train and- prisoners at Eagle-
ville in March; crossed the Cumberland
mountains and Tennesgee river in AuSust;
took partin the battle of Chickamauga,
September 19 and 20, and in the operations
about Chattanooga, including the battle of
Missionary Ridge, November 23-25 and
was subsequently engaged in East Tennes-
see until March 1864. From April 4 until
August 3 he was in command of the cavalr
corps of the Army of the Potomac, and,
with his 10,000 men, was actively employed
in operations in. the Wilderness and be-
tween it and Richmond in May, June and
July. While mainly employed in recon-
noitering and protecting the flank of the
army his eorps made several vigorous raids,
cutting off railway connections and captur-
ing or destroying stores, was more than 20
times engaged with the Confederate cav-
airy, and took an important part in the
actions in and about Cold Harbor. On
August 4 he was appointed to the com-
mand of the Army of the Shenandoah, and
on the 7th to that of the middle military
division.

More Converts to Cleveland.

Judge Chester IH. Krum, a leading citi-
zen of St. Louis and a life-long republican,
delivered a tariff reduction speech Satur-
day night before a crowded house in re-
sponse to an invitation of the Twenty-sec-
ond Ward Democratic Club of that city.
The judge is about forty-five years old,
one of the ablest lawyers of St, Louis, and
sat six years on the circuit bench, to which
he was elected by the republican party.
His father was ex-Mayor John M. Krum,
who was famous in the early history of the
city. The speaker said at the opening of
his address: ‘“One who has been a repub-
lican ever since he became a voter appears
before you to-night to evidence his with-
drawal from the party of his former affilia-
tion., Having no ulterior purpose, and
having taken this step after serious deli-
beration, he hopes that his utterance will
be received as frank, candid and truthful
experience of carefully considered thought
upon matters of national significance.” The
great 1ssue of the campaign, compared with
which all others were insignificant, was, he
said, the tariff question. As to civil-gervice
reform both parties favored it, but were
loudest in commending it when not in pow-
er. After reading the tariff planks of the
republican platform, Judge Krum said:
“Such is the platform of the republican
party, and the people are ashamed to give
it their support. But, gentleman, no citzen
of the United Sates ought to approve such
an astounding declaration of party princi-
ples. From every stand-point of free gov-
ernment and public economy it is the most
atrocious party utterance which has been
made in the history of American politics.
It finds extenuation neither in necessity
nor concern for the public: walfare. It is
based upon ho gubstantial foundation. It
is subversive of well-established principles
of political economy. Its sole purpose is to
maintain upon the statute of the United
States laws which the necessities of actual
war created, but which can now, by so-call-
ed protection, benefit less than three milli-
ons of people who happen to be its favored
recipients only at the expense of over forty-
two millions, who are expected to remain
quiescent and unwilling victims of unjust
and unnecessary tariff discriminations.”

This makes the second prominent St.
Louis republican who has announced Lis
intention of supporting Cleveland and
Thurman on account of the tariff question.
The first was N, O. Nelson, elected to the
city council three years ago on the republi-
can ticket. He is the head of the N. O,

Nelson Manufacturing Company, which

employs sevetal hundred hands,all of whom
share in the profits of the concern.

Ex-Assistant Attorney-General Harvey
N. Shepard came out squarely in support
of President Cleveland and the democratic
platform = at Walpole, Mass.,, Saturday
night, on the tariff issue.

George T. Chambers, a prominent repub-
lican near Carlisle, Pa., and Burgess Wel-
ftey, of Somerset, heretofore an ardent
Blaine man, have come out for Cleveland
and Thurman. '

A Lively Debate in the Senate

e

The Senate onthe 3d inst., adopted a reso-
lution to investigate and report whether
any rallroads in the United States are own-

ed, operated or controlled by Canadian

companies; whether commerce originat-
ing in the United States is diverted from
American to Canadian lines, and wheth-
er diserimination 1is practiced against
American  commerce. The resolution
was Introduced by Senator Cullom, who
cald the commerical interests and honor
of the United States demanded this inves-
tigation. The inquiry is a very pertinent
one to make at this time. It is notorious
that a subsidized'line of British sbéeamers
enables the Canadian Pacific Railroad to
carry 42 per cent. of the tea consumed in
this country, which ought to go to our own
Pacific lines. In addition to this it was
stated in the debate that the same subsid-
ized line of steamers is bringing in Chinese
at the rate of four thousand a month, who
are pouring down in a great variety of
streams into the United States through
British Columbia. Senator Gorman, of
Maryland, who supported the resolation,
gave a political turn to the debate by charg-
ing that “leading citizens of the United
States, men of influence and power in shap-
ing national affairs, some of whom were
candidates for high office, are lending their
efforts to the promotion of this Canadian
railroad scheme.” He read a list of offi-
cers and directors of one of the roads,
which he said is designed to re-
ceive a part of the bounty paid by the
British government. This list included
the names of Levi P. Morton and Wm. L.
Scott. Senator Edmunds referred to the
fact that Senator Gorman is himself a di-
rector in the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad,
but Mr, Gorman replied that he was so in
the interests of the people and on the part
of hisState. The discussion between Sena-
tors Edmunds and Gorman was somewhat of
a political and personal nature. Mr. Gor-
man took the ground that ne one who, if
elected, might become the President of the
United States {could proverly accept the
office until he had purged himself of every
interest in British enterprises. Mr. Scott,
the democratic chairman, was not in this
category, because he was a candidate for

no office.
