MARYLAND STATE BOARD OF HEALTH.

SECRETARY’s OFFICE, Baltimore, Aug. 6; 1883,

To the Physicians and Public of Kent County, Md. se=In
order to secure the highest degree of sanitation prac-
ticable it is important that all practicing physicians
throughout the State shouid co-operate with the lo-
cal or county health officers. This can be best done
by reporting immediately to the county health offi-
cer all cases of infectious or contagious diseases
whieh may occur in theirrespective localities, noting
particularly deaths from such diseases.

The lines of duty along whieh physicians may ren-
der themselves the most useful to the public, may be
said to be three-fold. In the first place they are in a
position to act as educators, or leaders in local sani-
tary work ; and since we can hope for no satifactory
progress without enlisting the interests of the people
generally, it is altogether desirable that hysicians
should turn their attention to this part of the work
also.

In the second place physicians stand as arbiters
between the thoughtless or willful committers of

KIT CARSON’'S FINE SHOT.

Piercing the Neck of an Eagle When Only a
Speck in the Sky.

The crack shot in the Rocky mountains
was Kit Carson, and many are the stories
told on the frontier of his quick eye and
unerring aim. There will never be another
Kit Carson, for there is no longer a great
and unknown wilderness to develop men
of his peculiartype. Occasionally now you

il find in the West grav-haired, sturdy
old pioneers who knew Carson in his prime,
when the aim of his rifle meant death, for
he was often heard to say: “I can kill as
far as my rifle can carry.”

Capt. L. W. Cutler, one of the proprietors
of the Denver Field and Farm, was a “Fifty-
niner” and knew Carson well,and ina re-
cent conversation related an incident in
the life of the old hunter and scout which
showed his wonderful sgkill with the rifle,
and the story as told me by Capt. Cutler
probably recalls as fine a ghot as Kit Car-
son ever made, and of which the captain
was an eye-witness. It was in the spring
of 1868, and Capt. Cutler, tien a Deputy
United States E}arslml, was en route to old
Fort Bent, below Pueblo, this State. The
country was sparsely settled, only here and
there finding a small gettlement along the
Arkansas river, which he was following.
He was traveling alone on horseback, and
on the second morning ot his journey broke
camp very early, starting out at dawn. Ie
had followed the course of the river some

the loeal board of health, but should he fail to do so,
immediate notice should be given the county health
officer, whose duty it will be to investigate the mat-
ter and report thereon to either the State or county
health board, as he may deem proper. :

A third work in which physicians ean essentially
aid, is the prevention or restriction of infectious
or contagious diseases, Knowing as we do the pos-
sibility of limiting the spread of such diseases by
means of well directed and united efforts, their prev-
alence and their ravages are in a great part entirely
needless, iT proper precautions are taken against dif-
fusion. First cases should always be reported at once
to the local or county health officer, who in turn will
report the facts to the State board of heaith, for such
action as may be deemed necessary in the premises.

In no direction is there a more serious responsi-
bility than as regards certain contingencies due to
the presence of infection; and the man or woman
who willfully or carelessly subjects his neighbor to
the danger of disease and death is no less a. criminal
than he who uses nitroglycerine to send his vietims
to their final account.

Wm. Burton, of No. 4204 Wentworth ave-
nue, has a madstone. The whole Burton
family speak of “The Rock” with a keen
sense of appreciation of its merits. It would
be entitled to respect if only for its age.
Mr. Burton is seventy years old, but re-
oards himself as a mere infant by compari-
son. His father had it before him, and
tradition has it that “The Rock” has been
in the family a centary or more.

“The Rock” is a madstone of great fame.
None of the family can tell how they came
to get it. Family tradition says it was
found in the stomach of a barren doe. The
stone is far from imposing in appearance,
and was possibly created to illustrate the
proverb, “Handsome is that handsome
does.” Tt is, however, peculiar, even if it
is not imposing. It is perhaps an inch in
diameter and half an inch thick. It strong-
ly suggests bone, and is light in color and
weight. It is perforated with natural cir-
cular holes, eight or ten in mumber, ar-
ranged in parallel rows. These holes are
about a sixteenth of an inch in diameter,
are porous about the edge, and extend
through the stone within an eighth of an
inch.
