Wiar Mgr. Braine Forcor.—In sending
off his remarkable “political revolution”
dispatch the night of the Maine election,
the Hon. James G. Blaine neglected to
send the figures of the result in Kennebec
county, including the city of Augusta,
where he resides. The figures show that
the democrats of Kennebee county made a
net gain of 1,104 votes, reducing the repub-
lican plurality of 1886 from 3,858 to 2,754,
The democrats increased their total vote
from 3,244'in 1886 to 4,929, an increased of
1,683 votes tn 1888, while the republicans
increased their vote from 7,102 in 1886 to
7,682 in 1888, an increase of only 581 votes.
Reckoning on the 1888 vote, the result in
Kennebec gives a democratic net gain of
793 votes. This is a “political revolution,”
but not in the direction indicated by Mr,
Blaine's dispatch.
