POLITICAL REMINISCENCE.

Death of the Hon. Alexander Evans.

Alexander E:.fﬂns, ex-member of Con-
gress, died at his home in Elkton, at a late
hour on Wednesday night, after a lingering
illness. IHe was in his 73d vear. Mr.
vans read law and was admitted to the
bar at Elkton, where he soon took a leading
position. He was nominated for Congress
in 1847 by the whig party, and was opposed
by the late Judge Richard B. Carmichael.
The district was composed of Harford,
Cecil, Kent, Queen Anne’s and Caroline
counties, and Mr. Evans had a majority in
each county, amounting in the district to
465. Ile was again elected to Congress in
1849, defeating Mr. Magraw. In this con-
test Mr. Evans had a majority of 506. He
carried each county in the district but Car-
oline, where the result was a tie. Mr.
Evans was again nominated for Congress
by the whig party in 1851, having for his
opponent the late Hon. Hiram McCullough,
of Cecil county. This was a hard-fought
contest.  Mr. Evans, who had carried Cecil
county by 244 mujority in 1849, notwith-
standing that the whig candidates for the
the Legiclature at same time were defeated,
for the first time failed to carry his county,
Mr. MeCnllough carried Cecil by 61 major-
ity and also carried Harford county. Mr.
Evans was elected, however, by a majority
of 148 carrying Kent, Queen Anne’s and

Caroline counties.
