He aptly and pointedly refers to
the combination between the producer and
the government, by which the masszés are
taxed for the benefit of those who make
and sell, and he points out the danger cer-
tain to ensue from a policy which practi-
cally hands over the people to the protec-
tion of the rich, who receive exceptional
benefits from the government upon the
theory that they in turn will take care of
the laboring poor. He properly scouts sui-
cidal policy, and deelares that “any inter-
mediary between the people and their gov-
ernment, or the least delegation of the care
and protection the government owes to the
humblest citizen in the land, makes the
boast of free institutions a glittering delu-
sion and the pretended boon of American
citizenship a shameless imposition.” Mr.
Cleveland writes with the authority and
power of a man whose convictions are
thorough and whose information is full,
and with that air of confidence which
springs from the consciousness that the
truth, like other great forces, continues to
move and grow, notwithstanding the efforts
of heretic politicians to destroy it. This
part of the message is likely to prove most
interesting just at this time. It deals, how-
ever, with other questions of great impor-
tance. While he reports that no instances
have occurred of outrage or injury to our
fishermen in Canadian waters except such

as the American consul has readily adjust-.

ed, he calls special attention to the unsatis-
factory relations between this government
and Great Britain, growing out of the re-
jection of the treaty he submitted to the
Senate. It cannot, of course, be supposed
that these relations can continue to be un-
interrupted unless some permanent basis
of operation and settlement be agreed upon
by the two powers. Retaliation is all well
enough to compel justice and fair dealing;
but that it should become necessary that
the peace of the two great nations which
assume to lead the civilization of the age
should be staked upon such chances is a
reproach to the statesmanship of both coun-
tries.

“Natural ~monepolies, like gas works,
electric lighting works, street-car lines,
may be managed in such a way as to bring
more profit to the city and less expense to
the public at large. There are two meth-
ods of management of natural monopolies,
one indirectly by delegated authority, and
the other directly by public authority.
The tendency of municipalities to take up-
on themselves the management of public
works is the the more approved. Bay
City has in this way established electric
lights, which cost the city only $42a year
each. Dewiston, Me., by owning and man-
aging its own lighting works, has reduced
the cost to 14 cents per light per night.”

A letter was read by Prof. Ely, which he
received from the mayor of
Dunkirk, N. Y., who stated that Dunkirk,
owing to its own electric lighting works,
wag able to supply electric lighting at a
cost for each light of 2.000-candle pow-
er at 18} cents, burning the whole night.
The mayor states that 1t is expected that
the cost will soon be reduced to that figure.

Prof. Ely made sqme calculations show-
ing by application of correct principles in
the case of gas works, electric lighting
works and street-car lines the tax rates in
Baltimore could have been reduced 76
cents on the dollar, or from $190 to $1 14

on the $100.

Oxg-Cext Posrage—The Third Assis-
tant Postmaster-General proposes in his
annual report that we shall not only have
one-cent letter postage, but that the weight
limit of eingle-rate letters shall be increas-
ed from one ounce to two ounces.

he says, we should have only one sort of
domestic postage, the charge being uni-
formly one cent for each two ounces wheth-
er on letters, merchandise, or printed mat-
ter, except that newspapers and periodi-
cals gent from publication offices would go
for one cent a pound, as at present.

That is a proposition which may Dbe
worth considering at a future day, but the
one great step to take in the mean time is
to reduce the letter rate, at the existing
unit of weight, to one cent.
